This newspaper
does not undertake to define the moral
guilt of any person or group playing
bingo. There may be npone beyond the
certainty that gambling fs a wasteful and
growing habit and thgt the individual
who gambles violates g§he law.

Tax “The Sport of Kings”

ARRY LEE WATERFIELD, one of the
two avowed candidates for the
Democratic nomination for Gover-

nor, has come up with several interest-
ing ideas since he announced his candi-
dacy and nene is more interesting than
his suggestion of a 5 percent tax on pari-
mutuel betting.

First of all, this is interesting because
it would yield a minimum of a million
and a quarter dollars to help the state
in carrying out its obligations to educa-
tion and other functions of government,
* The plan is interesting from another
angle, inasmuch as it could make possi-
ble a reduction in taxes on intangibles
and inheritances.

A parimutuel tax will not hurt horse-
facing and it will hurt the horse-player
ng more than any of the other taxes on
luxuries. In short, racing, the traditional
“sport of kings,” can and should bear
this much of the tax burden.

This would be purely a self-imposed
tax. If one should desire to evade it the
method would be not to bet. But, as Mr.
Waterfield says, in effeet, a parimutuel
tax would no more stop people from
risking their money on horses than the
gasoline tax stops them from driving
their cars.

And again, if such a tax would re-
duce the strain on intangibles, the cap-
ital attracted to Kentucky would pro-
duce from new gources a greater volume
of revenue.

Any poliey of taxing luxuries rather
than the everyday working tools and ne-
cessities of the common people cannot
but be interesting and accepted with ac-
claim.

Whoever is elected Governor of Ken-
tuelsy, Democrat or Republican, should
follow Mr. Waterfield's suggestion.
