Is Mandatory, Hahn 
Declares; 2nd Term 
Legislation Planned 
Sheriffs can demand and get com­

pensation from fiscal courts of their 
counties for all expenses essential to 
performance of their duty, the Ken­
tucky Sheriffs Association was told 
Monday in Louisville. 

Sheriff Troy B. Sturgill, of this 
county, presided at the meeting as 
president of the state associat:on. 

Speaking at the chapter's two­
day conve1Hion, Charles J . Hahn, 
Washington, the association's exec­
utive secretary, said, "I am shocked 
to learn that many Kentucky sher­
iffs have been paying for their own 
equipment and even paying their 
deputies' salaries. 

"This is ~n outrage. The sheriffs 
tell me that some of the county 
courts refuse to pay these expenses. 
Well, the courts have no right to re­
fuse on any ground. State courts of 
appeals have held unanimously that 
the county courts must pay their 
sheriffs' necessary expenses . 

"So hereafter," said Hahn, "when 
a county court tells any one of you 
it can't afford to pay for your gun 
or your deputies or anything else 
you need, I urge you to sue your 
county in your state court. 

"And I assw·e you," )'le added, 
"the state court will be bound by 
precedent to order the county court 
to pay you."
