Checking on Tuberculosis|,

Among Seniors; Disease
Not Inherited, Say Medics

The Floyd County Health Depart-
ment has underway its annual
work of making chest X-ray exam-
ination of high school senlors, Dr.

“Tuberculosis is not inherited.,”
was the topic for a statement is-
sued by the State Board of Health
last week. The statement follows:

Old-fashioned beliefs and false
notions about health and disease are
more prevalent than they should be
in this “enlightened” modern age.
Dietary fads, self-curse with patent
medicines, amateur notions abouf
the souirce and outcome of chronie
disesses are freely exchanged and,
unfortunately, readily aceepted by
too many people.

One such false notion which can
and has done & great deal of harm
is the idea that tuberculosis is in-
herited. No one inherits tuberculosis.
|The disease, which is caused by a
germ known as “tubercle hacillus”
is & communicable one, spread from
|person to person. Everyone who hat
| tuber“ulosis gets it from some one
who has the disease.

The fallacy about imheriting tu-
| berculosis milght be difficult to cor-
rect in the minds of some people
wha have known two or more mem-
bers of theé same family to cateh the
| disease. But “inheritance’” has noth-
ing fo do with it. The disease was

by observing sound health practices.
"Among other thinzs, he has a phys-
fean examination eachl year which
Nﬂlldes a chest x-ray.

"The x-ray can reveal signs of tu-
ber nlesis before there are any ob-
yious symptoms.

The call of the martiall times
and perhaps the urge of his gain-
patriots caused David Hurd to. en-
list in the confederate Army, but
he was never reguired to separate
permanently from his. family for
any preat periods of time. He yis-
ited them at intervals and as the
war years dragged on saw | the
family growing up. One child was
born. while he was in service amng
immediately after thal David Hurd
died in the army. He never saw
his child that Lockie' called Win-
right.

Southwest Virginia in thé post-
war years was a different Virginia
from the lush ecra preceding
conflict. The greal plantations were
in ruins, everywhere was desola-
tion, broken homes ahd broken men.
and in the government were the
scalawags, expert, beggers and ne-
Eroes.

Lockie Hurd learned of EKentucky
of that land heyond the Cumber-
lands that has ever had an atirac-
tion for Southwest Virginians She
decided to emigrate in 1866 to the
Licking river wvalley, and, having
bought a small wagon, hooked her
own oxen to it and ‘came to the
Howard Branch., Here she settled
with her six children, bué, finding
ways and means to live hard, as
ways and means are ever hard in
any land for a poor widow with a
family, she moved again to some-
where on Middle Creek, &  few
miles from what is now Prestons-
burg.

This move did not better her
condition. and as tha children were
now growing up there was talk of
moving back to Scott county, which
they did. Here the children reach-
ed adulthood and, often as' the
years went by, these children made
long trips to Mageffin county, one
finally marrying a Howard girl and
settling there,

But Lockie Hurd did not come
back to Kentucky—old age came
on and she died and was buried in
Scott county. A very old descend-
ant says of her family, the Moores;
that they were a restless people,
ever moved by some restless urge
to go to far places, Some of them
F. A

the |

Hurd, ‘a son of David and Tockle

ifurd, married 4 Bledsoe of Virginia,
and went to housekeeping, but he
often thought of Kentucky.

On Aug, 19, 1891 he made prep-
arations to travel again'to Kentuc-
ky. He bought a wagon, as his
mother before him: had bought a
wWagon, but
instead of oxen. By this time the
road over Pound mountain was
beaten by use into a fairly accept-
able road, wugh laurel ¢rowded
the narrow road. The way was not
entirely without danger, for even
at this late date hizshwaymen exist-
ed along the road. In 1889 a Mull-
ins fa rm-\ of five was moving up
the Vi ia side of the mountain
and as they approachéd the (Gap,
a ‘group of outlaws came oul of the
laurel and shot theilr team .down.
'They murdered the father and chil-
dren; 'of whom there were Lthree.
Some strange impulse of good must
have entered the leader of the band
after this orgy of blood, for he
ordered the mother to flee which
she did. They searched the body
of the father for money but found
none, They never knew that the
miother ‘had concealed on her all
of the family money they were tak-
ing to Kentucky.

As F. A, Hurd passed the scene
of the crime he paused with his
family to lovk at the bones of the
horses at the side of the road—
mute wevidence of the end of the
Mullins journey.

John Huxd, son of P. A, who
was born in 1876, was 15 years of
age when they came to Kentucky,
They were on the road until the
24th of August, 1891.

The family seftled mnear the
mouth of Daniels Creek in Floyd
county ,and from there was desend-
ed a larze generation., Several of
the family have now re-immigrated
west, to Oklahoma and other states,
