lines are extended to the Ciiff 
bridge in time for Prestonsburg to 
cede title to the highway that dis­
tance, the .state will build sidewalks 
the entire dist:mce to the bridge. 

Beverly M. Thompson, Porter Ad­
dition restaurant-owner and mer­
chant, was reported as probably the 
leader to annexation opposition. He 
and others recently filed for the 
right to incorporate the section in 
question as a separate town, and 
this move .poses a threat to the suc­
cess of any attempt to add the 
Porter Addition to the corporate 
limits of Prestonsburg. 

It was said after the meeting, 
however. that the next meeting of 
the City Council will probably see 
the passage Of an ordinance pro­
hibiting the Prestonsburg Gas & 
Water System, which is municipally 
owned, from extending its services 
to any residences or other buildings 
in that area or any other unincor­
porated sector which do not already 
have gas and water in them. 

Ofllcials said they hope to work 
out an amicable understanding with 
residents of the Addition, poinUng 
out that citizens of the unincorpor­
ated section between the old ball 
park and the lower city limits are 
almost unanimous in their desire to 
have their property become a part 
of Prestonsburg.

Previous to the writer's knowledge 
of Prof. Sellards' interest in the pa­
pers and of his vain search for them, 
the book on the Sellardses was com­
pleted, sent to the printer and the 
process Of binding began. At this 
point certain data on the Sellardses 
was unearthed, chiefly the will of 
the pioneer, John Sellards, who was I 
a brother to Jennie Sellards Wiley. 
Spurred by this discovery, Prof. Sel­
lards and the writer collaberated on 
the writing of a supplement to the I 
Sellards history and which is now 
complete and inserted by the print­
er. But we found no data as to how 
the Harmons and Sellardses had in­
termarried. On Nov. 2, 1949, Sellards 
wrote the writer of this article: 
"About the Connelley papers: His 
papers were sold to an Eastern per­
son or library but his daughter does 
not remember the name. She lives 
in Oklahoma," and as a postscript

Letter of Nov. 3, 1949: "I have 
just noticed in my hastily written 
postscript note of this morning I re­
ferred to Mrs. Stidham as a daugh­
ter of Connelley.
