DeKruif emphasizes, however, that 
victims of halitosis and B.O should 
get the advice of dentists and doc­
tors.

Dog Training Period Out 
A training period for coon dogs 

was eliminated by action of the 
commission. Last year coon hunters 
were given from October 1 until 
midnight November 19 in which to 
train their dogs. During that period 
no coons ,-,ere to be taken in ~ny 
manner by the hunters, Lhe Commis­
sion points out, but due to flagrant 
violations of this order many coons 
were killed and for this reason the 
training period has been eliminated 
for 1950. However, the coon hunter 
may take coons by dog only during 
the month of November. During tllis 
month he is nol permitted to carry 
a gun or kill a coon in any way 
other than with his dog. The season 
in which coons may be killed by gun 
or dog or trapped opens on Decem­
ber 1 and continues through Jan­
uary 31. 

Other hunting seasons as an­
nounced by the Commission follow: 
Quail and rabbit-November 20 thru 
January 10; possums, coons, mink, 
skunk, muskrats and red foxes may 
be taken with traps, guns and dogs, 
December 1 through January 31. 
Either a county or statewide hunt­
ing license is required of the hunt­
er, while the trapper must have a 
trapping license.
