Floyd county’s assessment total of
$18,159,920, it was stated, is a drop

{of $190,207 from the preceding year.

Reeves announced that the July 1,
1940, assessments of the 120 county
tax commissioners totaled $3,160,-
508,856, an all-time high.

This is a gain over the previous
year of $116,484,000. It also is the
twelfth straight year that local tax
values on property have shown in-
Creases.

The July 1, 1949, assessment s the
basis for the 1950 tax bills, which
will come due September 15 and
must be paid before January 1, 1951,
to avoid penalty.

THere will be no assessment of
property this year on July 1 be-
cause of changes in the tax calendar
by the 1940 General Assembly, In-
stead, property will be listed for tax-
ation in-January and February next
year, valued as of January 1, 1951,

Reeves said all but 19 of the state's
120 counties showed local assessmest
increases in 1949 over the preceding
vear. The 19 with lower assessments
are Butler, Caldwell, Clinton, Cum-
berland, Edmonson, Floyd, Gallatin,
Harlan, Henderson, Johnson, Knott,
Letcher, Metcalfe, Manrqe. Rowan,
Todd, Union and Wayne.

The greatest loss, $2360,000, was
recorded in Unicn county. Butl
Reeves explained this was largely
because the Western Kentucky Coal
Company moved its home office from
Union to Hopkins county. Hepkins
county's valuation was up $4,125,000.

Other tax-calendar changes put
into effect by the Legislature in 1949
was the shifting of the taxing date
on bank deposits from July 1 to Bep-
tember 1, 1950. The state tax of a
cent on each $10 on deposit remains
unchanged. The bank deducts the
tax fiom your account,

The new law moves the assessment
date to January 1, 1951, for all prop-
erty, including whiskey in bonded
warehouses, but excluding bank de-
posits. Franchise companies, which
are assessed by the state, will con-
tinue to be assessed as of December
31,

Further, starting this year, local
tax commissioners are required to
list, but not for taxation, all tax-
exempt property owned by churches,
schools, and other non-profit organ-
{zatlons. This will enable the state
to determine how much of this type
of property exists and will help ac-
count for some of the “missing
acres" now unlisted.

The gaing in local assessments over
the last 12 years have been ‘accoll-
plished locally without the help of
the new 1949 legislation permitting
the state to help counties reassess
their property. The new assessment
in 1950 should show @ substantial
gain over 1949 as a result of the leg-
islation.
