FTER observing again

during recent weeks the

feverish political activi-
ties typical of Floyd county
school elections, THR TIMES
is farther than ever, if possi-
ble, from being con\nnu,d
that the “board system”
takes the achools out of poli-
ties.

What the “compulsory” law real-
ly means is that if the gwner of'an
uninsured car is adjudged by a
civil court to be liable for
physical injury or property dam-
age has no mesns within Teach
of the law he or she may be for-
bidden a driver's license until the
judgment is settled. That means
irresponsible car owners—and there
them in Kentueky
——are. under no more restraint than
fear of losing their drivers' licenses,
and that their victims have no re-
ceurse at all, The enactment of the
disgraceful statute must have heen
cheap politics, The members of the
legislature must have feared an-
tagonizing owners of Tamshagckle
jalopies. Also a geod many dealers.

The next General Assembly ought
te repeal the dishonest statute and
pass a law with teeth in it. Necbody
should be granted a car lleense with-
casualty insurance amounting
to $20,000. Under noe circumstance
should the minimum be less than
£10.000. Nobody should be allowed to
(own, a car unless he provides pro-
tection fer people he may injure.

Let's get rid of our dishonest
| ability law and substifute an hon-
est one. This is something for hold-
over state senafors and prospective
seats in the mnext
legislature to begin thinking about,
not fo mention a' couple of hund-
red newspaper editors in Kentucky
who can get a good insurance law
if they will take the trouhle to de-
mand it
