tion is a gcod one. Popular ballads
have all the earmarks of actuality
about them. No matter how many

times the ballads have been sung,

,and purely by memory and not from

printed words, there remains a feel-

{ing that they tell of events that

took place in real life and not

merely were thought up by a coms=
er.

Another thing he said was that
the folk ballad grows up,-with no
thousht of its beinz popular with
the hearers or of making money for
anvbrdy. On the other hand, the
hillbilly music is deliberately writ-

ten to cateh attention and dollars.|

He might have added that many
of the writers of so-called hillbilly
musie never saw o mountain or a
i cowbsy or a steamboat or anything
else fhat appears so often in the
made-1ip songs. A famous composer
of cowbey ballads said himself thab
at the time of his greatest success
he had never been farther west than
Hoboken, New Jersey.

A still further thing the singer
brought out was that the folk song
fits a folk woice and that many of
the so-called singers now on the
air cannot strike one of the actual
folk tones accurately. This is just
another way of saying what I have
so often said in this column: tha
hillbilly singers often imagine that
holler—slightly off key is beng
folkish,

For years I have listened to count-
less hours of hillbilly musie, partly
because T like some of it and chief-
ly to cateh the one or two singers
in a hundred who have possibilities
as genuine folk singers. T must con-
fess that nearly every hillbilly pro-
gram has a singer or fwo who, con-
seiously or unconsciously, are fol-
lowing the folk tradition. However,
these are not mecessarily the ones
who draw the biggest salary ‘or cre-
ate the most interest. The folk sing-
er I have been quoting ended his
