In brief, Congressman Perkins
|was told by RFC officials that an-
ticipation of a grant wunder the
Hill-Brown Act is “security which
foo much insecurity.”
Title 15 of the U, S. code applicable
to the RFC provides that all se-
curities and obligations purchased
by the Reconstruction Finance Cor-
poration and all loans made “shall
be of such sound value or so se-
cured as reasonable to assure re-
payment.” Hill-Burton grants are
not regarded as secure, because the
Congress may suspend or terminate
them.

Pointing out that this provision
tosses out the window hope of get-
ting RFC funds on a matching
basis, Congressman Perkins said he
has contacted Dr. Harvey W. Un-
derwood, Louisville, director of the
State Board of Health who has the
authority to disburse Hill-Bur-
ton funds allocated to Kentueky,
asking help for Floyd county hos-
pital project from this source. He
urged that Floyd county officials
take similar action. The total al-
located to Kentucky for 1851 is
$2,784,646.

While Special Officer Stumbo and
others were at the hospital here with
the wounded mine foreman, a tele-
phone call came tfelling of ‘a rifle
shot having been fired at another
man-tripe after the other two at-
tackers had fled into the darkness.

Rowe readily talked when ques-
tioned by County Judge Henry
Stumbo and other officials at the
Jail at 3 am., today.

Frequently in' the mail are letiers
from former Rig Sandians who
yet retain their love for the storied
and historic valley. Ever there is
that pride in being a native for the
Sandy country—s pride possessed,
perhaps by no other people in such
intensity.

A letter from Mrs. Addie Bur-
gess, 222 Capitol Avenue, Frankfort,
Kentucky, while it exhibits this
pride of home and people, contri-
butes as well certzin generalities
on the Vaughans and Youngs that
are indeed interesting.

“Permit me to state by way of
introduction that I am, every whit,
a Big Sandian, and that my an-
cestors on my mother's side were
those who migrated from Virginia
to Floyd county in the days when
the county comprised a vast terri-
tory. For several years I have work-
ed hére in Frankfort. Although cir-
cumstances brought me here to
work, my heart is still with my
loved eones on Big Sandy, where my
pioneer forefathers added mater-
ially to the eculture and hospitality
nay, not’ found anywhere else in
the world.

“My maiden name was Hester |
Addie Gilkerson, I was named for

my great-aunt, Hester
Spradlin. My mother
Minerva Brown, daughter of James
¥oung Brown and Martha Vaughan.

“Martha Vaughan, my grand-
mother, was the daughfer of Pat-
rick Henry Vaughan and Susan
Hatfield Vaughan whose families
came from Virginia about 1800 and
settled near the mouth of Stephens
Branch, about one mile below Pres-
tonsburg, I think there is now a
school building on the same site,
Thelr graves may be seen on the
left of the road, near this site.
