The judge adjourned the special 
jury until Monday when Laburnum 
presented rebuttal testimony.

Pond Creek is the firm that awarded 
Laburnum contracts involved in the 
law suits. 

Cundiff testified he started the 
Breathitt county job in November 
of 1949 and used skilled laborers who 
were AFL and common laborers 
who were UCM. 

Asked if he had "any friction" 
during the entire course of the work 
between AFL and UCW employes, 
CUndiff answered, "I did not.'' 

On cross examination Cundiff was 
asked if he knew if he started the 
work before or after this suit was 
started. He said he did not know.

CONLEY, NAVY HOSPITAL CORPSMAN, 
WHO HELPED NURSE RICKENBACKER, 
IS ON DUTY NOW AT NEW ORLEANS 

Special to The Times 
New Orleans, Feb. 10-A Navy 

hospital corpsman who helped nurse 
Capt. Eddie Rickenbacker back to 
health on Samoa in World War II 
days has reported for duty with the 
Eighth Naval District medical office 
here. 

He is Lloyd Conley, chief hospital 
corpsman, USN, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Watt conley, Prestonsburg, Ky. 

Chief Conley was on duty at the 
Navy mobile hospital unit on Samoa 
when Capt. Rickenbacker, near 
death from starvation, was fiown 
there for treatment. 

Capt. Rickenbacker and his crew 
of survivors from a B-17 bomber, 
had been rescued a.fter 23 days in 
a crowded life raft nnder merciless 
Pacific skies. They were sighted and 
rescued by a patrol plane and im­
mediately flown to Samoa. for hos­
pitalization. 

"Capt. Rlckenbacker was bone­
skinny and raft-weak," Chief Con­
ley recalled. He remembered that 
the air hero had been a good patient 
who his strength 

and health. "Two of the survivors 
died at Samoa,'' he said, "but Capt. 
Rlckenbacker was ready for another 
assignment a;fter a month's recu­
peration.'' 

Chief Conley was partly respon­
sible for the Navy's hospital unit 
being on Samoa in the first place. 
He was among the advanced group 
of navy doctors and hospital corps­
men who landed on Samoa in 1942 
to set up a mobile hospital there. 

"We proeeeded to clear the jungle 
and set up the nospital without the 
help of carpenters, electricians or 
other skilled builders," he said . 

In what he described as a diver­
gent chore of tJ1e navy's hospital 
branch, COnley said he helped build 
foundations, erect buildings and 
otherwise helped perform miracles 
with sticks and stone until the hos· 
pital unit was intact, commissioned 
and on duty. 

Since his assignment there, Chief 
Conley has been on duty in London, 
Philadelphia and at the Algiers na­
val station here. His wife, the former 
Anne Hopkins, liv ' at 1119 Shirley

the century when Vest, then a 
boy, was riding an old, worn-out 
horse with the "thumps." He just 
happened to meet Bad John on a 
mountain trail when Wright's fine 
mount was covered with foamy 
sweat. 
It wasn't often Ulat Wright 

ran away from trouble bu.t, on that 
occasion, Vest declared, officers 
were after the old man and he 

' had to have a fresh horse, thumps, 
or no thumps. 

Bad John stopped him on the 
trail, Vest recalls, and offered to 
swap horses. But the boy was riding 
his father's horse and didn't want 
to trade All of which meant noth­
ing to Wright, who dismounted, 
lifted the boy off his horse, chang­
ed saddles, and galloped away. 

"But," said Vest, "that horse he 
left for me was worth a dozen like 
the one he took." 

Vest is known Ulroughout this 
section of Kentucky, as well as the 
border counties of Virginia and 
West Virginia, as an old-time sing­
ing teache:::, although he has just 
gone into retirement as a vocalist 
instructor. 

When he first started teaching 
singing, Vest did it by ear but took 
the trouble to leam the "shaped" 
notes, which was an easier system 
than the "round" notes of today. 

A pupil didn't need to know how 
, to read music to leam to sing by I 
the old method, he said, for each 
of the notes had a different shape 
and it was easy to recognize the 
do-re-mi-fa-so-la-ti-do by the pic­
tures.

Because his father was a school­
teacher, Vest's first ambition was 
to follow in the old man's foot­
steps. 

He completed grammar school, 
took an examination, and found 
himself with a teacher's certtficate. 
He taught school for 35 years. 

In the old days, he said, school­
teaching was a hazardous profes­
sion but he was willing to risk it 
for the ):>ig money involved. His 
first teaching job paid him $25.25 
a month'. I 

He taught in a one-room school 
for 15 years and then came his 
big opportunity. He was offered a 
principalship. 

The only trouble with this job 
was that the school just couldn't 
keep a principal. The boys were so 
big and so mean that they had 
"run off" three principals in three 
consecutive years. 

But the mild-mannered little bal­
ladier was willing to risk it. He 
kept the post for 20 years.
