TWO MURDER
BILLS VOTED
DURING WEEK

One Indictment Names
Hall Habitual Criminal;
His Wife Also Indicted

John Smith Hall, Branham’s
Creek farmcr, faces trial in circuit
court here April 24 on four counts
in connection with alleged mistreat-
ment of Allifair Shoffer who was
found by three county officials last
January 24, hidden away in Hall's

Among the four indictments
against Hall is one charging him
as an habitual criminal, This bill
cites two previous convictions—one
in' Pike county for a four-year pen
term on a forgery county, the other
in the Floyd ecircuit court for a
two-year term on a charge of shoot-
ing and wounding. His conviction
under this indictment would auto-
matically mean for him a life sen-
tence.

Hall alone was indicted on charges
of assault and battery, rape and as
an habitual criminal. He was indict-
ed with his wife, Mae, and Alvin
Hall on a count of unlawful impris-
onment,

Miss Shoffer appeared before the
grand jury, Monday.

The League Can Do Good

HE TIMES can see mno
objection to a Floyd
County Taxpayers’ League.

Workers have their unions,
officials have their associa-
tions—the people who pay
the bill are entitled to their
own organization.

Whatever weaknesses may
develop in the League are
not inherent in the cencept
‘of organization of the peo-
ple. These will grow out of
the weaknesses of individ-
uals.

This Taxpayers' League
can make the wishes of the
people known to officials,
and so work with those elect-
ed to serve them.

Tt can as of now serve no-
tice that no official will be
permitted to receive a salary
in excess of the Constitution-
al limit. It can, guietly and
without fanfare, and with-
out creating a general air of
hostility, let officials know
what is expected of them,
with the assurance that no
less will be acceptable,

Its work should be done
without prejudice or bitter-
ness. There should be no
loose talk to cast susgpicion
on any official. To do so will
cripple the League’s effect-
iveness, for the ordinary
voter wil suspect that poli-
ties linger in the baekeround
and that somebody is seek-
ing to diseredit
opponent in a future election

of getting down to cases.

Possibly the most valuable
contribution the League can
make is to hold future offi-
cial salaries with in the Con-
stitutional limit. This will
make these jobs less attrae-
tive, certainly nof so attrac-
tive that a candidate can af-
ford to gamble twenty thous-
and dollars on an office
which legally would pay less
than $30,000 for four years’
work. And that would elim-
inate wholesale vote-buying
and political chicanery.

Fearlie was sitting at the defenge
conference table as the jury filed
back into the courtroom with the
veraict, With her elbows resting on
the table and her hand on each side
of her face, she heard the verdict
read, and without emotion she arose
and strode from the courtrogom.

Commenwealth, Galvesta Johnson;
stated that she togeth(r with hey
five children, occupied two rooms in

the same house with Pearlie; that|

home, She stated that on the morn-
ing of July 18, 1951, Pearlie arose
early and cooked breakfast for her
children and went into the garden
and a little later was discovered
back in the house in her bed. She

she went oug mto the garden and
found the baby hidden in the weeds
in a meal sack with rocks on it. On
crosg-examination by Atly Martin,
Mrs. Johnson admitted that Pearlie
was in bed several days and appear-
ed dazed.

Operation Last Year

Frankfort, Ky., April 7 (Spl) —
Kentucky's Game and Fish Division
is more than a $1,000,000 annual
operation with total receipts for last
fiseal year of $1,113,188 and an out-
lay of $1,147,954 for its expanded
program, it was reported today by
State Auditor T. Herbert Tinsley to
Gov. Lawrence W. Wetherby,

Tinsley reported further that the
Division was left with a fund bal-
ance of more than $203,000—or a
decrease of approximately $34,000
under the previous year’s balance.

The Auditor reported that en-
forcement activities were on a step-
ped-up hasis, with 103,520 liccnses
being checked for the year, There
were 2,396 arrests made for viola-
tion of game and fish laws and 1,918
convictions obtained.

“This is a good record, indicating
loyalty to service,” observed Tins-
1cy. “The percentage of convictions
—eighty per cent in 1951 and eighty-
one per cent in 18950—is commend-
able. The number of cases lost does
not necessarily reflect in the same
ticgree upon the judgment of arrest-
ing officers. In some situations, the
leniency of the court is an import-
ant factor.”
