State Revenue Ahead
Of Receipts Last Year

Frankfort, Ky. — Total

of the current fiscal year is 1.7 per
cent ahead of tevenue collected
during the same period last year,
according to a report released by
the Departments of Revenue and
Finance.

The report—covering collections
from all sources for the nine months
ending March 31—showed that tax
revenue is up 5.7 per cent or nearly
$5,000,000. Every major class of
taxes is up except license and
privelege taxes, which are more
than ine per cent behind last year.
Most of the slump in this class
is caused by a $2,000,000, or 41 per
cent, decrease in the tax on pro-
duction of distilled spirits. Receipts
in this tax were inflated last year
when whiskey production was in-
creased in anticipation of produc-
‘tion curtailment as & defense
measure,

The motor vehicle usage tax is
down 14 per cent and whiskey con-
sumption taxes are off about 12
per cent.

Individual income payments in-
creased gbout $2,850,000 and cor-
poration takes gained more than
$2,000,000
General Fund collections are up
9.2 per cent during the period but
declines were shown in the Road
and Agency Funds, Tax receipts
are up in all three funds but a de-
cline in Federal money caused the
Road Fund to slip.

General Pund receipts for the first
three-quarters stood at about $49,-
600,000.

Let us now look at some of the
conditions that we now have in our
town. Let us start with the south-
ern part of town. Beginning with
the Swamp City section and running
south to the southeasternmost lim-
its of the town there are many
homes and business places that. do
not have any access to a public
sewer at all. These people are pay-
ing a monthly sewer tax and have
been for years.

Now let us see what the means
of disposal for these Prestensburg
taxpayers are. They all have access
to the city water supply so no doubt
they all want to have bathroems and
many of them have made every
possible effort to effect sewage dis-
posal systems of their own. These
efforts have included individual
septic tanks and combined efforts in
constrieting eommon sewer lines
running to the river. Those who are
not financially able have to resort
to earth pit privies with other liguid
waste being thrown out on the sur-
face in their back yards and in most
eases running from their door into
the front door of someone else.

Now let us consider the effect-
iveness, from a sanitary standpoint,
of each of these types of disposal.

1. The septic tank with properly
constructed disposal field is consid-
ered an approved means of disposal.

mean by a septic tank with an ap-
proved disposal field. We do not
need to deseribe a septic tank but
there seems to be a gross misconccp-
tion or misunderstanding as regard-
ing the disposal field. A septic tank
is merely a means of liguifying the
solid waste so that it can be dispos-
ed of into the ground where the
final disposal of waste is by the an-
tiarobie bacteria of the soil. Now in
order to get this adequately perfcoct-
ed there must be construeted a ditch
18 inches wide and 30 inches deep
and 25 feet long for each person
estimated to use a bathroom. This
would reguire 125 running feet nf
ditch line for a family of five per-
sons. This ditch must have the
lower portions of 18 inches filled
with coarse gravel, cinders or rock
and in the center of 18 square inch.
es of material must be laid four in-
ches from the end to end on A very
gradual drain. This 18 square inches
of space dcts as a storage space for
the waste until it can be seeped into
the earth where the antiarobic bac-
teria will do the rest.

Now let us see what kind of soil
we must have for this. Low swampy
ground would already have its load
of liguid waste so how could 1t take
care of any more? We must have
high ground and should have a loose
process type soil, Now as most ev-
ery one must know this section of
the town is low eclay type ground
or cither hillside where the waste
has a tendency to make its way back
to the surface of the ground. The
liguid waste is by no means treated
or purified when it comes from the
septic tanki— If is still dangerous
sewage,

At the present. time there are a
numbcr of septic tanks that have
beenn constructed in this section.
Since there is'no suitable ground for
disposal fields there has not even
been any effort made fto construet
any. The waste s being turned into
the lower ground, making its way
of course to the lowest sections,
pooling and standing, which in dry
weather can be obscrved as green
scummy stagnant, liquid waste with
a very disagreeable odor.
