Although I'm inclined to think the
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources (Division of Game and
Fish, to most of us) has in a mea-
gure neglecied Dewey Lake while
busy with the state's larger bodies
of water, I am unwilling to blame all
Dewey's ills on the Department.

But, if not the Department, who
am 1 going to blame? I had an idea
that maybe all of us were a bit at
fault, since we have fished through
every spawning season, dragging
bass off their nests, and last year
in. particular trolled “rich” spots
in the lake till we had dragged out
every bass we could find. If we left
any “for seed,’” it wasn't our fault..

That seems to be the American
way—to abuse our natural resources.
But you couldn’t blame ‘any indi-
vidual. There wasn't any rule or law
forbidding fishing during the spawn-
ing season or dragging the lake dry,
and if a few individuals laid off that
didn’t help, for there were others
who didn't, and so on.

So, after all, it was the Depart-
ment's duty to study the situation—
the Dewey situation which is un-
like that of large impounaments,
some isolated spots on which are
gseldom reached by fishermen. The
Department should have known that
Dewey, a lake 11 miles long, is fished
harder than any other Kentucky
waters, that when the bass are
striking few spots along its shores
are not hit by plug or fly every day.
They should have watched a hun-
dred or so fishermen cover the lake.

Then they would have known that
no body of water can beat off such
an attack, if the attack goes on at
spawning time and by trolling when
the big fish school up in deep, cool
holes in the heat of summer and
early fall,

Dewey still has bass and some
good fishing in it, but it needs at-
tention before it's too late,

The Division has made tests;
What hurts Dewey has been found.
But a diagnosis without a remedy
helps nobody.

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In Matter of Buying Power

What is the average income of
Floyd county families? How much is
available to them for spending, after
taxes? How do they spend it?

Answers to these questions, much
sought after for commercial reasons,
are contained in a new copyrighted
survey of buying power, covering the
entire United States, prepared by
Sales Management.

The figures show that higher in-
comes and a better standard of liv-
ing prevail locally. Floyd county
families recorded net earnings in
1951, after deduction for all
taxes, of $33,286,000, This was a gain
over the $30,902,000 net income of
the previous year.

Divided by the 11,800 families in
the county, it represented earnings
of $2,821 per family. This compares
favorably with the previous year,
when earnings per family, locally,
were $2,755,

The figures, it is pointed out, are
arithmetical awerages, obtained by
dividing total fncome by total num-
ber of families.

The r earnings locally led to
bigger spending, Floyd county stores
registered a Sales volume in the yéar
of $21,683,000. This sales total rep-
resented a gain over 1950, when the
retail business amounted to $20,-
414,000.

.0143 percent actually done last year,
revealing an undeveloped, additional
potential of business locally.

The survey shows that the United
States has grown to a nation of 44.7
million families having an effective
buying power, after taxes, of over
220 billion dollars. More than two-
thirds of this spending money finds
its way into retail stores. The resul-
tant retail usiness is above 151 bil-
lions.

SILVER STAR
FOR SOLDIER

Blackburn in Hospital
Receives Hero Award
For Action in Korea

The coveted Silver Star for gal-
lantry in action in Korea was re-
cently awarded Sgt. Elmer O. Black-
burn, of Prestonsburg, while he was
convaleseing at Whalter Reed hos-
pital, Washington, D. €., from a foot
amputation necessitated by battle
wounds.

Blackburn, who is a son of Mr,
and WMrs. Wade Blackburn, was
wousded Oet. 12, 1951, and his right
foot was amputated April 25, last.
He was a member of Company G,
5th Regt. Combat Team, 24th Divl-
sion. The citation accompanying the
Silver Star, which was awarded by
command of Major General Hodes,
thus describes the Floyd countian’s
conduct in the face of the enemy:

“Set. Blackburn distinguished him_
self by courageous action near Hu-
dong-ni, Korea on 12 Oect, 1951. A
squad of his company was given the
mission of clearing a hill of enemy

troops. Sgb. Blackburn volunteered
as an automatie rifieman,

small arms, automatic weapons and
grenade fire from an enemy bunker.
Sgt. Blackbmrn unhesitatingly ex-
posed himself to the enemy fire as
he movad boldly forward, firing con-
centrated bursts into the enemy em-
placement. During his assault he re-
ceived serious leg wounds but he did
not faler in his mission. With com-
plete disregard for his own safety
he crawled to the entrance of the
-bunker and, firing with devastating
accuracy, killed its three occupants.
‘With this key position destroyed, his
comrades were able to successfully
accomplish their mission. Sgt. Black-
purn's courageous action, aggressive
initiative and selfless devotion to
duty reflect the highest credit on
himself and the United States in-
fantry.”

100,000 WATTS OF WSAZ

WSAZ-TV, Huntington, W. Va.,
has 100,000 watts' power, but Floyd
county televiewers aren't getting it—
and that's the story in brief,

So the Dingus & Flanery Televi-
sion Service here gather from tele-
phone talks with both WSAZ, the
source of television programs in this
section, and the Columbus, .Ohie
station which is playing hob with
local reception.

This is how a WSAZ-TV engineer
explained the situation to the Pres-
tonsburg televison service:

Recently when WSAZ switched to
QGhannel 3 amd became the most
powerfil television station in the
world its full power was beamed
straight toward this section. But the
Cilumbus station happens also te be
on Channel 3 and almost on 4
straight line with Floyd county and
Huntington; so it, too, got the power
of WSAZ, full-blast, and the resul-
tant interference was terrific.

Protests from the Columbus area
resulted in WSAZ turning its an-
tenna broadside to this section rath-
er than pointed toward it, in order
to reduce this interference. The Te-
sult is, the Big Sandy is perhaps not
getting the benefit of asauch power
as it had when WSAZ was at only
17,000 watts on Channel 5:

An engineer of the Columbus sta-
tion told Dingus & Flanery it ex-
peets to switch to Channel 4 in No-
vember, and the Huntingtonh station
has assured the Prestonsburg men
its full power will be available to
this section when that is done.

Not only “snow,” the result of a
weak signal, but also:sound interfer-
ence is upsetfing TV-set owners in
this section, and the report received
here Wednesday was that the con-
dition is general. Paintsville was one
community listed as having the
same troubles as those experienced
here, !

Weltare Worker Tells
Needs of State Wards
And Explains Services

Homes for children are wanted in
Floyd county, said Miss Sue Mitchell
of the Division of Child Welfare;
State Welfare Department here
Tuesday. The homes may be free,
wage or boarding homes.

Miss Mitchell explams that a free
home is one that will provide board
and care without charge to some
child-ward of the state. A wage
home is one that'will, in addition to
board and care, give wages to a
child for farm or home help, and
‘boarding homes are these which
would provide food and care for
children needing it at a price paid
by the state.

It is all a part of the new social
service represented by Miss Mitchell
that is being inaugurated by her
u_n_der__ the Division of Child Welfare.
‘She came to Kastern XKentucky
‘Sseveral months ago but had two
counties in her charge at first and
beeause of the large area to be
covered could do litfle more than
la.y the foundation for future plans.
Now she is charged only with her
departmernt's work for Floyd county.

Miss Mitchell has had ample
social work training, She is a grad-
uate of the University of Kentucky
with a degree in voeational and
home economies, is a specialist in
sociology and psychology, & member
of Kentucky Welfare Associaticin
and various other civic organiza-
tions.

“I am most anxious to pul our
program over here,” she said. “I am
more than willing to help the un-
Tortunate children of Floyd county',
| she added, and this emphasis served
to show her enthusiasm and interest.
What that program was she ex-
prained in detail.

Chief and general aim of the
department is to strengthen family
life ties. If there is'a child needing
better parental care the department
will intervene. Miss Mitchell pointed
out a case in this county of recent
date, where her work should have
‘been of aid to the authorities.

Her department offers aid to un-
married mothers, This aid is as
varied as the circumstances would
dictate. Advice as to care of the il-
legitimate child, boarding of the
child in some home at state expense
from the age of one day to the age
of 16, acceptance of the child by
the mother’ consent for adoptiye
care are all offered. However; Miss
Mitchell states that the age of 16
is rather high for boarding care but
that in emergency cases it has been
done.

The practical side of this child
welfare work was explained by Miss
Mitchell. No Floyd county child is
placed in a Floyd county home for
adoption, It is placed, preferably, in
another part of thie state. Close case
work is done on the child. The fos-
ter parents are closely matched to
fhe child in several ways, partic-
ularly in the matter of race, physical
similarities, etc.

No one is allowed to see the re-
cords in the case ecept the depart-
ment. When the child reaches his
4 majority he may inspect the record
himself. He has been told years be-
fore of the circumstances of his
adoption and knows who his parents
were:

Another feature of Miss Mitchell’s
work will be clinies for the physically
handicapped, those who can turn
only to the state ' for such  work.
Specialists in each br anch of medi-
cine and surgery will assist in cor-
rection of handicaps.

Louis Birkel, acting director of
the Water Pollution Control Com-
mission, was quoted by Ward as say-
ing Herrington Lake is safe for
swimming.

“The reports of pollution of Her-
rington Lake arose from inspections
by sanitarians of the State Depart-
ment of Health of some of the op-
erations around the Iake” Ward
said. “They reported viclations of a
number of sanitary regulations and
other rules applying fo the opera-
tion of restaurants and similar es-
tablishments.”

“The regulation of sewer outlets
into public streams such as Herring-
ton Lake is under the jurisdietion
of the Water Pollution Control Com-
mission,, and this commission will
act gagainst specific violators when
the proper facts are presented,”
Ward said.

“We do not condone the discharge
of wastes into any stream, but we
must, in all fairness, call attention
to the fact that such discharges do
not always result in ‘pollution’ of a
large lake such ar Herrington as the
term ‘pollution’ is construed by the
average person, For this reason, I
believe it is right and proper to call
attention to the fact that Herring-
ton Lake is regarded as safe for re-
creational purposes,”

Floyd County Historical Notes

By HENRY

P. SCALF

Thomas May, who bought the
Samuel May farm at CLff in 1849,
did not die in the old house featured

the article notwithstanding. That
article was checked and double-
checked for errvors until it seemed |
that none were present. But there it
was, staring this columnist in the
face,and it would not have beén
noted but for a May deseendant.
Thomas May was the third child
of John 'and Sarah Phillips May. He
was born February 1, 1787, in Vir-
ginia, He died September 5, 1867,
and is buried on Robinson Creek,

Pike county, near his old home-
stead,
It seems that he must have

bought the” Cliffi farm from his
brother Samuel merely to provide an
estate for his sons, William James
and- Samuel. Any way, these two
sons moved into the house and did
their own houseneeping for some
time. They afterwords divided the
farm into two parts.

For more complete data on Thom-
as May we tuwn to the manuseript
on the family prepared by Mrs.
Tress Francis. It is an excellent
work and represents years of re-
search:

“He was married August 19, 1813,
in Floyd county, to Dorcas Pation,
born Oet. 18, 1790, and died June 9,
1872, She was the daughter bf
Thomas Patton (some say Henry)
and Florence Graham Patton, She
is buried in the same cemetery with
her husband on Robinson Creek.

“Thomas May came to Shelby
Creek, Pike county (then Floyd),
with his father in 1800, who settled
there and reared his family, Thom-
as May was a poor man at the time
of his marriage but by native in-
austry and frugality accumulated
quite an estate before his death. He
was one of the largest and wealth-
iest landowners in that section of

the county. He gave eaeh of his 13}

children a farm, He built the first
road ‘across the mountain from Vip-
ginia. into’ Kentucky' and {Morgan
county. e
“When Thomas NMay was married
it 1§ 'said fhat he Yook horses and
went to Chtlettshurg . . . and car-
ried what he went to housekeeping
with back to Robinson Creek, a dis-

on a farm and reared a family of
13 children.”

“With regard to the note to Sam'l
W, Warren I would say that I am
a little at a loss to know how to
word it but to remedy that T will
write my name at the bottom of this
page and you are hereby duly au-
thorized and requested to fill up the
blank with a note and for fear some
Loco Foco: (supporters of Van Buren
against General Harrison and Tyler |
—FEd.) might rob the mail and draw
me into a suck, I shall not acknowl-
edge the same unless witnessed. 1
must now leave room for it.
