Layoff Is Indefinite
At Manton Operation;
Idle Case Load Rises

Seventy-four employees of the
Stephens Elkhorn Fuel Company at
Manton at least temporarily remoy-
ed from the company’s payroll last
week, it became known here Monday
when the workers filed for unem-
ployment compensation.

Asked if the men were laid off
permanently, an official of the com-
pany said they might be re-hired in
a period of six to 18 months, and
possibly never.

Administration Plan

To Add Five Counties
To Seventh District

The new Seventh Congressional
district, as proposed in a bill intro-
duced in the General Assembly by
Harry King Lowman, of Ashland,
House majority leader, will contain
13 counties instead of eight, and
that its voting record of consistent
loyalty to the Democratic Party
will be strengthened by several
thousand additional majority, is the
consensus of political opinion at
Frankfort,

The present Seventh contains the
eight counties of Letcher, Perry,
Knott, Pike, Floyd, Magoffin, John-
son and Martin. The new Seventh,
as envisioned by the members of the
Legislature, that are trylng to re-
district the state into eight instead
of nine districts because of the loss
of population in the last decade,
will contain the counties of Letcher,
Perry, Knott, Pike, Breathitt, Ma-
goffin, Lee, Wolfe, Morgan, Johnson,
Martin, Floyd and Elliott.

There was sound Democratic
strategy in strengthening the new
Seventh with additional Democratic
votes, for last year Wetherby eked
out only a 4,800 vote lead in the
present Seventh against Eugene
Siler. The Democratic majority in
the Seventh, as proposed to be con-
stituted, would have given the Gov-
ernor 10,000 votes majority.

S0, while the Democrats in the
proposed new Seventh should be
happy, the Republicans in the new
Eighth should be equally pleased.
Their old Ninth becomes the new
Eighth with the addition of Re-
publican Casey county and this will
give them another 1,000 to 2,500
votes of partisan strength. They
will be needing it as Republican
majorities have been reduced in the
old Ninth ever since Representative
John M. Robinson died a few years
ago.

1 got Ralph Gilbert in my district
in 1932, They can't expect me fo
like this but there's nothing I can
do about it”,

The new Fifth will be 'a prime
example of gerrymandering, say
some. It begins with Lawrence coun-
ty on the east and runs along the
Ohio river, looking like a wall
thrown up against the stream until
it reaches Trimble county and stops.
But the district that will defy all
description is the new Second. Some
say it looks like a caricature of
Donald Duck, with Logan, Webster
and Hopkins in its bill. The new
First certainly resembles a mason’s
trowel with the trowel handle ex-
tending against Donald’s throat.
These geographically distorted dis-
tricts are, in all probability, headed
for enactment into law, for the pres-
ent. Administration wants the state
re-districted this year in order to
head off election of congressmen
by state-wide elections. There are
two reasons for this—first the pos-
sibility that if the races were held
statewide all the state’s congres-
sional representation might be Re-
publican in case of a GOP land-
slide; second, in the case of Con-
gressmen-at-large  elections  the
three arch-opponents of the pres-
ent Frankfort set-up, Happy Chand-
ler, John Young Brown and George
Glenn Hatcher, might make a fight
of it and come up winners;

The bill as introduced by Low-
man has administration backing. It
does not satisfy everybody—no re-
districting bill ever does. It will
satisfy the leaders like Clements,
Beauchamp and Wetherby and this,
as & matter of partisan politics, is
of prime importance in settling such
a controversial matter as wiiting a
re-districting law.

“A CYCLE OF FOLK CULTURE—

As I look back now to my chil-
hood, I am considerably more tol-
erant of the restrictions put upon
us ‘by our parents. T can even for-
give the extra paddlings that we
gob, even the ones that were hardly
deserved. As a parent and grand-
parent I have gone through a simi-
lar cycle of reaction to the customs
of my own time,

You see, most of fthe people
around Fidelity were pretty crude,
as judged by almost any standard of
culture: Their culture was often
VELY gonuine, in spirit of its crudity,

though few pecople knew this: Some
of the folk had habits that were not
all mixed up with a

{.nmmr’ aabile,
haspitality that was almost unbe-
Hevable. Natura we associated ali
the habits of th people with their
worst character Thus we some-
times eruelly misjudged our neigh-
bors and were probably as badly

The Hendersen Gleaner reporfed,
the otheér day that the locul branch
of the Kentucky Department of
Eocnomic Security paid $318,520 in
assistarice to the needy in  18561.
The figures came from State Com-
missioner Vego Barnes, who report-

in the state.

If our Henderson branch had
had three million dollars, or
times as much as its 1951 allot-
ment, the mohey would lave been
spent, And the same might be said
of every one of the 120 counties.
Which is no reflection on the in-
tegrity of Mr. Barnes and his 400
or more subordinates whose jobs
are to hand out meney to persons
who qualify for assistance. The
moral of this 1s that with the pres-
ent set-up it behoaves the legisla-
ture not to be too bighearted when

every departmental executive, from
Mr. Barnes down
heads, to pass out taxpayers' money |
as if it were a sacred trust.

A few years ago public assistance
was a county affair, and each’ jusbice]
of the peace locked after the needy
in his own district. The total for
Henedrson county, which handed
out $318,529 last year, used to he
around $10,000.

You would think that in these
artificially prosperous times, with
more money being spent than ever
before in the history of this or any
other country, the number of needy
would be greatly reduced instead of
augmented. Mr Barnes reports an
iner ease of two and a half million
list year over 1850, and fourteen
million over 1948,

Nobody wants to deprive the in-
digent poor, homeless orphans and
the blind of assistance. What we are
congerned about is perventing chis-
eling, giving no applicant the benefit
of the doubt, and investigating every
case with the same hard-boiled
serutiny usually practiced by private
relief agencies like the Catholic
charities and the Salvation Army.

Another thing, all state charities
should be open to public inspection.
Individuals are the best sources of
information concerning dubious re-
lief cases, and if individuals are|
forbidden to see local records, as
they are under the present law in
Kentucky, they certainly will not
be inclined to play detective as a
scrvice to the state,

Soil Equipment Loans
Made To 72 Counties

Frankfort, Ky. — Loans totaling
$581,317 have been made since 1948
by the Division of Soil and Water
Resources to help conservation dis-
tricts purchase eguipment,

Marshall W. Qualls, director of
the Division, said that 72 counties
had received help from tke loan
assistance program at the end of
1951,

The loans were started with an
appropriation of $400,000 provided
by the General Assembly for a re-
volving loan fund. It is the only ap-
propriation the fund has ever re-
ceived. Repayments have totaled
$317,425,

Under the program, counties that
have formed soil conservation dis-
tricts may buy crawler tractors,
drag lines, tile trenching machines

equipment. that they
otherwise afford,

Qualls said fhe eguipment pur-
chased with the loans have been
used to:

Renovate 17,720 acres of pasture,
construct 1,720 farm ponds, clean
and repair 277 ponds, clear 17,575
feet of fence rows, improve 191,010
feet of stream channels, clear and
grub 5374 acres of land, establish
614,353 feet of diversion channels
and 174,785 feet of tile cirainage,
move 143,720 cubic yards of dirt in
building levees and in othor exca-
vation, build 608,105 feet of terrdaces
and build 62 miles of farm roads.
