ties, and on more than one occasion 
was in jail here on minor charges. 

In the statement signed before 
Judge Stumbo and County Attorney 
Burchett she said Hall beat her, day 
of her arrival at his home and again 
on the following day. Soon l1e was 
forcing his attentions on l:>er, she 
said, tying her hands and feet and 
threatening her with death if she 
told anybody. Mrs. Hall also whipped 
her, she said, and laughed when her 
husband beat her. 

When Hall took her to the barn 
for concealment he told her, she 
stated, to be quiet, that the law was 
looking for her to put her in jail 
He added his promise to free her 
soon and get her to Detroit. Hall 
sought to increase her fear of the 
law, she said, by telling her of "a 
little boy named Billie" who had 
been sent to the asylum and killEd 
there, pointing out that the same 
fate would be hers if found. 

After Judge Stumbo received, 
early last wEek, letters telling him of 
happenings at the Hall residence, 
which is far up Branham's Creek, 
three miles from the end of a sur­
faced road, he issued subpoenas for 
witnesses to appear here at a court 
of inquiry. Thursday morning, three 
witnesses confirmed earlier reports. 
and he issued the warrant charging 
Hall with assault and battery. 

Meanwhile, as witnesses were be­
ing rounded up Wednesday after­
noon by Sheriff's deputies, Hall ap­
parently became alarmed. That 
night, he visited homes in the vici­
nity, inquiring after the girl's where­
abouts and reporting that she had 
disappeared. 

When the officials who went to the 
home last Tl:J.Ursday learned of the 
repotts he had spread, they feared 
he had killed the girl and disposed 
of her body. This feeling grew as the 
search continued upwards of four 
hours, in vain. Mrs. Hall denied 
knowledge of the girl's whe: Eabouts. 
Hall himself had disappeared. Not 
until the officials were Ieady to 
leave, bringing Mrs. Hall with them, 
did Hall's wife indicate that the girl 
might )Je in the barn. Soon after­
ward she was found there. 

A wave of indignation coursed 
the county as the sordid details of 
the case spread. 

Sheriff Meade last Friday offer ed 
a reward of $100 for the capture of 
Hall. Later, he announced this re­
ward would be paid for information 
leading to the man's arrest. TUesday 
afternoon, a reward fund was bein~ 

raised here.

Clifford Henry Dyer, one of the 
pioneers in the oil and gas develop­
ment of this section, and former 
Floyd county man, died at 9 p.m., 
Friday at the Methodist hospital, 
Pikeville. at the age of 82 years.

Better collection of prop-
erty taxes on motor vehicles was 
also urged. 

In the field of local governmtnt, 
the Committee recommended that 
each county be authorized to ap­
point a County Finance Officer to 
take charge of the county budget, 
purchasing, and financial records. 
Extending the services of the Ken­
tucky Revenue Department's State­
Local Finance Officer to cities to 
cover all local revenue bond issues 
was also proposed. These state of­
ficials now supervise county indebt­
edness and review county budgets. 

Other local recommendations in-
clude a proposal that Justices of the 

I Peace be paid by salary instead of 
fees. (In criminal case the justice of 
the peace is entitiled to a fee only 
if the defendant is convicted.) Each 
county should have power to decide 
whether to retain the present fee 
system or to pay its officials by sal­
ary. The Committee felt that in 
some counties fees do not provide 
enough compensation to buy effi-
cient service. 

The Committee urged all counties 
to replace Justices of the Peace on 
the fiscal court with "commissioners" 
elected by the voters on a county­
wide basis. Finally, home rule for 
first and second class cities was 
recommended. 

The Committee agreed that the 
state should take over wholesale 
and retail liquor stores to raise more 
state revenues. As an alternative, 
reasonable increases in whiskey 
consumption, beer, and cigarette 
taxes were 5Uggested. These would 
bring in an estimated $4,700,000 an­
nually. 

In its tax proposals the Commit­
tee stressed the need for better lo­
cal property taxation, " ... the most 
important fiscal problem in the 
state today." The Committee found 
gross inequities in property assess­
ments from county to county and 

I urged mforcement of the state law 
which requires that property be as­

. sessed at fair cash value. 
Over 20 major research reports 

were prepared for the Committee 
undtr the direction of Dr. Arthur Y. 
Lloyd. Studies were performed by 
state agencies, including the Legis­

! lative Research Commission, Rev­
enue Department, and University of 
Kentucky, and by the Public Admin-
istration Service of Chicago, and the 
u.s. Office of Education in Wash-
ington. The 23-man committee held I seven major meetings to rtview and 

I act on findings and to make recom­
mendations. Most members also 
served on one or more subcommit-
tees or on the sttering committee.
