Virginian, Leader Here
In Business, Civic Work
Dies Tuesday Afternoon

James R. Hurt, Prestonsburg
civic and business leader, died at
2:30 p.m., Tuesday near West Liber-
ty while being transported in an
ambulance from his home here to
a Lexington hospital for treatment
of a heart condition.

Mr. Hurt was stricken Friday, and
for a time it was believed his con-
dition was Iimproved. His passing
shocked hundreds of friends and
business associates throughout this
section.

A native of Cedar Bluff, Va,, he
came to this county in 1930 as sup-
erintendent of the Prestonsburg
Coal Company on Bull Creek, near
here, and when the firm was re-
organized as the Sandy Valley Coal
Company 1923 he became its secre-
tary-treasurer. He was a son of the
late John B. and Olivia Gillespie
Hurt.

At the time of his death Mr.
Hurt was president of The First
Guaranty Bank at Martin and sec-
retary-treasurer of the Big Sandy
Coal Operators Association. He was
the first president of the Prestons-
burg Chamber of Commerce and
the Prestonsburg Liens Club, was a

leader in the Floyd County Devel-
opment Association and was an
active worker in the Boy Scout

movement in Lonesome Pine Coun-
cil ‘and the Floyd district.

STATE OPENS
BRIDGE HERE

Load Limit, 10 Tons;
State Aid Necessary,
Officials Here State

The State Highway Department’s
order of last Thursday closing the
bridge crossing the Big Sandy to
West Prestonsburg and the impor-
tant Prestonsburg-Salyersville road
to traffic above 2,000 pounds was
lifted Saturday.

Gross weight of vehicles and their
loads permitted to cross the span,
beginning Saturda} noon, stands at
10 tons.

Normal traffic was permitted after
steel plating had betn placed across
the weakened joint in the bridge. A
speed limit of 15 miles an hour also
was posted.

Although highway department of-
ficials failed to say whether or mot
the state has accepted the bridge for
maintenance, County Judge Henry |
Stumbo said its orders relative to
the span indicate that this may
have been done. He and County At-
torney W. W. Burcheit several
months ago asked the state to take
possession of the bridge. Again
Monday, Judge Stumbo asked Com-

highly important link on a state

The state as a whole had had 61
reported cases up till last week.
Then in this week 69 new cases were
reported.

SAFETY LAW
IS INEFFECT

Mines Employing More
Than 14 under Federal
Regulations for Safety

The United States Bureau of
Mines Is making its first coal mine
inspections this week under the new
Federal Mine Safety Act, which
gives the agency power to close pits
deemed dangerous.

The act, signed by President Tru-
man last week, is intended to pre-
vent major disasters resulting from
explosions, fires floods and other
tragedies.

The law, supported by the United
Mineworkers, gives a federal in-
spector the power to order mines’
withdrawn from operations where
there is imminent danger of a ma-
jor disaster or where previously dG-J
signated hazards have not been cor=
rected. A large segment of the in-
dustry opposed passage of the law.

Excluded from the act are all strip
mines and those employing fewer
than 15 persons. It covers about 2,-
000 mines in the Bureaus northeast.

monthly rates. Top monthly rates
for on the job trainees are $70 with-
out dependents, $85 with one dep-
endent, and $105 with more than
one dependent. The masimum for
institutional on farm trainees are
$95, $110 and $130, respectively. The
law also specifies that veterans tak-
ing institutional on form training
must devote full time to their pro-
gram. The new GI Bili places a
$310 a month ceiling on job training,
regardless of dependency status.
should a veteran's training allow-
ance plus his earnings as a trainee
exceed that amount VA will reduce
the allowance accordingly. There is
no eeiling, however, on what he may
earn.

The loan provisions of the new
GI Bill for post Korean veterans are
similar to the GI Loan Program now
in effect for World War II veterans,
Some changes have been made,
however, to protect the inferests of
home buying veterans. The amount
of VA guarantee on a loan is the
same for both groups of veterans,
Home loans may be guaranteed for
up to 60 percent of fthe loan, but
the guaranteed portion may not ex-
ceed $7,500. Other real estate loans
may be guaranteed up to 50 per-
cent, with a $4,000 top. And non-
real estate, such as GI business
loans, may be guaranteed up to 50
percent with a $2,000 ceiling on the
guarantee. All such loans also may
be insured. VA's Direct Loan Pro-
gram, now in effect for World War
II veterans, has been extended to
veterans who served since Korea.
Under the program, VA may make
loans directly to veterans but only
in certain areas where four percent
GI loan money is not available.

The new GI Bill's unemployment
compensation program administered
through State Employment Security
Agencies, by the U. S, Department
of Labor, provides unemployed post
Korean veterans with payment of
$26 8 week, up to a total of 26 weeks.
The top amount that any veteran
can get, therefore is $676: The un-
employment program takes efTect
90 days from now. It has been tied
in the following way. A
out pay cannot get unemployment
compensation until 30 days .after
discharge or 90 days from now, the
effective date of the program which-
ever i8 later. A veteran who gets $200
mustering out pay has to wait until
60 days after discharge or 90 days
from now, while one who received
$300 must wait either 90 days after
discharge or 90 days after this date,
whichever comes later.

The. mustering out payments,
provided for in the new GI Bill will
be made at time of discharge to any-
one who served in the rank of Cap-
tain or less in the Army or Air
Sorce, as a lieutenant, Senior Grade,
or less in the Navy.

Payments are $300 for those with
at least 60, days service who were on
active duty outside the USA or
Alaska, and $100 for those wlio spent
less than 60 days on aetive duty.
Veterans eligible for $300 will get
$100 upon discharge, $100 a month
later, and $100 a month after that.
Those who are to receive $200 will
get $100 at discharge and the re-
mainder a month later. And veter-
ans eligible for only $100 will be
paid that amount all at once. |

The new GI Bill extends job find-
ing assistance to veterans with ser=
vice after the start of Korean-hos-
tilities, on the same basis as veter-
ans 'of World War II. The help in-
cludes job counceling and employ-
ment placement services of the Vet-
erans Employment Service, a part
of the U. 8. Employment Service.

One of these brothers was a pris-
oenr of war and was in a POW camp
in Aalabama. “He wants to come back
to America,” she said. She wouldn't
say he watned to return to Alabama,
however. “Everybody dreams of go-
ing to America to find freedom and
liberty,” she added. Her other bro-
ther and four =sisters are also in
Germany.

“Germans agree that Hitler isn't
dead,” Mrs. Derossett said while she
and her husband visited his relatives
here last week. She said they based
this belief partly on the fact that a
German submarine, fully equipped
but unarmed, was found off the
doast of Patagoina at about the time
his death was reported.

“We thought he went crazy with
power,” she said. “At first, the peo=
ple were solidly behind him, because
he was building up the country.”

Comes to hand a manuseript on
the Akers family prepared by Floyd
Akers of Prater Creek. 'The paper,
especially in its closing paragraphs,
is strongly reminiscent of the faith
of the patriarchial Hebrew fathers.

While the manuscript deals chiefly
with the writer’s own family there
is data of general interest to others.
It is reprinted below:

I was horn on Prater Creek,
Dana, Floyd counfy, Ky., near the
mouth of Wm. Akers Branch and
was raised to manhood on Prater
Creek, date of birth, April 15, 1869.
I was the son of Levi and Naney
Hdll Akers, the grandson of Elijah
and Peggy Hall, on the meternal
side. My paternal grandparents were
Davy and Polly Marshall Akers.
Elijah Hall was born in 1813, Davy
Akers was born near the date of
1780. My father, Levi, was born in
1823. My postoflice at the time of
my birth was Laynesville. near
where the present postoffice which
is now called Harold, ih an old log
house, William Greer was postmas-
ter when I was young. He was the
son-in-law of Dr. 8. M. Ferguson,
who was a captain in the Civil War.

I well remember when my father
died—April 12; 1899, He was buried
in the Rice cemetery, and I remem-
ber the text Elder John M. Akers
used from the 14th chapter of Job,
14th verse. Elder Rube Tipton's text:
“I can’t see him tiow but will see
him neigh.” Both were old Regular
Baptist Elders. Elder Rube Tipton
was born June 13, 1839; Elder John
M. Akers was born Oct. 11, 1855.

My mother, Nancy Hall Akers,
was born March 23, 1833; deceased
Jan. 12, 1888. My father, Levi Akers,
was born July 20, 1823. Both father
and mother are sleeping in the Rice
cemetery on Prater Creek, Dana,
Ky., where my first wife and the
following children are sleeping:
Preston, Walker, Payton and two of
my children of my first marriage
are buried on Little Mud in the Kidd
cemetery, to-wit: Effa and Etta.

To my first marriage were born
seven children, three boys and four
girls; I was married to Nana Justice,
daughter of P. C. and Hannah Jus-
tice, Dec. 24, 1890. She united with
the old Regular Baptist Church 1st
‘Saturday in June, 1896, and was
baptised by Elder Bill Layne. She
departed this life Feb. 5, 1905. T was
married to Christina Jarrell, daugh-
ter of Parks and Jane Jarrell, Dec,
23, 1907, and to this union were born
seven children, four boys and three
girls, She joined the old Regular
Baptist Church 1st Saturday in
July, 1920, and departed this life
April 22, 1946, Four of her children
preceded her in death, and three
survive.

I was married to Mary E. Hunter,

dren; and I request that when I am
gone, to be buried in the Rice ceme-
tery in Prater Creek. My choice of
ministers to preach my funeral are:

“There Is a <Call for You, My
Friends,” composed by my kinsman,
Stephen Akers.

Specifically, the items exempted
from ceilings are:

Canned asparagus, canned lima
beans, snap beans (green and wax),
carrots, sweet corn, beets, all varie-
ties of fresh field peas and fresh
shell beans, fresh green peas, toma-
toes, succotash, mushrooms, okra,
onions, peppers, pimentoes, canned
sweet potatoes, canned white pota-
toes, pumpkin, squash, spinach, tur-
nip greens, canned mixtures of veg-
etables, canned vegelable juices and
mixtures of vegetable _jdices.

Canned apricots, all varieties of
sweet cherrfes, sour cherries, all va-
rieties of berries, cranberries, plums,
fresh prunes, figs, all varieties of
peaches; all varieties of pears, fruit
cocktail, fruits for salads (including
canned fruit mixtures), apples, apple
sauce, canned and bottled fruit and
berry. juites and mixtures thereof,

All fresh vegetables, including fro-
zen cooked squash and frozen cook-
pumpkin, all frozen fresh fruits or
berries.

ANl cannel frozen ecitrus fruits,
juices and concentrates, including
mixtures; all dried fruits, including
mixtures; all other frozen fruit and
berry concentrates; canned pineap-
ple, canned pineapple juices; and
the following canned baby or junior
foods: spinach, carrots, green beans,
beets, peas, squash, sweel potatoes,
peaches, apple sauce, pears and
pineapple, apricot-apple sauce, pears
and prunes.

Frozen French fried, diced or
whipped white potatoes; shoestring,
julienne potatoes and potato chips;
sauerkraut, sauerkraut juice, cher-
ries in brine; cherries in brine and
pineapple.

The amendment decontrolling
fruits and vegetables in fresh or
processes form became eflective
July 1, when, the Defense Praduc-
tion Act was extended for another
10 months. There were no ceilings on
any fresh fruit or vegetable.

- King said OPS realizes thie action
may result in higher priees for a
number of items but declared the
agency, under the ferms of the law
itself, “has no alternative but to re-
move ceilings on the products cov-
ered” He pointed out, however, that
decontrol of the items does not re-
lieve sllers of these products—at all
levels of processing and distribution,
including wholesale and retsil food
stores—of the responsibility te main-
tain records they have established
for these products for the period of
time specified in the regulations
which formerly governed them.
