OFFERS CLUE 

To 'Shiner's Identity 
As Third Still Found; 
Aged Woman Arrested 
Sheriff A. B. Mead and his depu­

ties have been having their troubles 
identifying owners of moonshine 
stills they have captured during the 
past fortnight, but Tuesday's still 
produced no such problem, they 
think. 

For on a gallon bucket at the still 
taken this week on the Crisp Branch 
of Buck's Branch, near Martin, was 
metal check number . A call to 
the Utilities Elkhorn Coal Company's 
mine office to learn the worker 
whose check number is 55 supplied 
the name of Eugene Crisp who, the 
officers said, resides in the home of 
Keen Goodman, approximately 150 
yards from where the outfit was 
found. 

So, later in the day, they were 
looking for Crisp on authority of a 
warrant issued by county Judge 
Henry Stumbo. 

The still consisted of two GO-gal­
lon drums, a lard can, a grease 
bucket and a small bucket which 
bore the incrimiating evidence. Of­
ficers on the raid were Jim Burch­
field, Scott Compton, Ranse Mar­
cum, Cain Blackburn and George 
Hall, Jr. 

A 120-gallon still found by Sheriff 
Meade, Deputy Sheriffs Frank Par­
sons, John Hopson and Frank Crum
