If the new state law which be-
comes efefctive June 19 and which
requires that no precinet shall have
a voter registration exceeding 350
is followed to the letter, Floyd
county will have not less than 92

voting precinets, a study of pre-
cinet registration revealed this
week.

Addition of mew precinets and
relocation of boundary lines of ex-
isting preecincts is a task for County
Judge Henry Stumbo, who said this
week he does not expect to under-
take the work until the August pri-
mary election is past:

Judge Stumbo explained that the
time between June 18 and the pri-
mary is short for the preparation
of new polling places and that new
precinct boundaries and voting
places will confuse many voters, He
also commented on tha expense in-|
volved. I AyY.

The county's Iong-unpurged reg-
istration lists could, in some pre-
einets, result in an unneeded num-
ber of voting places if the judge
should “track the letter of the law”
and hold each precinct to not more
than 350 registered voters.

COUNTY TREASURER

The Duties of the: Coun-ty Treasurer as Deseribed
By the Kentucky Statutes, are as follows:

1. The county treasurer shall receive and re-
ceipt for all money due the county from its collecting:
offiéers or from any other person whose duty it is to
pay money into the county treasury, and shall hold

L/ sueh money subject to the order ol the fiscal court.
He shall not disburse any money received by Hhim
for any purpose other than that for whieh it was col-
lected and paid over to him, and when he pays out
money he shall take a receipt therefor.

2. He may, and when directed by the fiscal
court shall; institute actions in the name of the
county against all delinquent sheritfs or collectors
of the conmrty, and against any one having money
belonging to the county who fails or refuses to pay it
over on demand when due. He shall keep a record
_of all actionsdie is directed to institate on behalf of
| the cointy. showing theireondition and the monet
collected thérennder.

3. . He shall keep an acurate detailed aceount
of all money received and dishursed by him for the
eounty, and shall keep books of accounts of the fi-
nancial transactions of +the county in the manner
required by any uniform system of accounting pre-
seribed by the Department of Revenue,

4. He shall keep his office at the county seat,
in & reom or rooms provided by the fiseal court. Ha
shall keep his office open for the eollection of money
at all reasonable times, except on Sundays and legal
holidays.

5. The eounty treasurer sha 11, when required
by the fisecal eourt, settle his accounts as county
treasurer, and, at each regular April term of the
fiseal court held after his appointment, on a day in
the term fixed by the fiscal ceurt, he shall make a
full and complete settlement for the preceding year,
with the fiscal court or with a person or persons
swhom the fiscal court, by order of record, appoints
to make settlement with him. In caseé of a vacancy,
the connty Judze shall eall a special term which
shall proceed in the manner it deems proper to set-

They were the first colored peo-
ple to live in the valley, Today this
acreage constitutes the colored set-
tlement of Camp Branch,

As said, the excellent relationship
between the two races pegan, prin-
cipally with Will Honaker. He was
honest, sober and a hard worker:
Sometime during middle life a
stroke left him semi-paralyzed on
one side. But he continued to work,
earning his living and the respect of
his white friends by his industry
under such handicaps. Then the
greater tragedy occurred. While
working at Kennis Hall's sawmill,
near the present Banner, his cloth-
ing caught in the machinery and a
hip was dislocated. He was ever af-
terward a cripple. For 18 years he
was bed-ridden. But at last he grew
able to work again. Survival had
been because his white neighbors
had aided him and when he was
able to return to work the energy
with which he applied himself fur-
ther earned the respdet of the
whites. For years the stooped figure
could be seen along the road or in
the field as he partly dragged the
erippled leg. His mother died and
as evidence of the lack of racial
diserimination, she was huried in
the Layne family cemetery.

The colored folks of Camp Branch
have the names of their ancestors’
masters—respected names like Jus-
tice, Amyx, Gardner, Honaker,
Lackey. They speak of the Mayos.
There was Phyllis Mayo, colored,
who lived to be 93. She was the
daughter of a slave, the property of
the earliest Mayos. Wilson Mayo
was the original owner of the slaves
that took his name. While the name
Mayo has died out with them in
recent years, there are descendants
of the Mayo slaves who tell of the
tradition of the first court held in
Prestonsburg. Jobn Wilson Mayo,
colored chatfel of Wilson Mayo, was
present at one of the first courts
held in Prestonsburg, nearly a cen-
tury and a half ago. There was no
courthouse. Tradition with the de-
scendants of the slaves of the Mayos
say that their masters had built a
platform of logs and that upon this
platform the courts were held.

If you were to visit the home of
Otto Gardner you would find there
the evidence of living like that of
the long-dead masters of hlS ances-

tors on the Gardner Fork' of Lick-

ing in Mapgoffin county. You enter a
nice front room, furnished taste-
fully, and look through French
doors to a modern living room. Out-
side is a well-kept lawn with its

shrubbery, flowers and seats, Nearby |

is the old home of Will Honaker,
preserved as a memento of the past.
In the yard is a stone wash basin,
having the form of a decapitated
woman, which was carved by one
of the Mayos, That caryed stone-
work is one of the most striking
pieces of sculpture you will ever
see. The labor must have required
all of his African patience. It car-

ries a remarkable resemblance to |

the sculptured totems or savage
idols of the jungle.

Since you are in the home of Otto
Gardner he tells you a story of ra-
cial relationship that is the ideal of
advocates. He gives the eredit for
initiating it to the early whites and
“Uncle” Will Honaker, but for its
perpetuation he cites the good sense
of all the peocple, ¢olored and white,
in the vicinity.

Otto's life itself is an example.
He served for two years as presidnt
of UMWA local No, 8491 and the of-
fice was’ by vote of the members,
most of whom were white. Ill-health

picture. No doubt you have been
amazed to see James Mellon, the
Signews photographer, and also the
post photographer, take his un-
wieldy, self-conscious mass and and
come up with a striking, well-bal-
anced photograph in a matter of
seconds.

The custom of camp meetings died
out, the colored folks bought the
valley, but the name rémained. The
old beeches yielded fo the years and
did.

How would vou like to make five
dollars this vear without working
for it? 1 believe all of you would
if it was honest money, and it s,

‘your child a néw pair of shoes, or
get a tank full of gasoline, or pur-
chase a basket of groceries, or pay
for a couple of shirts, or take in
a dozen movies. OR you can just
about pay for the 90 to 100 pounds
of feed it takes feed that
ROOSTER.

The $5.00 a year feed cost is only
part of the loss you suffer from
every rooster you keep. Fertile eggs
spoil more quickly. Also,
ence of roosters in a floeck has a
tendency to decrease egg produd-
tion. Especially is this true in hot
weather.

The only time you have a reason
for keeping roosters is when you
are producing hatching eygs for a
hatehery, Then you should only
allow the roosters to be with the
hens during the hatching season.

Now is the best time for you to
get rid of your roosters. If you keep
them past frying size they will be-
come tough and staggy and you
will lose money on them. So sell
these roosters and save $5.00 for
each rooster you usually keep.

THE CHESAPEAKE AND OHIO!

Frankfort; 1%'-» May 27 — The
limit of black bass which a fisher-
man may take from Cumberland
Lake has been raised to 15 per day
and the size limit has been elimin-
ated altogether for the months of
June, July and August. This action
was taken today by the Game and
Fish Commission, in sesslon in
Frankfort, and Earl Wallace, Di-
rector-of the Division of Game and
Fish. It is pointed out that these
new regulations apply only to Cum-
berland Take and the cree! limit
of 10 per day and a minimum of
10 inches in length, still applies to
all other waters of the state. At
Cumberland Lake the 15 limit shall
be the first 15 taken.

This action was tcken on an ex-
perimental ‘basis. Cumberland Lake
has the highest bass population of
any such impoundment in the
United Steates, a recent survey show-
ed,

where the regulation applies, is de-
scribed as follows: That area be-
tween Wolf Creek Dim and the last

The regulation, which is being

filed with the Seccretary of State,
points out that a possession limit
of 80 black hass may be had from
the waters of Cumberland Lake
only, after a fisherman has fished
two or more days.

Game, Fish Law Changes

Changes in the Game and Fish
Commission laws, enacted at the

1952 session of the Legislature wiil
become effective on June 19. One
of the major pieces of legislation |
was that which changed the Di-
vision to a Department which will
be known as the Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources. The
title of BEarl Wallace, who has been
Director of the Division of Game.

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New Drivers’ Licenses

To Be In Clerk’s Hands
By June 10, Is Report

The new KEentucky driver's’ li-
censes are being distributed to Cir-
cuit Court Clerks this week, Robert
A, Thompson, Local Relations di-
rector, Department of Revenue,
announced in Frankfort Tuesday.
Circuit Clerks are being*asked to
begin the sale of drivers' licenses
as soon as possible after June 10,

Earlier sales dates are planned
this yvear as the result of a new
provision in the law for a $1 penalty
for failure to obtain a renewal li-
cense on or before July 31, 1952. The
law provides that no exemption
from this penalty be allowed.

Other important provisions in the
law provide that some new licenses
Wwill be good for two years while
others will be good for only one
year. If your family name begins
with “A” through “K," your new
Kentucky Motor Vehicle Operator's
license will not expire for two years.
Persons whose family names begin
with the letters “L” through “Z”
will be issued one year licenses this
year, but will get licenses next year
which will last for two years. The
cost of the two-year licenses is $2,
and the one-year license remains
$1.

Persons in the military service
+ who drive in Kentucky are required
to have a Kentucky Motor Vehicle
Operator’s License except when op-
erating an official vehicle on official
business with a U.S. Government
Operator's Permit,

J. E. Akers, of Dwale, contributes
some information on the Akers
family. Little research has heen
done on the family but a wealth
of data seems to be dormant
awaiting recovery. This family was
one of the earliest in Floyd. They
came with the Mead family and
settled on Big Mud Creek.

One of the early Akers was Thom.-
as Blackburn Akers. The name has
been copiled Thomas Blaghurn
which is an incorrect rendering of
the old goose quill penmanship.
Thomas married Kisiah Mead, April
24, 1823, daughter of Samuel Mead,
of Bedford county, Virginia. This
Bamuel Mead, if a dQigression is al-
lowed, married Katy Goodbeard,
hbm_lt 1789, in Bedford county. They
moved to Big Sandy, in the present
“Floyd county, near the turn of the
I nineteenth century. Some writers
have it as 1794 but this column is
convinced this is at least five years
too early. The date was nearer 1801.
Anyway Samuel was one of Floyd
eounty’s very earliest settlers.

Jonathan and Solomon AKers
were two other early Akers. They
were probably brothers, and bra=
thers, too, of Thomas Blackburn
Akers, although we have no proof
except that the ages correspond to
that assumption.

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Circamstances
Still Alter Cases

HE TIMES believes that
any law dealing with the
business of saving or pro-

tectmiz human lives should
be a law with “teeth in it,”
but it does not see how the
Congress can write a blanket
bill to cover all coal mining
operations in the United
States with any degree of
fairness.

The Congress can no more
equitably fix regulations cov-
ering all mines, in every
part of the country than the
Interstate Commerce Com-
mission could set one freight
rate for all the country and
throw the matter of haulage
distance out the window.

. Circumstances alter cases,
it must be repeated in this
instance. The men who go
into the mines and work de-
serve every possible protec-
tion, and they themselves
share with their employers
the responsibility in this mat-
ter of safety. But when reg-
ulations which can be com-

lu.d with in one section of

he country without ruinous
effect are imposed on an-
other which cannot comply
and still show a profit and
an economic reason for con-
tinuing in operation, the
rules forbid the game.

We admit, our knowledge
of mining is limited—very
limited. But if there is a
grain of truth in what not
one but practically all opera-
tors of this section say, the
federal mine safety blll if
enacted without change, will
close every small mine in
Eastern Kentucky. In this
field alone upward of four
thousand men now working
in truck mines, many of
whom are past the age at
which they can find employ-
ment in larger mines or even
in other industries, would
become unemployed hecause
these small operators could
not provide the two-foot
overhead clearance demand-
ed in these thin coal seams
at present coal prices.

Terrible mine disasters
and the failure of the states
to cope with the problem
have created this demand
for federal legislation, This
is quite understandable. But
those mine fields which are
non-gaseous or which have
no disaster history, such as
has been written in Illinois,
Pennsylvvania, West Vir-
ginia and some other parts
of the country, should not be

enalized into bankruptey
or the operators and starva-
tion for the miners by a blan-
ket edict.

Eastern Kentucky faces
many serious problems, not
the least of whiech, of course
is the matter of life and
death for the worker. But
there also is the practical
business of living and letting
