DECEPTIVE TAXATION 
(From The Reader's Digest) 

Not one taxpayer in a hundred 
suspects how much hidden taxes 
add to his cost of things he buys. 

When a customer walks into a 
showroom and lays out $2,000 for a 
new auto, for example, some $624 
of the price h as already stuck to 
the fingers of federal, state and lo­
cal tax collectors, an article in the 
June Reader's Digest reports. And 
when a car owner buys a gallon of 
gar for 26 cents, he pays 12 cents 
for the gas and 14 cents for the tax. 
On numerous other items-includ­
ing milk, beef, bread and similar 
necessities-the tax comes to at 
least half the real value of the prod-
uct. · 

Today the average American is 
turning over 32 cents of every dollar 
h e earns to one tax collector or an­
other. On a $3,500 annual income, 
this means that a family pays $799 
in hidden taxes-in addition of 
course to income taxes which 
amount to anoth er $299. 

It is widely agreed that a tax 
load of 25 cents on the average cit­
izen's dollar is about as high as a 
government can safely go, the Digest 
ar ticle says. Above that point taxes 
push up prices and sap incentive. 
They make a man think twice be­
fore risking his cash to make a 
profit. They dry up and scare off 
the flow of equity c::tpital into new 
plants, eqUipment and products­
the foundation of our industries and 
their future growth. 

Tax on Diesel Fuel 
Effective July I st 

Diesel fuel, bottled gas and all 
other special motor fuels used to 
operate motor vehicles on public 
highways in K entucky are covered 
under a new tax law which becomes 
effective July 1. The tax is 7c per 
gallon, David K. Walker, director of 
excise taxes, Department of Rev­
enue, announced. 

Gasoline is covered under a sepa­
rate tax law. 

The motor fuel tax is levied to 
build and maintain highways, Walk­
er explained. The tax is placed on 
motor fuel because that is the most 
economical and simplest way to pay 
for the use of roads. The tax is ap­
proximately the same on all fuels, so 
that no special advantage exists for 
using a particular type of fuel, 
Walker pointed out. 

The law sets up three classes of 
taxpayers~ dealers, local users, and 
interstate users, all of whom must 
report and pay tax. All three classes 
are required to apply for license and 
furnish bond by July 1, 1952. Present 
license held by dealers of special 
fuels will expire automatically on 
July 1. 

Walker also said the gasoline tax 
law, as it affects gasoline tP.rminal 
storage operators, has been amended 
and operators will )Je notified of the 
changes.
