Tuberculosis Mortality
Declining, Says Health
Department 1950 Report

Kentucky's death rate in 1950 was
the lowest since death régistration
began in 1911, according to the vital
statistics report for that year just
released by the Kentucky State De-
partment of Health.

There were 27,522 recorded deaths
In 1950 or 9.3 per 1,000 population,
the report says. Highest death rafe
recorded was the flue epidemic year
of 1918 when 16.4 persons per 1,060
population died. The new low rate
is attributed by Bruce WUnderwood,
M.D., Stafe Health Commissioner,
to adyances in  medical seience,
widespread immunization and gen-
erally improved public health con-
gitions in the Commonwealth.

The state’s birth rate alsois slip-
ping downward from that of the
peak war years, the report indicates.
There were 74,384 recorded live
births in 1950, which means 25.2
babies were born for 1,000 popula-
tion. Peak vear for babies was in
1947 when 78,800 births were re-
corded. ©f the live births during
1950, 64.9 per cent cccurred in hos-
pitals and 92.9 per cent were de-
livered by physicians. Even so, more

midwives and over 200 lacked pven
this attendance.

Mortality from tuberculosis was
less in 1850 than in any vear since
registration began, the report shows.
There were 1,073 deaths as compured
with 1,286 in 1949, In 1950, 3702 new
cases of tuberculosis were repotted

The Kentucky General Assemhly
turns into the home streteh this

stration major measures approved
and the Rules committee due to take
over on Wednesday.

This. means that all legisiation
awaiting committee action is turn-
| ed over to single committees in each
| House which determine whether it
is to be brought out for a vote. The
Rules commitiees are all-powerful
and generally follow administration
policy.

Meantime, the legislators spent
much of their time last week on
laws pertaining to children, dogs
and congressional reavportion-
ment. The redistricting’ measure
passed both houses quickly and is
ready for the Governor's signature.

It cuts the state's congressional
districts from nine to eight in ae-
cordance with dictates of the mna-
tional population shift. Major in the
shift was adding three Republican
counties to the solid-Demacratic
First District and a gerrymander
which put Congressmen Brent
Spence and Joe Bates in the new
Fifth District. The new Fifth fol-
lows Northern Kenfucky's Ohio
river boundry from the Bluegrass
to the Big Sandy and almost to the
Breaks,

There may be another administra-
tion measure yet to come which is
akin to the reapportionment meas- |
ure but on & state level. This would |
be in line with a Kentucky con- |
stitutional requirement calling fcnl
a realignment of State Senate and
House districts every ften years if
the census shows a serious imbal-
ance of population representation.

Under howling protests from dog
breeders, humane society representa-
tives and dog lovers throughout the
state, farm interests shepherded the
so-called “dog hill” through the
House. The measure puts a bounty of
$1.50 on untagged and untended
dogs killed by peace officers, Tt
also reguires antirabies vaccinations.
Farm groups believe the proposal
will cut livestock losses caused by
‘dogs and also reduce rabies spread.
A state-wide group, the Committee
to Prevent the Massacre of Ken-
tucky Dogs,. has been formed to
#ight the bill in the Senate, ;

The House also voted to allow sixt
vear old children to enter school if
they become six by September 30.
The old law set September 1 as the
birthdate deadline. Strong opposi=
tion came to the measure when an
amendment to make the birthdate
deadline January 1 was shut off.

‘St “pending in the House ab
week's end, although not admini-
stration measures are House Bills
171 and 340 which are certain to
bring heated floor debate when they
are oglled from the orders of the
day. |

House Bili 171, the McCallum bill,
is an effort by Representative Shelby
MeCallum to bring about labor peace
in the Paducah atomic energy plant.
It seeks in prineiple to establish
local autonomy for the local work-
ers in the International Union of
Operating Engineers. McCallum be-
lieves this may put an end to nu-
merous work stoppages which are
retarding defense work. The bill calls
for national and internaticnal labor
organizations having 100 or more
members in Kentucky to establish
a local union in the state.

McCallum reports he has affidavits
from  union members saying they
were forced by threats to write cards |
opposing House Bill 171, Paducah
chresentatne Fred Morgan said |
union members had telephﬂred him
asking that he ignore cards and let-
ters they had wriften in opposition
to bill.
