Fifteen million America: will
die of cancer by the end of this
century unless. present mortality
rates are altered.

The figure was aiseiosed today by
Miss Mary Elizabeth Powerz, Floyd
county chairman, in announcing
that the loecal Cancer Crusade would
get under way on April | and con-
tinue through the month.

Although improyed diagnostic and
treatment methods have lowered
the death rates for some types of
cancer, Miss Powers gald, the num-
ber of deaths is rising Pecause of
our expanding population and iis
inereasing proportion of older peo-
ple.

About 215,600 persons in the
United States will die of cancer
this year, 249,000 in 1960, 298,000 in
1870 and, —if present trends con-
tinue—418,00¢ in the year 2000, The
15.000,000 total deaths in the next
50 years is an average of 300 000 per
year.

With fullest use of present knowl-
| edge, about 5,000,000 of those sta-
| tistically marked for cancer death
| conld be saved, Miss Powers said.
The prediction is based on the fact
that one-third of all cancer deaths
toaay are necedless beeause people
walt too long before visiting their
doctors, she explained. The goal of
the eduocational programs of the
American Canier Sodiety is to alert
more people to cancer’s danger sig-
nals and encourage them to seck
prompt medical ‘attenticn.

Millions more may be saved by
discoveries in research financed by
the American Cancer Society, she
added.

“Deals” Pulled

OUISVILLE newspapers
b and citizens have discuss-
. ed at considerable length
- what has been described as

“deal” between the Com-
monwealth’s Attorney there
and the younger Torrance
¥ho with his father killed
e lawyer, McCormick.

" This is not to argue the

‘necessity or the uselessness
'of the official’s agreement to
recommend a life sentence
or the younger of the two
Killers in order to gain a
confession and to find the
*  corpus delicti; nor is it to
.~ ponder the merits of the
case for or against capital
punishment. The one case in
which an agreement has
been, reached, ,or a “deal”
made, is fiot important, per
se, for 4ll the sérdidness and
viciousness of thel erime.

What is important is this:
Is any court official any-
where justified in “dealing”
as one man, one official, with
the rights of the people?

It is rather common prac-
tise, 1t ig true, for those rep-
resenting the Commonwealth
to agree with the defense on
penalties when the latter ex-
presses a willingness to ae-
cept a sentence stiffer even
than the prosecution expects
to result from a jury trial.
That might be considered a
“good bargain,” and per-
haps sound economy in view
of court costs, but even that
isn't the traditional “trial by
a jury of his peers.”

Then this situation often
g'ises: A man is indicted of
Smurder or someother serious |
‘erime. As time passes, those
" individuals interested in the

prosecution for some reason
¥ other lose interest. On
'Blc:casion they may decide
they don't want to prosecute.
The question then is, Is the
Commonwealth justified in
dismissal of the case?

We contend it is not. For
that ease is not a matter of
John Doe versus Richard
Roe, murderer. It is the case
.of the People against a erim-
inal. And the People and the
defendant are entitled to
their day in court, with no
“deals” pulled.

1938 he was employed by tre Floyd
County Board of Education as band
director for the county school sys-
tem.

This work of Elliott's has been
deseribed as "a labor of love”. He
has’ been offered other jobs and
more money outside Floyd county,
still in the field of music. Bul this
“furriner” has a loyalty to Floyd
county as intense as any native
son’s.

To his job at Betsy Layne and
later to other schools of the county
Elliott, a strapping, rugged speci-
men whose build would qualify him
for an end posifion on a football
team, brought a missionary's zeal.
He has had his ups and downs in
the work: there have been the dis-
cordant notes; the musie did not
always blow soft and sweet.

There was the time, in 'his earlier
days at DBetsy Layne, when fire
levelled the school. The ‘precious
band instruments were reduced to
molten metal, But did Elliott de-
spair? Instead, he and his boys and
girls pave a modern version of the
Phoenix story; the band arcse from
the ashes. They melted the fire-
twisted instruments, and molded
souvenirs which they sold to raise
funds with which to buy new instru-
ments.

On another cccasion thieves loot-
ed his auto while he was attending
an educational meeting in Louis-
ville. Several instruments in their
cases and a suitcase containing
band music were taken. The thieves
were captured in  the Cincinnati
bus terminal and the instruments
recovered, but the cases and the
valuable collection of music had
beenn jettisoned during thelr flight
and were never recovered.

All such issues he met with the
determination which is typical of
his character. Although friendly and
always forbearing, he is not in the
hahbit of dodging issues. When the
wet-dry question arose, a few years
ago, and brought on an election,
Elliott, who carés nothing for the
limelight, was in the thick of things
as an advocate of the dry cause.
His interest in prohibition con-
tinues, unabated.

Along with his teaching of music
he has brought to thousands of
Floyd county youths counsel in the
matter of living, by precept and ex-
ample showing youngsters the better
side of life.

been, without interruption. Many
servicemen who returned from the
farflung theatres of war were rest-
less, and some found things back
home tedious and left to escape
boredom. But Jesse Elliott refurned

straight to Floyd county, to his
work. He was married to a Floyd
county girl, Kelsa Gearheart, of

Betsy Layne, in 1946, to become even
closer to the people among whom
he has found so many friends,
Elliott’'s is a fulltime work. IFive
days' regular schedule in the schools,
then all those special events—music
festivals, sports gatherings, and the
like—and for Sunday his ehurch
and Sunday schoal.

The session had hardly started
when Smith realized that somebody
ought to head off a lot of bills
before they cluttered the work of
committees.,
When a fellow member would in-
troduce a bill that wasn't eonstitu-
tional, Al would interrupt with,
“Mr. Speaker, T beg the gentleman’s
pardon, but his bill is contrary to
section so and so of the state
constitution, and I suggest that he
withdraw it.” In scotching scores
of bad bills Smith won distinetion
in the legislature and started him-
self on a very useful public career.
The revisions and legislative re-
search bureaus in  Frankfort are
performing o fine public service,
How the legislature got along with-
out fhem for more than a century
is hard fo imagine. The duties of
these two bureaus is to furnish
data to members of the assembly
and the governor's office on pro-
posed legislation. But, of course,
they do not prevent scores of bad
bills from being introduced.
Revisions. end research will aid
in: the framing of two changes In
the statutes that your eorrespond-
ent has publicized in advance—
taking traffic and other small penal
cases out of courts in which judges
are finaneially interested in their
own decisions, and making liability
insurance compulsory. When the
1854 Assembly convenes these two
measures should be ready for pass-
age, Unless voted on in the last days
of the eurrent session, the compul-
sory insurance measure will go
over. And I'll lay a good sized bet
it will pass in 1954, The insurance
companies have only 'a mercenary
mative for fighting it, and that's
not going fo be enough.

of the Game and Fish Commission |-
and the divector of the Division of
Game and Fish.

The streams in which no gigging
will be permitted are Herrington
Lake and Dix River and all fribu-
taries in Mercer, Jessamine, Boyle,
Garrard, and Lincoln counties; Ty-
gart Creek and all tributaries in
Greenup and 'Carter counties; Kin-
niconick Creek and all fributaries
in Lewis county; Elkhorn Creeks
and all tributaries in Scott, Fayette,
Woodford and Franklin Counties;
Red River and all tributaries in
Jefferson and Oldham counties and
Triplett Creek and all tributaries in
Rowan county.

The gigging regulation was is-
sued as an emergency measure due
to an excess of rough fish in the
streams in which gigging is per-
mitted. -

The regulation points out that all
persons who participate in gigging
must have a bona fide fishing license |
and that giggers may gig in all
streams except those listed above
only from the bank or while in the
water. No hoat, overhaging tree or
platform may be used from which to
gig, nor may a person gig, snatch,
snag or grabble fish within 200 yards
of any dam, nor within 700 yurds of
Kentucky Dam on the Tennessee
River. There is no restriction on
the size of the gig, nor the number
of hooks on the snatch line, snag
line or grabbling line.

Rough fish, as used in this reg-
ulation, means any fish other than
black bass (largemouth, small-
mouth or Kentucky), and crappie
jack salmon or walleyed pike, strip- [
ed bass, sand pike or sauger, mus-
kellunge, great northern pike, rock
bass or goggle eve.

The regulation states that the
limit of fish to be taken shall not
exceed a total of 15 for any species,
or 15 in the aggregate for ‘all species
during a 24-hour period. Eac¢n period
shall start at midnight.

In explaining the above-mention-
ed devices for taking fish the reg-
ulation points out that the word

growth in the Big Sandy. There
was still ample agricultural land
for those who wanted to epgage in
this method of earning a livelihood.
There were the riech coves and the
bottoms. From these he could earn
an agricultural competence. But
came the Great Depression. The
farmer had heretofore been able to
earn from industry a welcome addi-
tion to his income. Now the opport-
tunity to so earn the needed sup-
plement was gone and he expanded
his crop land. Another factor en-
tered here also. This was the great
number of those who had hereto-
fore depended upon mining or min-
ing dependent oceupations for a
living but now, in order to feed
themselves turned to agricuture.
This group, as a rule, plowed up and
seeded the less desirable land. The
lespedeza or Japanege Clover cover-
ed points were tortured with the
plow and the depression hit and
amateur farmer did not know he
was now disturibng the balance of
nature. For years this optimistic
plowing and scarring of sterile hill-
sides went on and at the end of
the Great Agony, when industry
again was beckoning, common les-
pedeza or Japanese clover was
practically extinet. It survived in
only isolated places where the des-
perate and amateur plowmen dis-
dained to cultivate,

When the plowing and scarring
was over why didn’t this common
lespedeza return? It did not return
for the simple reason that a virile,
adaptable and wind-borne seed
plant stepped in and colonized the
naked soil before the slower moving
lespedeza could re-assert itself. This
was broom sedge. "Today this pest is
found on many a farm that had
little or none years ago. Some haters
of it even affirm it is losing its
destatation for nitrogen and humus
and is thus threatening their rich-
est fields.

Today not enough Japanese clover
seeded spots are extant to acceler-
ate its recovery here in Floyd coun-
ty.

“Respon-
sibility” means that the car owner
loses his driving license until he
satisfies a judgment against him
for damages.

And, they say, car owners in
Massachusetts, which has compul-
sory insurance, carry less protec-
tion than they do in other states.

Still another objection by the
companies is based on fear the
state will go into lizbility insurance
business and drive out private com-
panies by underselling them.

The foregoing are the main facts
about the opposition of compul-
sory insurance. I have tried to be
falr in boiling it down 'to fit the
space.

Now lel’s look at the other side
—the side of the people who have
lost wives, husbands, children, or
have been forced to spend the rest
of their lives in wheel chairs or on
crifches. Or children to be brought
up in orphanages.

Every citizen of Kentucky is en-
titled to protection from physical or
property injury when he ventures
out on the public roads.

I can’t help thinking of two per-
sons in Webster county who were
crippled for life and two who were
killed outright in a crash with an
uninsured car. The surviving crip-
ples made no effort to get dam-
ages, The driver of the uninsured
car had nothing.

With both the Senate and the
House having a heavy scheédule of
legislation ready for consideration
they met early Monday in efforts
to assure completion of most of the
work by mid-week.

One reason for the early week
rush is to allow time for the clerks
of the Senate and House to catch
up with paper work on lerislation
before the sine die adjournment on
Friday, Most of the assemblymen
expect this to come, by late after-
noon on Friday,

Meantime, the: Wetherby admin-

istration is finding somewhat tough-
er sledding with pet measures which
earlier in the session might have
sailed through without seripus op-
position.
First major defeat of the adminis-
tration came on the strip-mining
kill which Governor Wetherby was
unable to get out of the Senate
Rules committee although he made
a personal plea before the Senate
group. Another measure which had
the Wetherby approval met defeat
in the House toward week's end
when the lower chamber voted down
the annexation measure.
