RUMOR SEES 
POLL PROBE~ 
FOR COUNTY 
Knott Jury Subpoenas 
Cooper, Morton; Will 
Ask Source of Report 

Rumor persisted here this week 
that a federal probe of the conduct 
of the November elecLion in three 
Floyd county precincts will be made, 
and this wholly unauthentic source 
named the three precincts under 
suspicion as Toler Creek, Antioch 
and Drift. 

It was said the investigation will 
not be made until the new nation~ 
administratioon takes charge, Jan. 
20. 

At the same time it was announc~ 
ed at Hindman that subpoenas 
have been issued for Senator-elect 
Jdhn Sherman Cooper and Thruston 
Morton, Louisville, Kentucky G. 0 . 
P. campaign chairman, to appear 
before the grand jury there Nov. 24 
and divulge the source of reports of 
alleged Knott election irregularities 
they said they had received. 

One of the poll officir.ls at 
Drift precinct eJC!)ressed surprise 
this week at reports his precinct is 
under susp1c1on. "We had the 
smoothest election there I've seen. 
'Dwo Republican officers and two 
Democrats served, and a represent­
ative of the Taxpayers' League look­
ed on all day." 

It was claimed here that in the 
count of the Toler creek vote, tab­
ulators found several voted ballots 
folded together. 

Circuit Judge John C. Cornett 
directed the grand jury in session 
at Hindman to subpoena Cooper 
and Morton. Knott County Judge 
Merd Slone said Judge Cornett and 
other Democratic leaders in Knott 
county feel that reports of election 
irregularities there are false. 

The vote count there, as in Floyd, 
was delayed until Wednesday as a 
school board vote in which there 
was intense interest was first tab­
ulated.

The H rman story in The Times I 
mention d a Rachel Harman, daugh­
ter of C l. Daniel Harman, t'he early 
settler. here was an inference that 
no sue person existed because cer­
tain f mily historians hadn't men­
tione her. Mr' Josephine Goble, of Lancer. 
has i(l her possession an uid Bible, 
the Property of Rachel Harman. 
Ra el was born in Tazewell county, 
Va, July 25, 1842, and married S. B. 
L khart. Feb. 8, 1870. They were 

rried in the county of her birth, 
1 rs. Goble advises. Rachel died 
:day 27, 1881. Rachel Harman Lock­
part was the grandmother of Mrs. 
Goble. 

Knowing that Col. Daniel came 
to Big Sanely around the turn of 
the nineteenth century and settled 
on Shelby Creek, this marriage of 
Rachel in Tazewell county would 
sound contradictory until it is re­
membered that the early set­
tlers and their Virginia kinsmen of 
Big Sandy were continually visiting 
back and forth througil the moun­
tains. 

The Rachel Harman incident in 
research brings to mind the many 
little frustrations of historiqtl and 
genealogical research. The present 
writer was anticipating a lot of work 
to prove or disprove a Rachel, 
daughter of Col. Daniel. But there 
it was-a record of the family with 
her desceneiant at Lancer. 

It recalls another such incident.

ith e Ford This column was trying to locate 

the descendants of Samuel G Strat­
ton, son of Solomon H. Samuel had 
disappeared westward. One day Rev. 
Isaac Stratton, of Banner, who is a 
nephew cf Samuel, dropped the re­
mark that Samuel went to Grant 
county, Oregon, and that he had 
visited with him while a young man. 
The postoffice, he said, was Seneca. 

Of course, a digger in genealogy 
shouldn't have passed up an inquiry 
to a nephew in the first place, But 
you do. You move around and over 
the very fact that you are pursuing 
and are una,ware of it. Still not 
much is known of Samuel G. Strat­
ton's life and descendants, even 
now. This column cajoled the Ore­
gon Historical Society. into assisting 
to locate the Samuel G. Stratton 
record in that state. 

Cynthiana has two weeklies .. 
James G. Wilson publishes both of 
them. The Democrat is a Demo­
cratic ,paper; The Log Cabin is listed 
in Ayer's newspaper d!irectory .as Re­
publican, and Wilson edits the lat­
ter.. And doesn't interfere with 
Kas'h's political writings. But let's 
get on with the Kash story. 

By virtue of a judgment and order

Under date of Sept. 11, 19-51, the 
Oregon Historical Society writes: 

"None of our files has turned up 
anything on Samuel G. Stratton. He 
does not appear in the pioneer files 
(through 1859), and though they 
are not complete it seems more like­
ly that he came to Oregon after the 
Civil War. At this point our records 
on people arriving are pretty com­
pletely incomplete, unfortunately. 
None of our newspaper indexes, such 
as they are, contain any reference, 
and samples of the Portl-and Direc­
tory every five years from 1867 to 
1905 seem to indicate 'he did not 
live in Portland. Most. people from 
the southern United States settled 
in eastern Oregon, but without any 
knowledge of what county or town 
he might have lived in, I'm unable 
to check our microfilms of the 1'870 
census, or that for 188.0. 

"There were some Strattons in 
Oregon in the 1850's-chiefly a Meth­
odist Episcopal minister, c. C. Strat­
ton, and Riley E. Stratton, who be­
came quite prominent. However, 
both these men seem to have come 
to Oregon from Indiana. 

"It's possible that the State Li­
brary in Salem may be able to turn 
up something for you. The State 
Library has a genealogical collection 
and I'm sw·e they would 'be delight­
ed to have a copy of your Floyd 
county history. I'm sorry we haven't 
been able to turn up anything." 

Then a letter went about the lo­
cality and postoffice of Seneca. on 
Sept. 22, the Society wrote: 

"Seneca did not become a postof­
fice until 1895, according to Oregon 
Geographic Names; however, I have 
checked through the censuses of 
1870 and 1860 for Grant county. No 
Stratton appears. Presumably he 
missed the census or came to Grant 
county later than 1880. Since the 
detailed records of the census for 
1890 were destroyed by fire, it seems 
you'll have to resort to that of 1900. 
Neither the Historical Society nor 
the State Librery has anything more 
recent than the 1880 census, so you'll 
have to write to the National Ar­
chives, Washington, D. C., to check 
on the 1900 census. 

"We have a history of Grant 
county-Dlustrated History of Baker, 
Grant, Malheur and Harney Coun­
ties,-published by the western His­
torical PUblishing Company in 1902, 
and though this mentions Seneca on 
p. 451, there is no reference to Sam­
uel G. Stratton. 

"I'm sorry again-but no results." 
Well, anyway, this column knows 

that he went to Grant connty, Ore­
gon. Alfter the sojourn of I.saac 
Stratton with his uncle and cousins 
in Oregon, they may have emigrated 
"lock, stock and barrel" to some 
other state. We only know for sure 
that he left Floyd county and went 
to Oregon. 

Samuel G.'s brother, Lindsay, went 
to Kansas and settled at Louisville, 
a place probably named by migrat­
ing Kentuckians. Bess M. Stratton 
married a grandson of old Lindsay 
and is postmaster of Louisville. 
Through 'her kind offices the family 
history of Lindsay has been recon­
structed. 

"I've sruid this before, and I'll say 
it again. You are making a mighty 
valuable contribution to the prog­
ress that Kentucky is making, and 
here's one native son who appre­
ciates your efforts. 
· "I returned to the state in 1946,. 

and since you started your chore in 
1947, your column has been basically 
important in passing along to me 
the inspiration which has afforded 
me the pleasure of winning first 
place in the Kentucky Press Asso­
ciation community service contest 
three years in a row." 

If a story about civic improve­
ment jobs like t'he fine recreation 
center in Cynthiana and in scores of 
other Kentucky communities bobs 
up ~n the Reader's Digest one of 
these days you won't have to guess 
twice who planted the idea. It would 
be a sequel to an article that ap­
peared in .that periodical in October, 
1950. I got Editor Dewitt Wallace 
interested in the Committee for 
Kentucky, and he invited Harry W. 
Schacter, president of the organiza­
tion, to Pleasantville for an edito­
rial staff luncheon. That first article 
was called "Kentucky on the March.''
