Under these appointments these
magistrates performed the services
they were authorized to do and
furnished their own  automobiles
and paid their expenses in super-
vising the county roads in their
districts end attending the meetings
of the fiseal court. The people of
this coanty are awate of the fact
that these men worked dilligently
and did their best to perform a
service to the publie. They did not
receive any compensation which
they did not earn or which was not
authorized by the law.

It is alleged in the petition filed
that they received ten dellars per
day for their attendance in fiseal
court meetings.
