IN SEPT. TERM 
Instructions of Hill 
To Grand Jury Brief, 
Cite Three Oflenses 
The time required for Circuit 

Judge Edw. P. Hill to empanel a 
grand jury for the September court 
term was much longer than it took 
him Tue~day morning to instruct 
the jurors as to their duties. 

His instructions were brief and he 
cut them short because, he said, in­
structions of this nature appear to 
be, and often are, mere repetition of 
instructions to other grancl juries. 

Empaneling of the grand and 
petit juries was a longer and more 
tedious task because of the numer­
ous claims presented by prospective 
jurors that jury-service would take 
them from jobs for which there were 
no trained replacements. 

The court session convened brief­
ly, Labor Day morning, as sched­
uled under the law, but adjourned

OF FLOYD COUNT IAN; PATENT IS PENDING 
ON DEVICE THAT ENLISTS MOTHER'S HELP

Necessity brings up odd, strange 
and useful inventions. The invention 
of a calf-weaner by Ernest Mayard, 
who lives o Cow creek is in the last 
category and it was necessity, too, 
that brought about the construction 
of the apparatus of leather and 
metal. 

Necessity began when Ernest rais­
ed a calf to cow-hood. He made a 
mistake by letting the calf stay with 
the cow five months in order to 
raise a strong and vigorous animal. 
The heifer never got over its love 
for milk at an early age and filched 
the fafDilY milk supply from the 
cows at every opportunity. Ernest 
devised a suck-proof apparatus of 
leather with a few metal parts and 
put it on !!he young cow to curb her 

anti-social activities. Result was a 
speedy "cure." 

Since it worked on a young cow it 
should work on a calf, Ernest rea­
soned, and in a short while he had 
devised a calf-weaner that weans. A 
patent · is pending at the present 
time. One nosey nudge from a calf 
wearing the new weaner invention 
and the mother cow loses all her 
bovine affection for her offspring. 
Maybe if the nudge was too insis­
tent she kicks the calf over the 
moon. 

Soon Ernest will start a small 
shop to manufacture the article for 
sale, but he is at present experi­
menting with plastic instead of lea­
ther for its construction. There are 
times when it certainly is a barn­
yard necessity.

RULING GIVEN 

Civil Defense Oflice 
Lists Floyd-Co. Sites 
Of Observation Posts 

Frankfort, Ky., Aug. 25 (Spl.)­
Seven sites in Floyd county have 
been selected for Ground Observer 
Corps observation posts, according 
to an announcement by the State 
Office of Civil Defense. 

The communities where the posts 
are located and the post supervisors 
are : Prestonsburg, Tom James; 
Betsy Layne, Palmer Crum; Martin, 
Denzil HaLbert; Wheelwright, Ever­
ett Hall; Wayland, Elmer H. Morri­
son· Mud Creek, Palmer Ctum; 
Sig~al Post, Palmer Crum. 

Floyd county posts have already 
functioned at practice alerts. 

General J esse S. Lindsay. State 
Director of Civil Defense, has urged 
persons willing to work as aircraft 
spot ters at the posts to cont8ct hfs 
office in Frankfort. 

About 100 persons will be needed 
to man each post should Kentucky 
be put on an around-the-clock 
watch as several neighboring states 
to the north and east have. The ob­
servers, all civilian volunteers, will 
spot aircraft and telephone informa­
tion to filter centers where it will 
relayed to the Air Force. Most of 
the state is served by centers in 
Lexington and Louisville, but Nash­
ville and Knoxville, Tenn., and Ctll­
umbus, Ohio, are used in some sec­
tions. 

About 400 posts will be needed in 
Kentucky and 325 have already been 
set up with supervisors, Lindsay 
said. Of this number, only 165 have 
enough volunteers to carry on even 
part-time work and none are at 
full strength.
