(The following article which ap-
peared in Kentucky Business is re-
printed here, nol as an expression
of this newspaper's opinion, but as
the perspective of a writer who
views the Easterm Kentucky situa-
tion from a distance.—Editor.)

WAY BACK YONDER, several
generations ago, some sturdy folks
of equally sturdy stock made their
way through uncharted lands, over
mountains and through furests; kill-
ed & few hundred recalitrant In-
juns, and settled, developed, and
clvillzed an area now shown on our
maps as Eastern Kentucky.

They cut out a tough job for
themselves, And they knew it. As
though it wasn't teugh enough just
to be the first white people to move
across the Appalachians through
Cumberland Gap, they, along with
fellow pioneers who were soon to
arrive via the Ohio River and what
was later to become U, S, 119, had
to develop a civilization all their
own—hardly as historically impor-
tant as that of ancient Egypt, per-
haps, but, when you get down to
brass facks, just about the same
situation existed In that they had
to start almost from scrateh.

Anything and everything they had,
they had fo make. They brought
with them only what little they
could carry. The rest of their com-
forts and necessitles had to be
made by hand and by a few crude
tools they pieced together.

Toe be sure, all ef fhe pioneers
didn’t stay in Eastern Kentucky,
Many—most of them, in fact—mov-
ed on westward to settle the Blue-
grass, Hendetson, Louisville, gnd
Faducah, But some hardy souls
stayed on in the mounfains, Their
stick-to-itlveness and thelr great
accomplishments are legend. In fact,
even today many of thesé pioneers
descendants slhg of those days in
ballads their forefathers compaosed.
Pageants throughout the area—one
last month in Barbourville—portray
our lving appreciation for the re-
markable attributes these pioneers
possessed. We do well to pay tribuie
to these forebears. And we would
do well to emulate them.

Unfortunately, Eastern Ken-
tuckians of 1953 are doing more of
the former than the latter.
