HELD TAXABLE BY U.S. 
To the Voters of 
Floyd County: 

The Government has ruled that 
coal miners or their !amWe.-;-per­
haps as Jn."\ny as 1',000,000 persons­
must pay income taxes on $500,-
000.000 received in benefits from 
the United Mine Worke1·s welfare 
and retirement fund smce 194S. 

The ruling was handed down by 
the Internal Revenue Bureau af­
ter a six·year legal study of the 
c.uestion that affects almost. e\·ery 
coal-mining community in the na­
tlon. 
--The bureau had no conunent on 
the rulin~ and would not even con­
firm that it had been made. con­
firmation was obtained, however, 
Crom several separate sources.

Several unsolved murders on 
record books of the county possibly would not be unsoh e 
if this procedure had been followed instead of messing 
up clues by rushing the body to a funeral home.

vious vote which is the only chance to later defeat a bill already passed 
l..Jy the llouse of Hepresentatives. 

It should be noted that this bill was originally pas~o~cd by the 
Senate and came to the House a number of days previous to the time 
this. bill \\"U~ to be considered by the House. rrhe other representative 
from Floyd county and I and many of tiH! other reprc:;('!ltatives listed 
HS voting ag~dnst the bill and not votin$!, attempted to mfluencc rep­
l·escntatives to defeat this bilL It was felt that we had a n:ry good 
chance of defeating the bill but on the day it came up, on ly one rep­
resent~ltive being absent, one more than a constitutjonal majority of 
fiftv-one voted for the bill. The other representative from Floyd county 
and myself were '"ithholding our vote ~o that in the event a mere 
nu\jority and not a constitutional majority of fifty-one ,·oteil for the 
bill then we would also vote for it so that we could later mo,·e for re­
consideration of the vote by which the bill was passed b~tt when we 
saw that the bill had received more than one half the entire member~ 
ship of the H<mse, there was no possibility of moving for a reconsid­
eration of the bill and in fact no need to vote at ull. 

l\Ir. I,aferty· certainly does not appear to be a ware of the fa.ct!'l 
and his letter appears to be based on guesswork more than an) thmg 
el~ 'Mr. Laferty indicates that I am a rich man with hundreds of acres 
of land and wealth. This is completely false. \Vhilc I have some land,

I should like to point out that in May, 1947, during the year I first 
ran for representative, the average ~onthly payment to Old Age Pen­
sioners was $17.36.

Law Enforcement 
The Sheriff of your county is the cl1ief law enforcement officer. He holds 

the mo::;t powerful otlice within the gift of the people. He has the a.uthodty tc1 
~ummon every citi:~.en in his county, if he deems it necesRary, to a~sist him in 
c•nforcing the law. 

"hen you are deciding for whom YOU ~hould ca~t your vote for this very 
imp011.ant oflice, you should deeply realize the gra\'e and .serious duty you are 
about to pe1·furm. You should look for tl1e:;;e three most important qualifica­
tions. 

1. SOBRIETY. N'o person should be given this great respom~ibility and 
autbodty if he is not a sober man. He, after ha,·ing been elected to this office 
should appoint only a person as a deputy who b a sober, trustworthy gentle­
man. I have not taken a chink of anything intoxicating for more than 12 year~. 
I ~hall never take one. I sincerely promise ) on that no per:;on will be appointed 
:1s a deputy sheriff who is not a sober, respectable citizen in your community. 
A drunk office1· has no right to arrest ~·our Mn who may become intoxicated. 
fhe ot:icer is a greater violator of the lnw than the person upon whom he is 
ma.ldng the anest. You will haYe -1 years of sober law enforcement when I am 
elected your Sheriff. 

2. TEMPETIAMENT. 'Wilh the u~imited ~wthority and responsibility that 
is granted the Sheriff, he must be 1·easom':.ble, even tempered and certainly not 
n "hot heacl". He must have as hi<: deputies men of the~e same characteristics. 
You never know "'hen your son or my son wlll fall in the path of an alTesting 
officer and it will be the dntv of the officer to make an arre~t. You most cer­
tainly do not want your son' abused and beaten by a "hot head", clothed with 
the uniform of an officer. 

1t has always been my idea that J:indness instead of abuse, justice temper­
ed with mercy \~ll make your son and mine a better citizen in the future. 

3. DETERMIXATION. The Sheriff and his deputie!-' must enforce the law 
of our stato r.ml country.

I had :served e\'~ry warrant 
of all~ ki11d, upu11 auy per::;on, for any crime. f made 1lb diffet·ence in creed, 
color or st~nding in life. t.ly office force and my::;elf as~:sted in every way pos­
sible with m.v time and money, in ~very investigation of crime committed dur­
ing my term of oftice. 

I h:nre ne\'er during my life had an indictment returned against me or a 
wanant i"~ued for me, upon any charge. I have ne,·er been arraigned before 
12 of my citizens to be tried for any crime. Decide from the truth, facts and 
records. not from misleading, false, smearing gogsip. 

1 shall discu>;s this more fully ]ate· in the campaign. I want you to know 
my record and it is your duty to inquire into all candidates' records and ~ ou, 
the VOTEmS, are entitled to have it.
