“T might say that such a kiln,
to fire 30,000 brick per day, could
be built for something like $110,-
000, inclusive of the necessary extra
cars to keep the kiln filled and go-
ing over night and week-ends. The
necegsary downdraft kilns perhaps
orie third to one fourth of the tun-
nel kiln,

“The machinery, epuipment, and
buildings may run up to $100,000
and the dryver $50,000. For 2 tun-
nel kiln bailding we should add an-
other $50,000. These are approxi-
mate figures, depending greatly up-
on locality and kind of raw ma-
terial. The preparation of a shale
Yeguires a larger outlay due to
grinding and screening.”

| A letter from Kaner Frazier, of
Martin, who is a grandson of Wil-
| llam “Buck” Prazier, sets this
| column  straight about Martin's
i history.

"My grandfather's old home was
built where the Rev. Dick Osborne
now lives In the town of Martin.
Smalley Crisp, came originally from
Letcher county and marrieq my
aunt Caroline Frazier, Buck Fra-
zier's daughter, and heired part of
the farm through his wife. One of
the Frazier brothers stopped in
Lawrence county and settled, one
seftled on Mud Creek and one on
Quicksand. , . . I got the records at
the courthouse in Prestonshurg.
showing where my grandfather
came from, wheén he came here and
took up this land. T own a little
part of my grandfather’s land in
Martin”

Gordon Moore’s journalism class
at Martin did some research on
the town’s early history and a stu-
dent, Doug Adams, wrote:

“The first settlers to move to
Martin were M. L. Preston and
Tom Osborne. M. L. Preston owned
all of what is now known as “Old
Post Office,” located across. the
ereek. Tom Oshorne owned from
| the top of New Addition Hiil to
the Forks of Beaver. The first name
| given to Martin was Preston Town.
It-was lager changed to Smalley in
1914 “because of another Proston
Town located in the state. Ib was
chanzed. to Martin in 1918,

“At this® tlme there were
houses, one located near the hall
|park and the other at the moulh
| of Ice Plant Hollow. These  Ewo
settlers moved here for one reason
—to farm and raise their families.

*In 1913 one of the greatest things
to happen in our community wnk'
place. The railroad came through.”

Another one of Moore's journal-
ism students, Peggy Jo Dingus, in-
terviewed Sam Halbert, the oldest
citizen .of Martin. He was born in
1865. She writes in her nnnuscnpt
fzom what Halbert says:

““What is now the town of Martin
was once only a farming section of
two houses. I helped plow this land,
|now covered with houses and busi-|
| ness places, for Buck Frazier when'!
| T was a young man. His farmhouse
was located where S, D. Oshome‘s:
|h0use now is' He went on to say |
| that the only postoffice near ‘here |
at this time was at the forks of
Beaver Creek and was called Al-
phoretta.”
