FIRE DAMAGES
RAIL TRESTLE

P’Burg Firemen Save
C. & 0. Greater Loss;
Coal Shipments Halted

The Ivyton railway trestle on the
spur line of the Chesapeake & Ohio
Railway which links the hig Brea-
thitt county coal operations at Ev-
anston with the main Big Sandy
railway was damaged by fire Tues-

day night, halting all coal ship-
ments,
The damage was Unofficially

placed at $75,000, and but for the
work of the Prestonsburg fire de-
partment and company employes,
ineluding trainmen, the loss might
have miounted to $200,000 or more,
it was said.

The trestle, which crosses the
Salyersville-Prestonsburg  highway
at TIwyton, at the head of Middle
Creek, caught fire at 11700 p.m.,
when ‘& small store located almost
under it burned to ‘the ground.

Calls: for help were made #to
Prestonishurg, Paintsville and Sal-
yversvillee. The Prestonsbhurg fire
deépartment responded, accompan-
ied by Mayor Curiis Clark, with
the Painisville department promis-
ing to stand by for firefighting in
Prestonsburg in the event of a lo=
cal outbreak.

Tvyton is as dry as every oth-
er part of this seefion but through
the night men carried water in
barrels from wells and puddles in
the creek, and poured the water
into the auxiliary tank of the fire
truck. Then Fred James and George
Locltwood, the two members of the
department who made the run to
Ivyton, while ofthers remained here
to meét possible local emergencies,
were able te turn the hese cn the
flames,

Lafér, a 'loconfolive was brpught
into action to ha_ui ‘water “irom |
Paintsville, about 20 miles away. |
But when this water arrived the
fire truck’s hose did not fit the
train engine connections, and the
water was transferred to the auxili-
ary tank by moving the fire truck
to lower ground, extending the hose
to the train water supply and let-
ting the slower method of gravity
make the transfer.

Onie end of the trestle was se-
verely damaged, and it was sald
the éntire ‘structure would haye
been a loss but for the Prestons-
burg fire engine and its skeleton
crew of fawo.

With the railway line to Evans-
ton thus euf, daily shipment of
between 8 and 90 coal gondolas
of 60 tons each is stopped. The
repeir job is expected To be com-
pleted within a week to the extent
that traffic can be resumed,

(f) No bottled drinks shall be
ccoled by submersion in a cooling
liquid in such a manner that water
comes over the pouring lip.

(g) Adequie and approved hand-
washing facilities including individ-
ual paper towels and soap must be
provided,

(h) An adequate and protected
supply of water must be available.
This ma&y be had from a covered
metal can with a properly fitted
faucet.

(i)l Must have approved means of
disposal of waste water. This may
be done with covered metal can.
