What should be done with chil­
dren who are admitted to school 
b efore they have reading readi­
ness. Parents may be encouraged 
to keep the children home for 
another year so that they can 
grow up and have more expe'"­
iences that will help them to get j 
l·eady for reading. But if they 
stay at school they should be 
given time to find themselves in 
their new surroundings. They 
should be given rich and mean­
ingful experiences in the basic 
social readiness program. They 
should play games, sing, make 
things, talk a lot about the ex­
periences, and learn to listen and 
follow directions. A skillful teach­
er can use many devices to build 
up a suitable background for 
reading readiness. She shows the 
children pictures and encourages 
them to talk about the pictures. 
They tell stories or dramatize 
stories, and take trips if possible 
to enrich their expenences. At 
home children should be encour­
ager to do a lot of talking while 
mother, dad, sisters, and brothers 
listen very carefully.
