the long summer vacation for the
criminal work of the Floyd cireuit
court, which on Tuesday, Sept. 7,
will begin the job of clearing from
the docket the 178 cases already
listed for trial as well as hearing
some of the new ecases which will
arise from grand jury indictment
during the term.
Two murder cases are docketed
for the term, but one af these re-
sults from an Appellate Court re-
versal of a sentence given at a
previous court session. The new
case is that of Ike Conn, of Printer,
who is charged with the slaying of
his sister-in-law. The old case is
that of Ray Click, of Manton, whose
earlier conviction in the death of
Otis Blankenship was nulled by the
high court,

Ten ftridls are docketed involving
actions: which could haye resulted
in violent deaths. These accuse the
defendants of striking, shooting or
cutting and wounding or with shoot-
ing at without wounding.
Pistol-totin' cases hit their lowest
total since the mere stringent law
came into effect, with only five
docketed.

proximately one-third of the oil
was removed by the primary re-
covery method, or the pumping of
oil from pools without supplemental
pressure. By the secondary recovery
methad, water from a depth of ap-
proximately 800 feet is pumped to
the surface, filtered and purified,
then injected back into the earth
under pressure of 1,200 pounds Der
square inch in the weir sands some
1,000 feet below the surface.

Honestly
complied with as the Floyd
Clerk and most other clerks
proposed to o, it would have
colleeted much-needed tax-
es; and, equally important,
it would have 'kept off the
road many the jalopy whose
owner would have decided
it was not worth licensing if
it meant paying other taxes
he had previously escaped.

Teaching your child 16 read is a
task which the classroom teacher
accepts wholeheartedly and graci-
ously. However, the interest of the
home in the school and the coopera-
tion of the home with the school
are-of importance in preparing the
child physically, emotionally, and
intellecutally for the reading pro-
gram of the school.

When Dr. Wade Mahood fell
dead of a heart attack last April,
no one was with him' except his
twosyear-old great-grandson, lit-
tle Mike Campbell, who carried
the news to the family. Recently
Mike noticed a picture of “Papa
and Mama Hood,” as he called
them, and began talking to his
grandmother Allen about the in-
cident. She asked him if Papa
Hood had said anything when he
fell. Mike replied, “Yes, he said,
‘Jesus.! That was all.” All who
knew Dr. Mahood well have no
doubt he saw Jesus coming to
meet him as he answered that
last call.

The continued plea to do some-
thing for our handicapped chil-
dren stirs us all. No one diaap-
proves of the help be:.ng given
countries abroad, but it is difficult
to understand why so little fed-
eral aid is available here at home
for many who need it badly. Un-
less trained properly in time to
be self-supporting, these handi-
capped children will usually be-
come permanent public charges.

A majority know it will be
some time before our county can
raise funds to employ trained ex-
perts for this task. But a love
for Christ, and sympathy for crip-
pled children, and a love for that
type of work would be worth
more than years of specialized
training without those requisites:
Floyd county has many teachers
who could do an exeellent job
with these children, if given the
chance, and al no ex‘tra pay, if
building and equipment were
provided, and if someone. wou!d
bring the pupils toa c.entml point
or two. o

Surely there are (,hurches that.
would permit the use of their
basements for such work, Civie
organizations and private indi
duals eould provide uanspﬂ‘gtn
tion and materials. What better
project could exist? Why not pio-
neer instead of waiting till the
rest of the state sets a patlern
we must some day emulate? What
would you do, Mr. John Doe, if
your child were among the handi-
capped?

Have you ever noticed how rich-
ly God blesses churches that are
generous? Ever watched the
growth of those willing to be led?
We recall how numbers in one
church years ago protested when
someone suggested paying the
pastor for a revival he held. They
never had paid for one, and they
did not mean to start it then. But
when a fine young man proposed
doing it, the majority approved.
They paid the pastor for three
weeks of hard extra work. (Why
not? Other men men get paid for
overtime?) Today that church
annually pays a pastor, an evan-
gelist and a singer all for a re-
vival. It has grown tremendously.
Compare the churches that give
their pastors vacations, with pay,
with those that are afraid the
treasury cannot afford to. Notice
the difference. God loves children
of faith, He rewards faithful ones
who trust Him. Since people in
most professions get vacations
with pay nowadays, why not
God's servants, too? When this is
provided for them, from the
treasury; each member who con-
tributes has a share in it, and
often the widow’s mite is the
largest gift of all.

On September 5 hundreds of men
and women and their families will hold
a reunion deep down in the valley of
Caney, at one of the most unique insti-
tutions in the nation.

The Caney school, known as the
Caney Creek Community Center, is dif-
ficult to describe. It is like a spirit—
something quite intangible. There are
numercous buildings, built of plank
hewn from native trees or stone carved
out of nearby quarries; but they are
rough and plain. Rock-patched paths
lead everywhere on the campus, wind-
ing in and out through flowers, shrub-
bery, and trees, so thick the high-noon
sun has difficulty penetrating.

The homecomers might walk down
the campus, starting at The Firing Line,
and see the buildings either sprawled
on the level ground, or perched on the
steep hillsides. They'll walk past Op-
portunity; past Dreyfus House, then on
to Pilot and Atlas, twin houses high
above the road. From there they will
see¢ the grade school building; and,.
on the hill in back of that, the huge,
rough, two-and-a-half story, wooden
dormitory. Then just below and down
a creek-a bit, Galahad; but they will
have to-look closely to seeit. )

After passing Gloria and Planksides,
and crossing a basketball court, the
homecomers will go around the path
until they stand in an open area, paved
with creek-rock. Above their heads a
huge American flag will be waving,
Below, toward the creek, they'll see
the postoffice building. On across the
creek, they’ll see Sycamore and the
grown-over foundation for a 'much-
needed large dormitory.

Looking up the hill, they'll see Hun-
ger Din, the dining and IF, the
registrar’s office; and Radcliffe Cot-
tage; and, although thev won't be able
to see them, they’ll know that Eagle's

Pippa, the little silk winder in
Browning’s poem, had one holiday from
her work during the year—New Year’s
Day; Mrs. Lloyd does not allow her-
self one single day away {from her
work.

Spiritual reguirements for admis-
sion to Caney are listed in the school's
catalogue:

“Aspiration as high as the mountains™

“Faith as firm as the rock”
