Cannibalism In Hen Flocks

The best remedy for cannibal-
ism in a flock of hens is a pre-
ventative one—keep the birds
comfortable and satisfied. In a
few cases, the picking habit may
be due to underfeeding or fo
breeding background, but most
of the .causes are in the way the
flock is housed and managed.

Here are some ways you :an
help to prevent cannabilism:
Give the birds plenty of floo:
space, keep them busy by feed-
ing' alfalfa hay or other similar
feed, and remove those with
blowouts immediately. Provide
enough wafering and eating
space to prevent the birds from
having te wait in lne, and give
themy plenty of fresh air wuh
good ventilation.

Provide enough mnests, and
darken them: adjust perches or
neste and feed hoppers high
enough to keep birds on the
floor from picking at thes= on
the perches; use dropping pits
Avoid overheating and ovar-
crowding of baby chicks.

A letter from Elizabeth Gentyy,
of Mountain City, Tennessee,
dated May 28, gives data on & Lewls
family that may or may . not be
in this areas.

Two small
alienations of title in a century and
a quarter and probably lenger. May-
be this is a record for this eounty,
afflicted as it is Wwith subdivisions.

Tandy M. and Betsy Layne had
children. Theéy were Emma, who
married John Powell, Mary, married
Harvey Childress, Thomas married
Ann Weddington and Jane whe
married Anthony Hatcher. A small
family for those days. As the chil~
dren came along, Tandy M. im-
proved the log house by weather=
Boarding it. Today, fong untenant-
ed, it is of two stories, ceiled of
hand plangéd lumber. Some of the
lumber is of the - finest quality,
prime popular, dressed by hand, a
century ago.

A small ecramped stairway rises
from the front room and goes' up
to two large rooms upstairs. A lean-
to kitchen and dining room, now
falling down, were built by Tandy
on the west side. Huge chimneys of
crude hand-carved native stone
stand at each end of the house, A
slave house of Tandy's nearby has
long since succumbéd to the years.

James Shannon Layne operated
a store aecross the river, near the
present residence of James H. Loar,
himself a Layneé descendant. ¥You
could see the Layne mercantile
establishment from Tandy'’s home
back in the years before the Civil
War.

In 1841, typhoid struck the Layne
family, some of them married, but
all brothers of Tandy M. Three died
that year of the disease—William
Henry, Sam George and John Lewis.
Two old tombstones, one each - for
two of the brothers, Sam George
and John Lewis, with dates of
birth and death on them, are lay-
ing in the grass near the garden of
James H. Loar. Mr. Loar repeats an
old tradition of how a family dif-
ference prevented the evection of
the stones after they were bought.

Some of the early Laynes were
buried on the hill overlooking Betsy
Layne from the railway side. Here
lie buried Tandy's {ather and moth-
er; James Shammon and Caty. Here
he and Befsy are buried. The ceme-
tery site is on the old Tandy M. and
Betsy Layne farm.

After Tandy M. Layne died, his
wife survived for many years, long
enough to be vaguely Iemembered
My--octogenarians of. foday, For
gréat-many. years she Jived alone
THe farm was bought by Dr. S M.
Ferguson in 1876 and tenants lived
in the old house ever afterwards.
One of them was Richard P. Rob-
inson who occupied it for years.

Dr. Fergusen, who lived near the
Pike-Floyd county lines at the pres-
ent Boldman, died in 1904, and his
heirs sold the farm to the Big Mud
Coal Company, a corporation own-
ed by John C. C. Mayo, Walter 5.
Harkins and others. Soon afterwards
the rail station of Betsy Layne was
established. Big Mud Cocal Company
sold in a short time to the Olive
Hill Brick Company.

The company wanted the coal
located here for the making of
bricks at Olive Hill. Since a mine
was now opened, a postoffice was
established and as for naming i,
what better one than Betsy Layne?
Her old house still stood near
the mine; people remembered her
from years ago. So in naming the
taown, she was honored, her name
being verpetutated on one of Uncle
Sam’s far-flung postofiices. Today,
though, the postoifice serving where
she Hved. is Justell, a named coined
from Justice and Eliott, later coal
operators that mined there. Belsy
Layne serves the people on the side
of the river wheré Tandy M. Layne's
father, James Shannon Layne lived
and had a store. Laynesville, the
postofifce that originally served
where Betsy Layne is now and
which was established by and
named for James Shannon Layne
does not exist.

The railway station remains wit}
the name, and the old house sti’
stands, recalling. that once ther
lived an old lady whom everyon
called Betsy Layne.

| Regulations To Enforce

New Pest Control Law

Frankfort, Ky., June 8—The State
Board of Agriculture today adopted
a set of rules and regulations for
administering the new Termite and
Pest Control law enacted by the
1854 General Assembly, the require-
ments of which had been given
prior approval by both representa-
tives of the State Department of
Agriculture and the pest control in-
dusrty.

The rules and regulalions, ‘as ap-
proved by the Board of Agricul-
were promulgated to ex-

provisions of the pest control law:

(1) 8et up standards of applica-
tion and workmanship.

(2) Assure proper health
safely precatitions.

(33 Bpecify requirements for con=
traciual responsibility and fulfill-
ment of agreements.

(4) Obtain proof of financial
responsibility. Each pest control op-
erator is required to carry insurance
providing a maximum liability of
£5,000 for bodily injuries; $25,000
maximum liability for property
damage; and a maximum liability
bond of $50,000 for each occurence.

(5) Requirements that the op-
erators file monthly reports of all
contracts entered into during the
month, These reports must be filed
with the Department of Agrieulture
by the 15th of the following moenth.

(6) Specify Helds of operations
for which licenses may be issued.

Each of the approximately 200
establishments engaged. in the, pest
control industyy is required to pay
a $100 license fee annually. This In-
cludes all operalors doing business
in Kentucky ‘either full or parf time.
