this week were buying rl hts-of­
way in Floyd county for the Van 
Lear-Dewey Dam road. 

This move confirmed the suspic­
ion entertained here that the De­
partment of Highways has com­
mitted itself to a plan to build the 
road, before any work is done in 
Floyd county. 

County Judge Henry Stumbo had 
on two occasions told De:;>artment 
officials that Floyd county would 
not buy rights-of-way for the route 
over the section of Floyd county 
between the dam and the Johnson 
county line, unless an overall pro­
ject, Prestonsburg to Auxier via the 
dam and on to Van Lear, was under­
taken, or unless first work was done 
on the Prestonsburg-Auxier end of 
the route.

They are southern reptiles, 
ar.d none has been reported in any 
body of water north of Reelfoot 
Lake. 

Last year it was Cherokee Lake 
In Tennessee that rumor infested 
with cottonmouths. The year be­
fore, it was Norris. And in each no 
lss than 90 snakes were killed by 
one method or another in one small 
"slough". 

It's held possible these stories 
started with somebody who had 
imbibed too freely of his own pri­
vate stock of snake-bite medicine.

There is not a properly accredited 
veterinarian in any cour.ty of this 
sectwn. and for that reason mem­
bers of the Kentucky Veterinary 
Medical Association have been 
brought here to conduct clinlcs. The 
new law requires that veterinarians 
giving the anti-rabies shots be both 
licensed by the state and accredited 
by the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture. When, and if, accredited 
veterinarians are not availble for 
clinics it is expected that permission 
will be granted for the work to be 
done by qualified persons of the 
area, Mr. Clark said. 

These other "qualified persons" 
would be issued permits by the 
State Board of Health to give vac­
cinations, but star.dards for such 
persons have not yet been establish­
ed. 

The new dog law provides that 
each county must establish a dog 
pound by July 1, next year. After 
July 1, this year, the owner of a I 
rabid unvaccinated dog is liable 
for damages to any person bitten I 
by the animal.

The law also provides that owners 
must keep their dogs confined or 
under their control between sunset 
and sunrise. Any dog running loose 
then may be killed by any peace 
officer.

The law requires that any person applying for a 
license receipt and plate or transfer of license must sub­
mit to the County Clerk to whom the application is 
made a tax receipt or . . othe.r .. evidence showing that he 
has paid in full all taxes on personal property for the 
year preceding the one in which the license is issued. 

For example, most people will pay their 1954 per· 
sonal property taxes between August 1, 1954, and 
January 1, 1955. 

Persons who apply for licenses or transfers on 
motor vehicles between June 17, 1954, and January 1, 
1955, must bring to my office their 1953 tax receipt

If you have not retained your 1953 true receipt, 
or at the time you apply for your automobile or tnick 
license you do not have the tax receipt in your pos• 
session for the next preceding year here is what you 
may do in order to get motor vehicle license: 

You must go to the office of the Sheriff of your 
county and get from him a signed statement that all 
personal prope.rty taxes collected through hi.s office ... , ; . . , 
have been paid. 

Also: if you reside in an incorporated city or town, 
you must get from the city clerk of such city or town a 
similar statement that all personal property taxes owed 
such city or town for the next preceding year have 
been fully paid.

An Act Relating to the Registration of Motor Vehicles 

SECTION 1. - (1) No person residing in this state 
who is required by KRS 186.020 to 186.260 to register 
a motor vehicle in this state shall be issued a motor 
vehicle registration receipt or motor vehicle regis­
tration plate for such motol' vehicle unless he shall, 
when applying for such receipt and plate, submit to 
the county clerk to whom such application is made a 
tax receipt, or other evidence, showing that he has 
paid in full all taxes on personal property, including 
franchises, subject to taxation in the county in which 
he resides, which, dw·ing the year next preceding that 
for which such registration receipt and plate are to be 
i_ssued, fell due and payable by him to the state and to 
the county in which he resides. An owner of a motor 
vehicle who was neither liable for the payment of nor 
subject to such state and county taxes falling due and 
payable during such preceding year, shall be deemed 
to have complied with the requirements of this section 
if, when applying for such motor vehicle registration 
receipt and plate, he shall submit to the county clerk 
to whom such application is made a signed statement 
from the tax commissioner of the county in which he 
resides, certifying that such owrier \¥as not liable for 
the payment of such taxes and was not subject to such 
taxes during such preceding year. 

(2) The term "other evidence," as used in sub­
section (1) of this section, shall mean a statement sign­
ed by the sheriff of the county in which the owner of 
such motor resides, which statement may be 

stamped or written upon the back of the registration 
receipt issued to the applicant for the preceding year. 

SECTION 2. (1) No person residing in any 
city in this state levying and collecting taxes on -per­
sonal property who is required by KRS 186.020 to 186. 
260 to register a motor vehicle in this state, shall be 
issued a motor vehicle registration receipt or motor 
vehicle registration plate for such motor vehicle unless 
he shall, when applyiD.g for such receipt and such 
plate, submit to the county clerk to whom such ap­
plication is made, in addition to the information re­
quired in Section 1 of this Act, a tax receipt, or other 
evidence, showing that h has paid in full all taxes on 
personal property, including franchises, which during 
the year next preceding that for which such- registra- . 
tion receipt and plate are to be issued, fell due and 
payable by him to the city in which he resides. The 
term "other evidence," as used in this section, shall 
mean a statement signed by the official charged with 
the duty of collecting personal property taxes levied 
by the city in which the owner of such motor vehicle 
resides, which statement may be stamped or written 
upon the back of the registration receipt issued to the 
applicant for the preceding year. 

(2) An owner of a motor vehicle who was neith· 
er liable for the payment of nor subject to the city 
taxes refe1Ted to in subsection ( 1) of this section falling 
due and payable during the year next preceding that for 

which such motor vehicle registration receipt and plate 
are to be issued, shall be deemed to have complied 'vith 
the requirements of subsection (1) of this section if, 
when applying for such motor vehicle registration re­
ceipt and plate, he shall submit to the county clerk to 
whom such application is made a signed statement 
from the official charged with the duty of assessing 
personal property in the city in which he resides, 
certifying that such owner was not liable for the pay­
ment of such taxes and was not subject to such taxes 
during such preceding year. Nothing contained in this 
subsection shall be construed to relieve any person of 
the necessity of complying ·with the requirements of 
Section 1 of this Act. 

(3) In the event the city in which such owner 
resides has, pursuant to KRS 132.285, elected to adopt 
and use the annual assessment of the county in which 
such city is located as the basis upon which ad valorem 
tax levies on personal property are made by such city, 
the statement referred to in subsection (2) of this sec­
tion shall be procured from the tax commissioner of 
such county .. 

SECTION 3. Compliance 'vith the provi ions of 
this Act shall not relieve the mvner of any motor vehicle 
of the nececssity of fulfilling all other requirements 
prescribed by law for the r!e ·stration of motor vehicles 
in this state.
