"It 
wouldn't be exactly good ethics," a 
committeeman said, "although it 
would let us make a profit and per­
mit us to have free strawberry plants 
for distribution next year." 

A strawberry specialist. J. B. Fore­
man, of the University of Kentucky's 
Extension Service. will be assigned 
to Eastern Kentucky next year, it 
was announced by 0. E. Boggs, 
county agent. Mr. Foreman will be 
permanently stationed in this area 
and devote his time to development 
of strawberry culture. 

Before the specialist is assigne<i 
here. howe\·er, the program will ge~ 
started in this county when growers 
and prospective growers meet here 
in December with L . .

Closed Mines, A 
National Weakness 

Asked if a coal mine could 
be reopened after having 
been idle over a period of 
years, a well-known Floyd 
county operator r e p l i e d, 
"Yes, if you have $200,000 
to throw away." 

In this area there are doz­
ens of such mines - their 
equipment pulled to the out­
side, electrical installations 
dismantled, their timbers 
rotting and roofs caving in. 
Some can never be re-open­
ed if they remain closed 
much longer. Any that are 
worked again will be opened 
only after the operator bears 
a dead cost of a hundred 
thousand or so dollars before 
a lump of coal is loaded. 

BecaUBe few individuals 
or firms have that kind of 
money to write off as a dead 
loss before getting back into 
business the nation faces a 
definite threat through pro­
duction loss in any future 
emergency. The idea per­
sists that coal mining could 
as if by magic blossom full­
blown over-night if the 
United !States again went to 
war, but this is a tragic fal­
lacy that some day might 
mean the difference between 
victory and defeat. 

In addition to that, while 
mines rema-in- closed a gt)ner­
atio'n 'of skilled workmen 
draws nearer the mine re­
tirement age while younger 
men who might have re­
placed them after proper 
training are no longer avail­
able because economic con­
ditions have driven them into 
other fields of indUBtry. Coal 
mining today is a job for 
skilled labor, and many 
rriiners who have been forced 
to find employment else­
where have found their new 
jobs far easier and almost as 
lucrative; o the problem of 
manpower could also face 
the area's coal mines when, 
and if, their product is again 
urgently needed. 

A thoughtful reader re­
minds us that food has long 
been a prime consideration 
in national defense planning. 
VIe have large stores of sur­
plus grains, but food does 
not clothe and equip an 
army. Then why not find a 
way to store coal produced 
in periods of slack demand 
against the day when it will 
be needed as an adequate 
sto~kpile until full produc­
don could be achieved? 

Some serious thinking is 
being given the economic 
status of the hard-hit coal­
producing regions, and out 
of scheduled conferences 
some help may come. But 
this thinking also should in­
clude the defense security of 
the nation as well as its eco­
nomic security. If it does, 
there will be no doubt about 
new and unusual measures 
being taken to assure con­
tinued coal production. 

Since 1950 2,400 coal 
mines have been closed and 
150,000 miners have lost 
their jobs. Oil and gas have 
cut deep into the domestic 
demand for coal, and both 
have been given every eco­
nomic encouragement while 
coal has suffered the dis­
couraging handicaps of com­
petition from cheap residual 
oil, high freight rates and 
mounting production costs. 
On top of that, non-union 
mines have been in a position 
to beat down prices, making 
operation of o r g a n i z e d 
mines nigh-impossible. 

Coal operators are convin­
ced federal action is neces­
sary, and since their product 
Is a vital defense item it is 
obvious that the answer 
should be supplied by the 
federal government. Some of 
the steps urged on Congress 
as an aid to the coal industry 
are these: 

Sharply restrict the impor· 

bear an import duty of only 
five cents a barrel as com­
pared with 50 cents a barrel 
on gasoline; this oil importa­
tion to be restricted to five 
percent of the previous 
year's domestic consumption 
of that product. 

Cut freight rates which 
have advanced 60 cents a 
ton since 1948 ·while coal 
prices were going down. 

Remove the discrimination 
against coal in the matter of 
depletion allowance on tax­
es. The oil industry enjoys 
an allowance of 271/2 per 
cent as compared with 10 
per cent for coal. 

Remove the Federal Power 
Commission's right to regu­
late natural gas prices which 
is holding gas rates so low 
that it cuts sharply into the 
demand for coal. 

Mine operators and unions 
alike believe that in federal 
.1ction lies their salvation, 
and as the people of the 
::ountry become more aware 
of the singular importance of 
::oal to the country's exis­
tence they will surely add 
their voices to the demand 
that something be done with­
out further delay.

The grant is a portion 
of a $50,000,000 nationwide grant to 
increase milk COllSumption in the 
schools.

The .spe::-ial school milk prc.7 r::tm 
was established by Congress under 
the 1954 Agricultural Act. The pro­
gram is available to all non-profit 
schools of high school grade and 
below, with participating schools 
agreeing to operate their milk and 
food service on a non-profit basis 
and to serve fresh, fluid, whole, un­
flavored milk w:1ich meets local 
and state standards for butterfat 
and sanitation.
