[t should never be required of any candidate that he
must take time out to reply to misstatements of fact be-
ing issued by the opposition. That I do so here is not
that the misstatements'are being given any credence
but since they have been given such wide circulation by
the supporters of my opponent the record should be
set straight.

To set this record straight, so loosely described in
an advertisement in the Floyd County Times and by
the old hand-bill method by the opposition, the fol-
lowing facts are given and the voters are asked ta check
them at the office of the County Superintendent and
anywhere else.

[ submit that the Floyd County Board of Education
has had a maintenance department for a long time,
long before the present superintendent took office. A
good maintenance department is a money-saving de-
vice. It enables a school administration to do for itself
at a reduced price what contractors will not or eannot
do as cheaply. In order to do this and save the tax-
payers money our maintenance department was ex-
panded with skilled men.

A good example of how a good maintenance de-
partment can save money is by comparing the May-
town lunchroom with the Betsy Layne lunchroom. The
Maytown building was contracted for construction hy
the previous administration at $32,000. The present
Joard of Education used our maintenance system to
save a huge sum. We bought a good building at Betsy
lLayne, refurbished and remodeled it with eur mainte-
nance department for a little over $4,000. Total cost
of the Betsy Layne lunchroom was about $9,000 as
compared with Maytown’s $32,000 under the previous
administration.

The men in our maintenance crew are skilled men.

They ean ecommand much more for their services else-.

where but are willing to work for reasonable wages
here. George Edward Allen is a skilled electrician, car-

penter and plumber. He is the only employe of the:

maintenance department, employed by the year. He
has repeatedly been offered much higher wages else-
where but decided to remain with us because of his
family. French Campbell is hired from month to month.
Berl Greene, my son, is a skilled mechanic and, like
Campbell, is employed only from month to month. It
should be unnecessary to drag the names of good em-
ploves into public discussion and debate their fitness.
They are good employes, earning less wages for the
Board of Education than they can get elsewhere. Their
services are a contribution to a good sc¢hool system.

Now we want to submit the facts and refute the in-
ferred misstatements in regard to certain teachers. The
opposition seeks to make out a case that these teachers
were thrown out of the school system. Let’s take a look
at the record.

Mrs. Grace Conley is teaching her home school. She

was never unemployed. Billy Paris Conley was hired
for the David school but resigned to go into the imsur-
ance business where he said he could make mere
money. Sarah Lavens was employed at Allen where she
wanted to be but resigned to take a good job with the
Cumberland Field Station at West Presonsburg. Hazel
Campbell resioned before Myr. Turner became County
Superintendent and her resignation had nothing to do
with a change in school administrations. Eileen Conley
has a good job at the Bank Josephine and never at any
time asked for a job with the present administration.
Betty Stephens is employed at Ivel as a teacher. Mar-
garet May was employed to teach but resigned to take
a position i the City school system. Lewis Campbell
has the same type of job and salary at McDowell. Does
that look like teachers have been thrown out of the
Floyd County system for some inexcusable reason? 1
ask only that the voters check the records of the super-
intendent’s office,

Now what does the oppesition say about the number
employed in the administrative office of the County
Superintendent? He says there are 21 employes. But
there are only ten at present and at no time was there
more than 11. If they had any interest in veracity they
would have been more careful with the record.

Now the writer of this propaganda says again that
we spent $61,994.00 on administration last year. Here
again is a loose handling of facts and figures. We spent
exactly $31,850.29 as certified to and checked by the
State Department of Education. Why did he misstate
the facts by $30,143.71? Then again he says there has
been over 1009, inc¢rease in administration and contrel.
We submit that our records show there has been scarce-
ly any. In 1951-52 school year, the year before the pres-
ent administration, there was spent exactly $30,265.49
in administration and eontrel.

To charge that we are over-staffed in administra-
tion is mot true. The Minimum Foundation program
recommends three supervisors of instruction. We have
never had but two. The Foundation program recom-
mends three attendance officers but we have never
used but two. Another assistant to the county superin-
tendent is permitted by the law, but this assistant, in
the interest of economy, has never been hired.

The Floyd County school system is a huge education-
al and business administration project. There are 385
teachers and about 35 bus drivers and 15 janitors. This
system requires a large outlay of taxpayers’ money, but
none of that money is being wasted.

The public is respectfully asked to come to the
County Superintendent’s office, or come to me and I
will go with any voter to check the record. Upon that
record and upon no misstatements of facts, 1 solieit
your vote and confidence.

The leaves are the factories where |
the food is made. They pick up car- |
bon dioxide from the air. They aci(1|
the minerals and water obtained
from the roots, and with the help |

(of sunshine changes the parts into

|
sugar and starches which are "treei
food”. Sugars and starches are also
part of the things our bedies require
to keep us healthy.

The roots pick up minerals and
absorb water from the soil. These
materials they send up to the leaves.
They also hold firmly to the soil
and keep the tree from blowing
over or falling down. Another.thing
they do is act as a store house for
“tree food” during the winter time.
This stored food is used to get the
new leaves and growth started in
the early spring.

The trunk is like a road. Minerals
water go up to the leaves;
starches and sugars come down fo
feed the roots and be stored until
needed. The trunk alse supports the
leaves and limbs.

The bark is the tree's armor or
protection against injury.

Each part of the tree depends on
another part to do its job well. If
any part is injured so it can’t do
