(Special to The Times)

New York, Oct. 26—Among house-
wives in Floyd county, food occupies
the number one spot on the budget.
Out of every dollar they spend in
the lTocal retail stores, 25 cents goes
to buy food for the family table.
This is brought out in the current,
copywrighted study made by Sales
Management of the spending habits
of people in 48 states.

The local spending pattern shows
more emphasis on food than is
evident in most other counties
throughout the country.

Coal Operator In Boyd
| Sues for $2,500,000

Cattlettsburg, Ky., Oct. '27 — A
Boyd county coal operator sued the
United Fuel Gas Company today for
$2,500,000 damages, possibly the
largest judgment ever sought in
cireuit court here.

Lumber & Development Company
December 9, 1942,

On October 11, 1854, his petition
continued, Beatrice Patton and oth-
ers, as owners of part of the proper-
ty and of certain mining rights in
other parts of the preperty, comvey-
ed to United Fuel an easement of
right of way to lay, maintain and
operate a gas pipeline.

However Yates alleged;, the in- |
| strument conveying the easement |
was subject to a lease made January
30, 1945, between Eastern Kentucky
Lumber & Development Company
and W. R. Westfall. Yates also
claimed the instrument was subject
to provisions of a coal-mining lease
made February 1, 1950, between
Westfall and himself.

If the pipeline is completed Yates
claimed, he will be prevented from
mining coal near to or under the
line. His petition stated he would be
unable to mine a minimum of 50,000
tons of coal having & value in excess
of § a ton.

Besides the $2,500,000 damages,
Yates seeks an injunction against
the company to keep it from pro-
ceeding with its proposed 23, mile-
long pipeline.

November 20, 1882, was typical of
mest other days in the Pike county
community, but an event of that
day was the birth of a baby girl who
grew up to womanhood, then into
old age, to live by the Golden Rule
all her life.

This baby was born into the

family of the Rev. and Mrs. Whetzel
Blair. They named her Celia. She
stayed at home K with her parents
until the age of nineteen, then she
met and married Jimmie Robinson,
Their family, Celia’s and Jimmie's,
was six children—five boys and one
girl.

Six children is a good-sized family,
but Celia and Jimmie's hearts were
big enough to include any other
child who needed a mother and
father. So they raised 15 other chil-
dren till they were old enough to
take care of themselves. Twelve of
these children belonged to a sister
of Celia's who died in childbirth.
Three of the other children were
another sister's. They also reared
a cousin from the dge of 7 to 16 and
another motherless boy for two
years. Two of Celia’s sisters made
their homes with her till they mar-
ried. Cella and Jimmie became
mother and father to these chil-
dren, and to this day these chil-
dren, although married and most
of them living away from Kentucky,

'Too many remain
keyed up, in high gear, waiting for
some entertainment that is sched-
uled.

The net result of this is that
many little folks can do a betier
job ecutting out paper dolls than
they can reading or spelling! And
there is & connection.

It seems that teachers, even the
young ones who are unfamiliar with
the old methods, have seen it be-
fore most. experts. They are con-
cerned over their own children,
their pupils, and are expressing
themselves, in many states.
