IS FORBIDDEN

New Law Denies Help
On Food Distribution,
Is Word from Perkins

Replying to a letter County Judge
Henry Stumbo and County Attor-
ney Holli€' Conley wrote him, ask-
ing federal handling of commodity
foodstuffs distribution, Congress-
man <Carl D. Purkins wrote last
week that Public Law 480, passed by
fhe Congress on July 10, forbids the
federal government fo pay any ex-
pense other than freight to central
points within a state.

Perkins termed the limitation
fixed by the bill “unfortunate’. In
view of the fact, he said, cost of
distribution will remain an expense
of counties and states.

The Floyd officials had pointed
out that distribution expenses crea-
ted an intolerable financial burden
for the county.

Congressman Perkins said he had
asked the Department of Agricul-
ture to broaden the list of foodstuffs
to be supplied the needy, to include
other items, particularly bread.
Public Law 480 removed the former
regulation which restricted com-
modity foodstuifs to perishable
items.

Survey Order Issued

On Lake Area Roads;
Rights Being Bought

A survey order was issued Monday
by W. P. Curlin, highway commis-
sioner, covering 15.4 miles of road
in the Dewey Lake area, The official
order was read via telephone by
Mr. Curlin to Paul Hayes, president
of the Dewey Lake Association, the
group which is sponsoring the com-
pletion of Kentucky 304 from Gul-
nare to Thomas. The Association
passed a resolution last week ealling
upon the State Highway Commission
to finish the road.

Curlin’s order encompassed much
more than the Association was ask-
ing. The survey, in the case of which
the federal government is partici-
pating on a 50-50 basis, calls for a
survey of 102 miles from Emma
to the mouth of Brushy Creek. An
additional 52 miles of survey is
ordered from the mouth of Brushy
to the end of Kentucky 304 at Gul-
nare., Ky. 304 is bituminous surfaced
from its intersection with Highway
119 at the Johns Creek bridge in
Pike county to Gulnare. Completion
of this section of road would lessen
the distance Dewey Lake visitors
travel from Pond Creek and Wil-
liamson by about 45 miles.

| University of Kentucky in 1044 on
the history of Floyd county and
kindly lends it o this column for
perusual. The manuscript cites au-
thorities to a liberal extent and
contributes original research.

The census data for Floyd coun-
Ly at the various decennial census
years are interesting. In 1800, the
year Floyd was formed, it had a
population of 478 persons but it
tem years, even with parts of Clay
severed from the original area, the
population had grown 1o 3485. In
another ten years, by 1820, the popi-
lation, still rising, was 8.207. Har-
lan was been cul off in 1819. By
1830 the population was down to
4347. Reason, it Seems, was the
creation of the new c¢ounties of
Lawrence, Pike and Morgan.

An interesting bit of ‘history is
Mrs. Slevers' description of the old
time school and the founding of
our early schools.

“The people of the different com-
munities built the school buildings
and paid the teacher a small sum
of money or paid him in such com-
modities as they had in greatest
abundance, su¢h as pork, corn or
whiskey. The early schoolhouses
werg ol Lhe mogt primifive pattern.
| These were billt of logs, usually
unhewn. the eracks between the logs
peing daubed with mud. The floors
were made of splil'lozs, being turn-
ed with the hewn side up. These
were called puncheon floors and the
chairs and desks were made in the
same [ashions,

“These bulldings were usually
built by the jeinl labor of the men
of the communiby, being the first
thint undetlaken as soon as  the
community was faitly settled. Few
hooks wWere mmama and most of
the work was done in the old ‘Blue-
Back Spellel. The early teacher
woas migratory, tenching when they

High school girls will do well to
pive careful consideration fo this
field during the comingz months. It
offers a variety of opportunities for
specialization, a choice of jobs upon
sraduation, due to demand exceed-
ing the supply, and professional
training for everyday living and
homemaking.

Approximately 98 per cenf of the
girls who are graduates from the
UK School of Home Economics
marry, according to Dr: Statie Erik-
son, head of the school. Once the
home economist is out on the job,
some young businessmen or profes-
sional men, farmer, county agent.

Hall a century ‘ago tuberculosis
was a disease especially of young
people; The late teens and early
twenties seemed to be the dangerous
years. So strong did the evidence
seem that many older people believ-
ed they were safe from TB just be- |
cause of their age. Now we know
that TB can strike at any age. In|
fact, t.he age pleture of the disease
has changed drama.ticany.

Very young children can and do
cateh TB, and the disease fre-
quently strikes tfx‘mm violently. But
modern science has made great pro-
gress against TB in this age group.
Between the ages of 5 and 14, chil-
dren seem to be less suspectlhle to
TB. From 15 to 24, there are almost
five times as many cases as among
young children.

But when we look at the next age
group we find that “the dangerous
years” have moved ahead. The
greatest number of newly reported
‘getive cases of TB, according fo
Public Health Service figures, are
in the years from 25 o 44 'Ifhere
is some drop from 45 to &'i. but there
are nevertheless twice as many new |
cases reported in that greup as
among the 15 to 24 year-olds. And
there is still an appreciable number
of cases among people 13 and over.

Young or old, people still catch
TB in the same old way, by ex-

disease. Statistics do not tell us at
what age a person first gets the
germs in his system. But fhe stalis-
tics do seem o say that more people
are breaking down with the diseases
in the middle vears than in youth.

Some of the reasons why people
break down with TB are well-known
A heavy new invasion of germs, poor
nutrition, lowering of the general
level of health, and mental and
emotional stress can give the germs
their chance to attack. Do modern
parents protect their youngsters
health and neglect their own? Are
they playing fair with their youngs-
ters in risking health and life in
the years when responsibility for
the welfare of the family the com-
mm:_tity, of the nation rests on their
shoulders?

Such feelings were admitted by

Near the end of the two-day af-
fair, most of the participants re-
versed themselves and expressed the
feeling that these peculiar educa-
| tors, or businessmen, were those
which they did nat aetually know
but had only “heard abouf.”
| Dr. H. L. Donovan, president of
| the University, put it this way:

“It has been said that the objec-
tives of education and industry are
| identical. Both are interested in
good eitizenship, in serving society,
and in a better life. Both firmly be-
lieye in freedom.”

Yef, many suggestions were pass-
ed in both directions by the educa-
tors and businessmen. The objec-
tive of the conference, to help each
group understand the other better,
would not have been achieved had
this not been true. A few opinions
from each group, paraphrased in
brief, follow:

1. Send us (the businessmen)
graduates who are not only trained
in technical fields, but who are
broadly trained and lberally edu-
cated.

2. Prepare your graduates better
in the field of communications, es-
pecially speech, so that they can ex-
press themselves among their fel-
low workers. -

3. Educators felt that most busi-
nessmen should be made more
aware of the serious financial dif-
ficulties confronting all colleges.

4. Both groups agreed that the
bridge between education and busi-
ness could be built only by con-
ferences between the two parties.
