the coal will be supplied by re-
cognized mine operators.

The 10,000,000 tons of coal will
be bought at a cost of $150,000,-
£00, said Harold E. Stassen, for-
eign operations director, after
conferring with President Eisen-
hower,

Another 2,000,000 tons will be
purchased in West Virginia, 2,-
000,000 in Pennsylvania, 1,500,-
000 in other states.

The Louisville office of Senator
Cooper said the apportionment o
Kentucky was larger, in propor-
tion to production than that giv-
eén to any other state.

Cooper’s spokesman said a re-
presentative of the senator would
meet in Washington, Wednesday,
with Foreign Operations Ad-
ministration officials to help work
out the apportionment of pur-
chases among Kentucky coal pro-
ducers. He said the purchase
would pretty well “wipe out”
Kentucky coal producers’ stock-
piles,

The 10,000,000-ton coal pur-
chase will mean "“a few more
weeks' work” for the nation's
hard-hit coal indusiry, Govern-
ment and industry officials said
in Washington.

They, said the additional pur-
chase would amount to around
1% weeks of coal production. The
industry 1s suffering an almost-
unprecedented slump.

Employment in hard- and soft-
coal fields this year and last is
the lowest recorced by the Bu-
reau of Labor Statistics since it
started keeping records in 1939.
Soft-coal employment in August
was 25 per cent below August
1953, with 207,100 men working,
Current employment in the soft-
coal industry compares with well
over 400,000 employed miners
during the war and up to 1950.

But, in addition to miners ac-
tually out of work, those report-
ing to the fields are working oni_\«']
an average of three days a week,
an industry official said.

This official said the soft-coal
indusfry had shut down about
one third of its production in the |
past five years and the hard-coal |
industry about two thirds.

|New Amendments to Law
To Affect Many Families;

Benefits Are Increased

The sweeping new amendments to
the Social Security Act, signed Sept.
1, by President Eisenhower, will af-
feet virtually every family 'in Floyd
county, according to M, M. Rudd,
district manager of the Social Sec-
urity Administration, Ashland.

“The protection of old-age and
survivors insurance is now extended
to 0 out of 10 families in the com-
munity,” Rudd said, “and the bene-
fit payments, not only to future
beneficiaries but also to those now
on the rolls, have been substantial-
ly increased.”

The amended Social Security act
achieves these ends:

1. Extends coverage, commenging
January 1, 1955, to about 10 million
more gainfullv-employed people, in-
cluding self-employed farm opera-
tors and most farm workers.

2. Increased benefits to all pres-
ent and future retired workers and
to their dependents and survivors.

3. Determines benefits on a more
advantageous basis by permitting a
worker to drop out as many as five
vears of low or no earnings in coms-
puting his average wage, and by in=
creasing to $4.200 the amount of
annual earnings that can be counted
toward benefits,

4, Preserves the rights ‘of totally
disabled workers to any rights they
may have earned and provides for
their referral to State agenecies for
rehabilitation services.

5. Permits employed and self-
employed beneficiaries under age 72
to have earnings up to $1,200 in a
vear without loss of social security
| payments. (A beneficlary 72 or over
| will be able to receive all his pay-
ments regardless of the amount he
may be earning, beginning»Jan. 1,
1855.)

Rudd explained that of the 10mil-
lion more persons eligible for the
protection ‘of old-age and survivors
insurance, apm‘-:amatel\ 6% million
will be brought into the system on

January 1, 1955. Another 3,750,000
| may elect coverage under special
| arrangements.

Data Sho—w:i;cal Costs
Compare Favorably With
Rates in Other Sections

(Special {o The Times)

New York, Sept, 13—The present
cost of electricity in Prestonshurg
compares . favorably with' rates
charged generally throughout the
United 8tates. The conclusion is
based on data just published by the
Federal Power Comimission. It
follows a survey made by the FPC
of residential electric bills in some
4500 cities as of the first of this
year.

For users of small amounts of
current, 25 kilowatt hours, chiefly
for lighting, the typical monthly
bill in Prestonsburg was $1.25, com-
pared with an average of $1.33 for
all the cities.

In the 100-kilowatt-hour eatezory,
where current is used for lighting,
small appliances and refrigeration,
Prestonshurg residents paid $3.82 a
month, compared with a nation-
wide average of $3.81, |

In the larger eclassification, 250

kilowatt hours, where electrieity is
used for cooking, in addition, docal
residents had bills of $7.15 per
month, whereas the United States
| average was $7.10.
’ Bills for residential electric ser-
vice “continued to edze up slightly
| from the lows established in the
late:1840's," reports the FPC. Since
1951 moderate rate inecreases have
been general, it adds, although they
were offset, in part, in the national
averages by the date decreases in
the Jlarger areas of population.

The FPC ‘survey shows that there
are 1,253 utilities serving the com-
munities. with populations over
2,500, Their rates vary widely, For
250 kilowatt hours a month the bill
in Tacoma, Wash,, is only $3.20. the
low record. The highest bill for that
amount is found in Etna, Pa., $13.05.

New output records are being
made as the public acceptance and
use of electricity continue to grow.
Recently the 50 millionth ecustomer
|was hooked up, marking a gain of
|20 million users in the last 14 years.

Today, 98 percent of all homes in
|the United States have eleetric
service. On the nation's. farms the
|same perceént either have service or
have it available.

Raise Is Insufficient
'To Provide Intended
|Amount, Bell States

The mcwase in' telephone rates
authorized in the September 1st
order of the Public Service ' Comn-
miission fails by more than a mil-
lion dollars to provide Southern Bell
the earnings the Commission intend-
ed to provide, Homer G, Bartee,
| Southern Bell General Manager for
Kentucky, said this week after com-
1_letmg a detailed study of the order.

Mr. Bartee said the company will
|'ask the Commission on rehearing to
fix rates that will provide the earn-
|ings the Commission =aid in  its
| order were requived for the com-
|')pany.
| In his statement Mr. Bartee said
[“analysis of the order shows that
| the new schedule of rates cannot be
made to produce earnings of 6 per
cent as intended by the Commis-
sion, In faet. the new rates will pro-
duce earnings of only about 5le per
cent at the present time, making no
allowance for the factors which the
Commission recognized will depress
earnings even further in the very
|'nmear future”

Mr. Bartee referred to that part of
the Commission opinion which reads,
“while rates prescribed herein  will

. produce revenies slightly hizh-
| er than we believe would be reqiir-
ed . . . nevertheless we must re-
cognize certain factors fthat will in
the near future tend to depress
these earnings. An aggressive rural
development program increases in
employee compensation, and ofher

expense adjustments will fix  our
opinion reduce these theoretical
earnings to the neighborhood of
6 per cent . .

“Actually,” Mr. Bartee said, “the
order is based on operating resulfs
for: the year 1803 as- an average,
Sinee the midpoint of that year, 15
months ago, earnings have been
further depressed by high cost con-
struction and other factors recogniz-
ed in the Commission’s order.

“Testimony presented in the case
showed that such reduction in earn-
inzs would continue and should be
provided for in the new rates.

“From its order, it is obvious the
Commission intended to make al-
lowance for these factors. However,
the rates established are mot suf-
ficient to provide fthe rate of return
which the Commission intended the
company will ask the Commission
to correct in the rehearing.”
