of gold buried in the river bluffs 
near the rock,'1 Re1·. Durham said. 
He tells the story of Dan Ridenour, 
called "Punkin Seed Dan," who dug I 
around the rock looking for the 
gold. Dan was between 60 and 70 at 
the time, Rev. Durham said, and 
he dug huge holes in his search 
for the gold. 

"If he ever found it,'' Rev. Dur­
ham stated, "no one ever knew.'' 

The rock, whic.i1 had natural 
shelves around it, was thought to 
be haunted by ghosts. Rev. Durham 
said that his mother, as a young 
girl, was told by two Indians that 
at one time "gold was as cheap 
around there to shoe horses with as I 
was iron." 

The top of painted rock is some- ~ 
times visible when the water is low . 
. When the Rev. Durham was 13, 

his family moved to LaFollette and 
there he .saw his first train. "I don't 
know if I was ever in town before 
that," he said. 

Rev. Durham was ordained in 
the old Mountain Baptist Church 
near Habersham, June 15, 1913. Since 
then, his ministry 11as covered t11e 
states of Kentucky and West Vir­
ginia. 

He left LaFollette to move to 
West Virginia in 1917, but he tries 
to get back once a year for a re­
union with memories.
