hold'-lp-robbery of three persons 
I at Paintsville, Nov. 20. 

'I'he Rev. and Mrs. Claude Pres­
ton and her sister, Miss Beulah 
Van Hoose, who were held at 
gunpoint for an hour could not 
identify any person questioned as 
one of the two shabbily dressed 
men who robbed the Prestons and 
Miss Van Hoose of $300. They 
said they had never before seen 
either of the holdup men. 

Authorities acted on the theory 
that the robbers had been "brief­
ed" on the circumstances and ha­
bits of the family, however, be­
cause the two insisted on another 
pocketbook being produced after 
two purses had been given them. 

Circumstances of the robbery, 
as told by The Paintsville Herald 
were: 

The three had returned from 
Staffordsville about 9:30, where 
Rev. Preston had conducted serv-

ices in the Baptist church. Short­
ly afterward the bandits rang the 

1 door hell, and were admitted into 
the living room by Rev. Preston 
who stated his first impression 
was that the men had come to ask 
him to conduct a funeral.

Loss of farm labor is unofficial­
ly blamed for the drop in the value 
of farm products sold in this county. 
In 1950, the census figures show, 
nine farms sold between $5,000 and 
$9,999 worth of t heir products. In 
1954 no Floyd farm reached the $5,-
000 figure. Six farms in 1954 and 
only four in 1950, however. Six 
farms in 1954 and only four In 1950, 
however, made sales of products 
r anging between $2,500 and $4,999. 
Thirty-two farms sold in 1950 pro­
ducts worth from $1,200 to $2,499 
while 31 achieved the same figures 
last year. The big bulk of the farms 
made cash sales ranging from $250 
to $1,200-100 fa.rms had that pro­
duction last year as compared with 
73 in 1950. 

If the census doesn't lie, or wasn't 
lied to, there were 1,235 farms last 
year without either tractor, horse or 
mule, while only one horse or mule 
was on 1,100 farms, and 296 farms 
had two or more of these time-hon­
ored farm servants. 

On the unusual side of the preli­
minary census figures show tha t a 
total of eight acres on four Floyd 
farms were ini gated last year- and 
there was one mechanical cornpicker 
in the county.

Warehouse Scales 
Inspection Finished 

Frankfort, Ky., Dec. 1 - Inspec­
tion of all tobacco warehouse and 
buyers' scales in Kentucky has been 
completed by the State Division of 
Weights and Measures, it was an­
nounced today by Commissioner of 
Agriculture Ben S. Adams. Fewer 
than five per cent of the scales were 
condemned for repair or adjustment. 

More than 800 scales were inspect­
ed, including 600 warehouse scales. 
on which the growers' tobacco is 
weighed, upon receipt at the ware­
house, and 200 buyers' scales on 
which the tobacco is received at the 
time of sale. 

Division inspectors are now check­
weighing tobacco as it is delivered 
to the warehouses to assure correct 
weights. This phase of the program 
will continue until the end of the 
season. 

On an average, the scales are in 
better condition than a year ago, 
with less tolerance of erorr, Adams 
said.
