HEALTH NOTES SPORTS AFIELD BIBLE QUIZ 
By Floyd County Health Department 

"Quarantine signs ai·e no longer 
used to assist in the control of 
conu;1unicable disease," reports M. 
V. Clark, administrator, of the Floyd 
County Health department. "People 
who use good common sense, follow 
the physician's and public health 
nurse's advice, and who think twice 
usually do not need a quarantine 
sign," Mr. Clark added. 

Rather than posting a startling 
danger or contagious sign, the pub­
lic health nurse should Vi.sit the 
home from which a case of typhoid 
fever, · scarlet fever, smallpox, 
whooping cough, diphtheria or oth­
er communicable di..sease is report-

. eel to the local health department, 
and advise the family on proper 
home care techniques. 

The family should be advised to 
sterilize the patient's bed clothes, to 
wash his dishes separately and to 
take all possible precautions to keep 
from spreading the disease. The 
patient should be isolated from 
visitors and other members of the 
family as much as possible. Healthy 
children should not play With a 
sick child's toys, and drinking from 
the same glass, trading foods or 
personal belongings such as a hand­
chief, are taboo any tinle, whether 
a person is sick or well. 

The public health nurse should 
give particular advice to the family 
of a tuberculosis patient on proper 
home care and isolation .techniques. 

Neighbors usually know that a 
communicable disease is nearby, but 
nevertheless should be alerted about 
general measures to help avoid the 
disease. Immunizations, plenty of 
sleep and nutritious food are a big 
help in preventing !llness.

A second method open to the 
farmer is to declare his estimated 
1C54 income by February 15 and pay 
the estimated tax. He must then 
file a final return by Apr1l ~5. 

The third method is available if 
he filed a declaration last Novem­
ber 15. In this case, he has until 
April 15 to file his final return and 
pay the remainder of his tax.
