out the Johns store. Ralph Booten
was a blacksmith- }awye;, ran a shop,
built wagons and practised law.
Isaac Richmond established a store
in 1869. He remembers P. D. Harmi-
son, manager here of the chain
store owned by his Baltimore family;
remembers that Harmison sold him,
a green country lad, a eoat with a
twisted lining.

Young Spurlock began teaching
at Simpson Branch. He taught three
months for $66. That meager pay
didn't discourage him, for he con-
tinued in the profession, taught the
next year at Halbert Hill where he
was first initiated into the mysteries
of education, followed that with a
year on Spurlock. He came to Pres-
tonsburg again, got hold of a text-
book on medicine, began to peruse
it. After studying somefime, he came
within Dr. Gardner’'s notice, Gard-
ner sent him his first patient.
“Dave Allen’s wife had a “risinz” on
her breasf, Gardner was sent for
but couldn't go. He sent his lancet,
said, “get Beriah to do it.”

The maternity case that thwart-
ed a medical career came up right
after he incised the woman’s breast.
Another man, Tan Allen, was study-
ing the same medical text as Spur-
lock, “One of us knew as much as
the other,”, Mr, Spurlock recalls,
‘and that was nothing!” Hé em-
phasized the word, “nothing.” A
husband in desperate need to fetch
a doctor for his wife, came for
Beriah. “I bucked on that kind: of

his stead and Spurlock dropped out
of the medical profession.

He got together a little maoney,
put in a store at the mouth of Spur-
lock, taught school at the same
time, letting a clerk run the busi-
ness while he was teaching. Drs.
Walk and Ed Stumbo were his pu-
pils. He recalls how Walk got his
first book. The boy came to the store
one morning before going on to the
schoolhouse. He didn't ewn book
oene. The teacher-merchant fook a
piece of cardboard, printed the al-
phabet on it, doubled it, gave Walk
the “book.” The boy went proudly
off to school with it.

The store venture at the mouth
of Spurlock didn't last long be-
cause Spurlock was looking for more
education. He came back to Pres-
tonsburg again, sat in a schoolroom
presided over by Alberf Stephens.
Assisting in the school was a Prof.
Hayes, of Hancock county, EKy.
“Hayes was a lazy sort of fellow
and asked me to hear classes recife
for him, I became a sort of assistant
teacher,” he recalls.

A newly-elected sheriff ask-
ed Harris to go his bond, which he
did. The sheriff failed and Harris
was a ruined man. Creditors des-

creditor bid it in.
Before the purchaser Ileft the

ground he learned that Spurlock
was interested in buying the store.
He approached the Floyd countian,
said, “Do you want this store?” He
said he did, but indicated that he
had no money. “He sold me that
store without any money or even a
note,” Mr, Spurlock likes to recall.

Mr. Spurlock remembers the first |
steamboat he saw. It was the Jerry
Osborn. Others he remembers vivid-
ly were the Favorite, Cando, Tom
Spurleck, Mary L. Hateher and Andy
Hatcher., He managed a warehouse
and operated a whatf
yvears. He was required to ride into |
adjoining counties and ecollect
freight charges from somie consignee, |
While doing this he took orders

for the Catlettsburg wholesale
houses, from as far away as Hind-
man and Salyersville. His first

banking business was done with
the Catlettsburg National Bank in
order fo clear large checks received
by freight.

At one time he was in business
with his brother, D. W, (Wheeler)
Spurlock, in a retail establishment
ab West Prestonsburg. D. W. sold
out his half-interest to Berah,
bought a farm in Ohio. He came
back, dissatisfied, bouzht not enly
his half but Beriah's part, too.

The Pirst National Bank, founded
in 1904, by Spurlock and assoeclates
has had his services in every offieial

capacity singe that date. He ha:s-
served confinuocusly as a  director
since its ‘organization. Today he

is chairman of the board.

Heart disease took
the Hves of 9,208 Kentuckians in
1953 while cancer ecaused 3,631
deaths.
