The early morning date here had 
been in the planning for months, 
and early rising was necessary for 
all the men to ready themselves for 
the work to be done, drive 30 miles 
in most instances and get the work 
done on schedule and without inter­
ruption of either family or business 
life here. 

The job at hand was the con­
version of the Prestonsburg distri­
bution circuit from 7200 volt delta 
to 12,000 volt wye. This included 
the changing of bus connections in 
the station and a change in con­
nections on poles at 85 different lo­
cations, including 22 three-phase 
banks, 33 single transformers, and 30 
side taps. Also, tl:)ere were regula­
tors to be installed in the Prestons­
burg substation. 

The job had been in the planning 
stage for months. Preparatory work 
completed, H. M. Eagle, general 
foreman, had seen that every man 
knows his work place and what he 
is to do. R. c. Anders, station fore­
man, was ready for the substation 
change. 

By 4:00 o'clock the men were at 
the service building, a mile south of 
Pikeville, checking and arranging 
their tools and lining up their 
trucks. At 4:30 the first of the line 
trucks headed for Prestonsburg, fol­
lowed by 20 other trucks and pas­
senger cars. As the last of the con­
voy pulls away, Rodman Crutch­
field, senior transmission and dis­
tribution clerk, is left alone, but 
in contact with 18 of the vehicles 
via short wave radio. 

The inv!Uiion force of oplaha­
orange trucks from Pikeville, Mar­
tin, Paintsville and Prestonsburg 
itself is here at approximately 5:30 
and the motor-powered line short­
ens as truck pull off and park at 
their assigned work places to await 
the "dead and grounded" signal 
which is scheduled for 6:00 a.m. 

By 6:00 o'clock, the necessary 
switching at nearby McKinney 
switching station is completed; and 
at the Prestonsburg station the 
breaker is dropped, the disconnects 
pulled, the grounds attached, and 
the signal to begin work is given 
via short wave radio to all vehicles 
by Mr. Eagle. 

In the station, ladders go up and 
in a matter of seconds, men are on 
the steel removing the knife blade 
disconnects and removing and re­
placing the fuse mounts on the 44 
kv; on the 7200 volt side three trip­
savers are replaced with 50 amp 
reclose1·s; demand meters are in­
stalled; three 100 amp regulators 
and by-pass switches are conect­
ed; and the necessary bus changes 
are made to convert the station 
from 7200 volt delta to 12,000 volt 
wye. The substation crew is assist­
ed by six employees of Harri.':l Broth­
ers contruction company of Pres­
tonsburg on the station work. 

.All over town men are busy chang­
ing connections at the 85 different 
locations. The work moves rapidly 
along as planned, each man know­
ing what is expected of him and 
well aware of the urgency of speedy, 
.safe and yet quality workmanship 
in order to minimize the service in­
terruption. 

At 7:25 the last of the crews re­
port "clear" and service is restored 
to the City of Prestonsburg, 5 min­
utes ahead of the scheduled time. 

The job remained to check each 
of the 22 three phase banks for 
pmper phasing-. Beginning with the 
hospital and working through the 
restaurants in the oniC'r of urgency.

County Judge Henry Stumbo 
isued an order Monday of last 
week which placed dogs in a 
second Floyd county community 
under quarantine for a period of 
45 days. 

The new order requires resi­
dents of the Honaker vicinity, in­
cluding the area from Frog 
Branch to Trace Branch, to keep 
their dogs securely tied or con­
fined. It notes that any persons 
failing to comply with the quar­
antine order will be fined upon 
conviction and that any dogs not 
pronerly confined will be killed. 

The rabies scare there develop­
ed when a rabid dog was killed. 
The first qauarantine order cover­
ed the Jacks Creek-Bypro-Wheel­
wright-Melvin-Weeksbury area. 

Health Administrator M. V. 
Clark said Wednesday that at 
least six Floyd countians are now 
receiving, or have completed, 
anti-rabies treatment. 

Mr. Clark recently presented to 
the State Board of Health, Floyd 
County's request for the Board 
to permit Roy Cook, county dog 
warden, to immunize dogs against 
rabies, but such authority has not 
been granted. The request was 
made by Judge Stumbo and the 
County Board of Health after it 
had been pointed out th.at author­
ity to render this service would 
enable Mr. Cook to earn enough 
to justify doing a good job in en­
forcing the new dog law.

Southern Bell Cannot Surrender 
To An Arbitrator Its Responsibility 

For a Vital Public Service 
For weeks now, officials of the CW A union have been maneuvering 

to get the issues in the telephone strike turned over to an arbitrator for 
settlement. 

There should be no misunderstanding about what this kind of settle­
ment would mean. 

It would mean that a third par:y ·v:;ould be called in to write a whole 
new union-management contract - a contract that involves every aspect 
of this business.

In fact, practically every provision of the new contract proposed by 
the company is subject to arbitration.· 

Let there be no misunderstanding then about Southern Bell's posi­
tion on the principle of arbitration. 

On the other hand, arbitration can be taken to extremes. When it 
is proposed, for instance, as a means for settling fundamental compapy 
policy matters - such as a ·whole new labor contract- it undermines the 
effective management of the business.

11th, said he wanted "to get the state out of the motel 
business a the restaurant business." Bert T. Combs, as 
part of his latform, has pledged a continuance and ex­
pansion of t e present state park program. 

Chandle has stated that he would lease the park 
lodges and ining rooms to private individuals. He has 
promised hi olitical henchmen, if they would back him 
heavily, he uld lease them a park lodge, dining room, 
or boat dock. Combs assures the people that, by publicity 
and constnlCtion, he will build for Kentuckians a state 
park system w ich will yearly attract thousands of tour­
ists, and bring ~nto our state millions of tow·ist dollars. 

Bert Combf has never backtracked on, or deviated 
from, his origin l stand on state parks. What about Mr. 
Chandler's fane footwork on the issue? 

Recognizing the unpopularity of his stand on the 
park program and frankly told by his advisers it was un­
popular, Chandler is now trying to retreat from his pre­
vious statements by sniping at management details of the 
state park operation. In retreat, he backs into his own 
record as Governor from 1936 to 1939, during which peri­
od he did virtually nothing for the park program. Here 
are the facts and figures: under

All of which rings us to a question dear to the 
hearts of Eastern entuckians: What about the devel­
opment of the Dewey Lake State Park? 

We know that 1 any people in our county and sec­
tion gave freely of t ir time and effort, urging the state 
to lease lands along t e Dewey Reservoir from the Fed­
eral government for the development of a State park. 
THIS HAS BEEN D E. We know that plans have gone 
forward for setting u the park. The boat dock is now 
state-operated. Park I ads are being improved. The pic­
nic and swimming ar s are being landscaped and pro­
vided with table and b hhouse facilities. So far, so good. 

We also know that early this year the State Property 
and Buildings Commission, of which the Governor is 
chairman, set aside $125,000 for construction of a lodge, 
cabins and boat docks. According to the Conservation 
Commissioner, location of this proposed consb11ction is 
at Arrowhead Point. Actual construction awaits only the 
building of a road along the lake through Arrowhead 
Point connecting with Brandy Keg and the Auxier-Van 
Lear Road1 which is now being completed. 

But let's get back to that $125,000. \Vould Chan­
dler, if elected, call a meeting early next year of the Pro­
perty and Buildings Commission and cancel the money 

set aside for our park, or perhaps spend this money in 
some other section of the state? The new Governor could 
do this, you know. We believe that A. B. Chandler, if 
elected, would do just that. If he would lease lodges, 
boat docks, and cabins at Kentucky Dam Lake and Cum­
berland Falls to private individuals, and if, as he says, 
he wants to get the state "out of the restaurant and motel 
business," then certainly we couldn't expect him to spend 
state money developing new ones at Dewey Lake. 

On the other hand, Bert Combs has pledged expan­
sion of the present park progTam. He was born and 
raised in Eastern Kentucky, as was his wife, Mabel Hall 
Combs. They have lived in Prestonsburg for many years, 
and own their home in Floyd cotmty. Bert will do more 
even by accident for Eastern Kentucky than· Chandler 
will do on purpose. Bert Combs pledges that when he is 
elected Governor he will stand by that $125,000 set aside 
for the development of Dewey Lake Park, will urge what­
ever increase is necessary, and will start the ball rolling 
for immediate construction. 

Bert Combs recognizes the economic plight of Easte1n 
Kentucky, and knows that getting more people to come 
jnto Floyd county to visit our Park will help our eco­
nomy.
