LAKE POISON
JOB REPEATED

Reducing Small Shad
Parpose of Operation;
Lake Stady Nearing End .

The second poisoning operation
to be undertaken at Dewey Lake
this year was being completed
today (Thursday), the second day
of work by biologists of the State
Department of Fish & Wildlife
Resources,

A weakened rotenone solution
designed to kill only shad spawn-
ed last spring was being used,
Bernard Carter, chief biologist,
said. The solution is being spread
by boat.

The initial Operation Poison
was effected by the use of a plane,
and the poisoning job, largest to
be undertaken in this section of
the United States, killed off a
huge number of large shad and
carp. Despite its effects on forage
and rough fish, that first poison-
ing killed only a few bass.

As a result of the work last
spring, the shad spawn was be-
low normal, especially in the
lower reaches of the lake, but
this forage fish reproduced itself
so heavily up the lake that the
current poisoning job was con-
sidered necessary.

“This is an experiment, and we
aren't certain how effective it
will be,” Carter said. “In the

narrower, shallower upper part'of |

the lake we've killed a lot of
voung shad already, but we’ll
just have to wait and see how
well we do down the lake”

Mr. Carter explained that this
year's shad crop has already
grown to a length of five or six
inches, which is too large for
forage for crappie.

Ellis Carter, assistant biologist,
has conducted a population study
this summer at the lake, and is
now concluding his work. He has
found, it was said, that the bass

FARM NOTES

LATE GREENS

Gardeners can protect their gar-
dens this winter and get an abun-
dant supply of leafy greens for
the table this fall and early next
spring. Seeding can be done up fo
mid-September. The varieties {o use
are: Siberian Kale, Seven fop tur-
nip, Purple top Globe turnips, and
Southern curled mustard.

The seed is low, as one ounce will
seed 400 square feet and usually
clearing the weeds from the garden
with a light raking is all that is
needed in the way of land prepara-
tion.

There are several advantages to
seeding the garden in greens. They
are: (1) As the land is being pre-
pared, weeds and crabgrass are
scraped off, which, if done before
they seed, will help with the weed-
ing next year. (2) Greens are an
excellent food-fresh food far into
the winter, saving canned and froz-
en vegetables to just that extent.
(3) Greens that are not used will
continue to grow, sometimes all
winter. When they are turned under
next spring, they will return plant
food and, more important, quite a
considerable amount of humus. (4)
BY reason of the improved sail, labor
will be saved by the gardener next
yvear, and (5) the garden can cope
better with dry weather.

WRAPPING IMPORTANT IN
FREEZING FCODS

The choice of wrapping paper is
important for the successful freez-
ing of foods. Packaging foods prop-
erly 'is as important as freezing
only foods of good quality.

Good freezer wrapping should
have these qualifications: (1) It
must be moisture and vapor proof
to prevent freezer burn or dehydra-
tion (2) it must be pliable so it will
adhere to irregularly shaped ob-
jects, thus eliminating as much air
as possible. If air is left in a peck-
age, the frost will accumulate inside
the wrapping. (3) ‘The wrapping
must be tough to withstand the
wear and tear caused in moving
packages about, and (4) if should
take labeling that can be read
quickly.

LIVE AND LIKE IT

We're going to live, most of us, to
a ripe old age. Science is steadily
pushing the limits of life beyond
the traditional three score years and
ten. Octogenarians are everywhere.
It is no longer a front page story
when someone reaches the century
mark.

It's timse we started to think in
terms of a life span between 80 and
100 years. You may say you don’t
want to live like Shakespeare’s de-
seripfion of old age, “Sans teeth,
sans eyes, sans taste, sans every-
thing.” You don’t have to. Modern
science can supply most of these
lacks. But so far, it hasn't found a
medicine which will make us young
azain. The ‘great victories that
seience has won over death make it
increasingly necessary that we face
the facts of age.

In grandmother's day, tuberculosis
was considered primarily a disease
of young people. Today, an increas-
ing number of cases Is being dis-
covered amoeng older people. Modarn
drugs and surgery can prevent
death from TB for many of these
people, but. they must live with the
disease, and it is not a carefree
life. The medical and social seien-
tists are helping people to learn
to rebuild happy, useful lives de-
spite such disability as TB. The
normal physical results of aging
may also yield in fime to science,
but s0 Iar there are limitations that

| we must accept.

Accept. That is the key word.
First, we must accept the fact that
we Will be old and that it isn’t at
all like being young. Then, we can
prepare to make the most of it and
enjoy it. Old aze need not be a time
of illness and misery. It is foolish
for any elderly person to take it
for granted that he must have aches
and pains when the doctor can pre-
vent and relieve many of them. Diet
is important. Activity, both mental
and physical, is important.

For centuries, philosephers have
bewailed the fact that most human
beings live just long enough to
learn how to live, but mot long
enough to use their wisdom. Science
is now beginning fto give us our
chance. Let's live and like it.

Peter Livingsien Barker was edu-
eated in the public schools of Wash.
ington coumty and the Hamilton In-
stitute, now Hamiltcn high school.

Mr, Barker was not the supersti-
tious chavacter which the story, as
told by Mr. Lipps, made him out.
In fact, my research has proven hini
te have been the verv oppesite in
every respeet. Qne Mendota eiti-
7en declared him to have been “the
smartest man of this part of the
country for his day.”

When Mr. Barker had finished at
Hamilton Instituie, he studied law.
But he did not practice the profes-
sion in courts, contenting himself
with giving legal advice to his
neighbors: and it is sald that he
kept many cases out of court and
made peace among his disagreeing
friends and neighbors by his knowl-
edge of law and his spirit of good
will and understanding of human
nature. Peogple from distant sections
of the country fell into the habit
of coming to him for legal advice
which was freely given.

By profession Mr. Barker was @
civil engineer and he served as a
notary public for the better years

ed to paper, sealed and recorded.
| Not only this, but he wrote thous-
{ands upon thousands of family let=
ters for folks who could not write
lor who were sglow with the pen or
| pencil. Few secrets were kept from
Peter Livinzston around Mendota;

[had been rented from Peter Barker |bub he, it is said, never in all his

life betrayed a trust. That was why
the younzsters of the neighborhood
had no qualms abeut getting him to
write their love letters.

When Peter Livington was 21, he
| was appointed a Notary Public, and
| e held that office continuously un-

til his death on December 22, 1938.

[served as mayor of Mendota for
several years and was in office, as
sueh, at the time of his death.

Culture of Hill-Folk
Affected by ‘Outside’

Hillbilly is a title or epithet ap-
plied to the hill-folk of Easiern
Kentucky, It is intended as a slur
on their morals, education, and way
of life.

We are not ashamed of being
hill-folk, but we do resent the
stigma whiech i§ implied by those
who use the name Hillbilly. We are
not ashamed of our ancestors reach-
ing back in a direct line to the best
blood of England, neither are we
ashamed of our immediate forbears
who came over the mountains fto
ecarve out homes and a manner of
life ‘in the wilds of these hills, We
are not ashamed that our blood is
not tinged with any other than the
pure Anglo-Saxon strain.

It is no mark of infamy or dis-
grace to have grown up among the
hills. It is no disgrace that our
forefathers were poor, having not
the advantage of a literary educa-
tion. Their books were few bul good
and clean, Every family had its
Bible and in the most part, lived
by it. The Bible, a parentage of
good stock, and the language of the
forests were teachers unexcelled,
Our people may have been uncouth,
lacking social accomplishments, but
they lived in an environment not
cluttered with the modern whims of
society.

The study of the Bible and the
knowledge gained by the compan-
ionship of nature’s wooded hills re-
calls the words of David, who said:
“1 will 1ift up my eyes to the hills
from whenee cometh my strength.”
In no other section of this bread
land is to be found a truer Anglo-
Saxon lineage than is found here.
And this truth becomes very ob-
vious when one begins to examine
the cireumstances peculiar to this
region. A look at a map and a study
of the topography of this section
reveal the unique position of a few
counties covering a territery com-
monly ecalled the foothills of the
Cumberlands.

Fenced in by the wall of the
Cumberland mounfains on the east
and the long, wide sweep of the
Chio valley on the north, this re-
gion inclosed by natural barriers be-
come a seculded area peculiar in
outline. It was a virtual eddy, pass-
ed by on two sides by the great
cavalcade of migration to the West.

Only a few hardy souls, fired by
the spirit' of adventure braved the
dangers of skulking Indians, came
over the mountains to found homes
in this wilderness. ‘Their fathers
had pioneered the settlements of
Virginia and North Carolina. It
was from those colonies—states
later—that our ancestors came.

How do we know? Our grand-
fathers related to us what their
grandfathers told them; and that
goes back to, or beyond the birth
of our nation and that is about the
time homes in this particular region
were first established.

The first pioneers, coming as
hunters, penetrated as far as the
Bluegrass, the habitat of the buf-
falo. Glowing tales told ef this re-
gion by returning hunters led early
settlers to that section. They came
over the mountains by way of the
Cumberland Gap—later kpown as
the Wilderness Road—or by canoe
down the Ohip river,

It was several decades later be-
fore homes were established in the
hills, the locale of the Hillbilly.
This immediate region eovers five
or six counties drained by the up-
per reaches of the Kentueky, Lick-
ing, and Big Sandy rivers Emmi-
grants eoming over The Wilderness |
Road, which skirts the region on
the south, did not stop in the hills
but continued on to the more invit-
ing Bluegrass,

Later, when the Red Men had
been driven out, settlers came di-
rectly over the mounfains and
established homes in the more in-
viting valleys of these hills. In pro-
gress of time every likely valley had
a home which later developed into
a community built around a water
mill, & blacksmith shop, and maybe
a log eabin for church and school.

These were the forerunners of
the Hillbillys. These were the hardy
farmers who took root in the soil
to begome the solid citizens of a
new state. The land they occupied
became theirs by right of tenure.

A hundred years came and went,
During this time sons of one little
community sought and married
daughters of another community
and settled in other valleys. In a
great sense each valley was popu-
lated by the offspring of the ori-
gingl settler. After a few genera-
tions each little community had
spread to the borders of another,
melting into & population common
to the whole area.

Roughly speaking, the population
was cohesive for a hundred and
fifty years. The people held fast to
their homes. They did not move
about, had little or no contact with
the outside world. Each home was
a forge or factory and each farmer
was a mechanie, who improvised
tools for his farm, spinning wheel
and weaver's loom.

- The hill folk were generous, hene-
volent, and hospitable. Their doors
‘were always open to the wayfar-
i the widow or orphan. No
was wer denieam e:umh ot'

for a night's lodging. To put a price
on the little necessities of life, such
as milk and butter, a few spoons of
coffee, or a cut of meaj to season
a mess of beans—to make a charge
for these little things was to com-
mit a crime akin to sacrilege.

The burden of one was the bur-
den of ‘all. They assisted one an-
other in elearing ground, rolling
logs, and building homes. They
stood shoulder fo shoulder in all
their tndertakings. Together they
subdued. the wilderness and carved
out a little commonwealth of their
own, dedicated to ftheir own pecu-
liar way of life. All through the
yvears the world passed them by and
{ rolled on to fairer fields, leaving
them unmeolested in their mountain
fastness,

As mentioned before, these were
the people who descended from the
best stock of the ‘Anglo-Saxen.
Their blood was pure as a moun-
tain stream. No foreigner of anoth-
er race or nationality had come to
setlte among them, to corrupt their
blood or morals.

Sometime near the middle of the
Nineteenth Century a slight mutual
trade was established with the out-
side world. They found a market for
the good timber they had been de-
stroying in the process of clearing
their farms. This was their first
business encounter beyond their
borders. The fine logs they had
been burning were now bound to-
gether into rafts and floated to
market. With the proceeds they
bought supplies for their farms and
freighted them Thome in small
steam packets that plied the
streams. This was their undoing,
the beginning of the end of their
guiet, smooth, way of life.

The prospectors came to spy on
their holdings. Tests were made for
coal, oil, and gas. Their findings
were not made known, They went
away and left the land owner guess-
ing. The years rolled on. Hopes of
the farmer faded and blinked out.
Another generation passed. The
uneventful life of the hill-folk
moved on, Not conscious of the
wealth buried in the soil, they still
seratched fhe surface for a living.

The moneyed man elected to wait
for a favorable time, It arrived
about three quarters of a century
ago. Then he came, quietly and
without fanfare, secured title to
the wealth of the hills, for a Tew
dollars. The unwitting farmer did
not realize what had happened to
him until many years later.

It is said, “The mills of the gods
grind slowly.” This seems to be an
example of the factics of the un-
holy gods of commerce. Not until
the coming of the coal tipple and
driller’s rigs and the exploitation
of the natural wealth of his soil had

been set in motion, did the moun-
taineer realize his loss.

It was not before exploitation was
well underway and the news had
been proclaimed abroad, that the
putlying population learned of the
wealth locked up in these hills.
News quickly spread and rumors
flourished. The great flood of emi-
gration which had swirled around
this region and flowed on, mow he-
gan a back-wash—the tide had
turned. Wave after wave of people
of uncertain lineage washed in from
the North, from the South and West
—men of many bloods and many
nationalities. Each wave carried a
freight of fifty, a hundred, uniil,
eventually thousands flooded our

counfry. They were of every stock, |

strain and stratum of society.
Those immigrants in

a great |

measure, were honest laborers seek- |

ing employment
citizenship. Many found hemes and
became a cultural asset to ftheir
neighborhood. Others were the rifi-

and potential |

raff of out-lyving towns and cities,i
the scum of society who ecame, to |

catch in the net of their trades, the
guillible, unsuspecting citizen. Of

all the professions that came, they |

came to have a part in the exploi-

tation of the wealth of the hills—

the lost bonanza of the hill-billy.
The unwary hill folk were easy
picking for the professional shyster,
for as yet, they had not been school-
ed in the trickery of the world.

The influx of population was
made up of people of many cultures
and varied standards of morals. On
this account there was a corruption
of blood and confusion of cultures.
The hill-folk lost their identity as
such, by absorbing the ideals and
culture of the new-comers.

Whether the culture of the hills
was advanced or retarded through
this process of blending is heside
the point. What is to be emphasized
iz that the people of the hills
through the process of fusion, lost
their quiet, easy-going way of life.
And when the flood walls were
down cultures, customs, and con-
cepts sought a common level.

Little by little the mixing of man-
ners and customs spread through-
out the hills, The old folk grud-
gingly surrendered the staid, se-
date life for the frivolous new.

Now this story slips a cog and
plunges sixty years later, pulling
up at the present time. We are
startled to find a2 new world, 2
world on wheels, on wings, apd on
g spree, scrambling for new things.

Now milk and butter are sold for
a price, the stranger pays for his
bed, and Aunt Sue returns the cut
of bacon,

To the outside world, we say,
don't call us hillbillies or you'll be
slapping yourself in the face.

Non-Profit Organization
Propesed by Henry Ward
At Louisville Convention

Louisville, Ky., Sept. 19 (Spl)—
Creation of a non-profit operating
organization to manage Kentucky
state park facilities was proposed in
an address here today by Henry
Ward, state commissioner of con-
servation.

Ward's suggestions-were outlined
in an address on state parks at the
annual convention here of the
American Institute of Park Execu-
Lives:

“The people of EKentucky have
many millions of their dollars in-
vested in state parks and their
facilities, and they are entitled to
the best possible management which
can Dbe provided,” Ward declared,
“Handling of the parks as political
patronage is the surest way to stop
the progress which has been made
in recent years and to halt further
beneficial development.”

Ward said that he had planned
to work for the creation of the op-
erating organization in connection

| with a proposed $3,650,000 revenue

bond issue for the construction of
new facilities in the state parks.

“It is most likely that revenue
bends cowld not be sold without as-
surance to the bondholders that the
facilities 'financed ouf of their sale
would be operated on a business-like
basis, with provisions for continuity
of sound operating policies,” Ward
added.

“It is ' my personal belief that such
an operating arrangement would be
improvement over the plans now in
effect. T am proud of the recogni-
tion which has come to us for the
progress  we have made and the
manner in which we have operated
state parks for the past eight years,
but I also am willing to admit that
there are defects which exist under
the present system. |

“The most disastrous effect of the
present system is that there can be
no assurance of continuity of policies
and personnel which make for good
state park operations, as well as
good operations in any other busi-
ness endeavor,” Ward continued.

“Furthermore, the present system

provides no guarantee that profits|
from the state park facilities will

be used in the public, interest. It
is, my firm belief that such profits
derived. from investments of the
taxpayers money should be used to
operate and maintain the parks and
to make improvements in them.
Therée has been much discussion
lately that the state parks might be
leased out to private interests, and
I feel that this would be very much
against the public interest, for two
Very good reasons.

“The first reason is that any pri-

| vate operator who got a concession

at a state park through polities
would have to assume that he had
only four years, and therefore would
be encouraged to get his while the
getting was good. Maintenance of
properties and operations in the
best interests of the public and as
a part of the broad program to in-
crease the tourist business in Ken-
tucky could well be forgotten under
such an arrangement..

“The second reason that I oppose
such: a plan is that I believe that
the profits which can be made from

the state park facilities—which I
know are there because we are mak-
ing them now—should go to the pub-
lic rather than into the pockefs of
private individuals.”

Ward said that he has studied the
various methods under which both
state and national parks have been
operated, and has concluded that
the best is the one under which
facilities at Mammoth Cave and
several other mnational parks are
operated. They are leased to a non-
profit organization called National
Park Concessions, Ine., the directors
of which include a number of of-
ficials of the National Park Service
and officials of the organization,
Any profit from operations must be
expended on improvements in the
parks,

“Such an arrangement makes pos-
sible the application of good busi-
ness practices to the operation of
the park faeilities, and provides
an assurance of continuity of good
management which is essential to
the success of any venture,” Ward
said.

“The meed for such an arrange-
ment is apparent in Kentucky now,”
he continued. “The state park pro-
gram was made a major issue in the
Demoeratic primary campaign, much
to my personal regret and to the
detriment of the parks. What will
happen to the state park program
in the future is now a very clouded
question, It i assumed by practical-
ly every 'person working in the parks
now they will be replaced under the
political change, and many of our
best people are already quitting for
other jobs. No one can blame them
for that.

“Operating state parks has come
to. be big business. Their income
now is over $2,000,000 a year. It is
in the public interest that they be
operated in a business-like fashion,
and I am convinced that cannot
happen under political management,

“I also am convinced that leader-
ship for the development of the best
plan for developing and operating
the parks must come from outside
the realm of political office-seekers
and office-holders, and that a deep
and  continuing interest in them
should be maintained by those who
have no personal axes to grind”

A new.system of landing aircraft
at sea with mirrors and colored
lights underwent ibs first tests last
month on the:Navy attack aircraff

carrier USS Bennington.

Based on an idea developed by
the British Navy, the new landing
system consists of a large concave
mirror and banks of green and
amber lights mounted on fhe port
side of a carrier's angled flicht deck.

About 150 feet astern of the mir-
ror is another row of lights, amber
in color, which are reflected as an
image or “blob” of light. It is the
image in relation to side reference
lights which the pilot sees when

making a landing.
As the pilot ap

The new system, for both day and
night operations, is known as the
“deck landing mirror sight”. The
combination may eventually
place the Landing Signal Officer
who now brings the pilot and his
aireralt to a landing with the use
of hand-held paddles or lights.

With the advent of jet aviation
and the increased size and speed of
modern aireraft, carrier operations
have become more demanding on

the LSO’s abilities.

According to Commander Ameri-
co J. Vescovi, project officer for the
tests, “the new system not only re-
duces the elements of human error,
but also gives quick and aeccurate
signals to the pilot—literally with
the speed of light. It also allows the
pilot to pick up a reference signal
at a far greater distance.”

Interstate Park at Breaks
‘irst of Kind in Nation

A 1000-acre park is being developed here where the Russell Fork of the Big Sandy River
breaks through the mountains on the Kentucky-Virginia border near Elkhorn City in Pike
County. The Breaks Interstate Park was dedicated Labor Day wih Senators Clements and
Barkley among the speakers,

Elkhorn City, Ky., Sept. 19 —His-
tory is being made in the develop-
ment of the 100-acre Breaks Infer-
‘state Park near here by the sister
Commonwealths of Kentucky and
Virginia, It is the first venture of its
type in the entire United States;
istarted “from  scratch” as. . a “joint
eriterprise of two states.
WDedication of the park ab cere-
monies held there on Labor Day
‘marked an important milepost in its
development, but officials with full
Emowledege of the problems which
lie ahead have warned that there is
much that still needs to be done.

There ars many strong boosters
of the Breaks area as a park, and
one of the mewest recruits in their
ranks is Alben W. Barkley, former
vice president of the U. S. and now
a 1. 8. Senator for Kentucky.

Senator Barkley was among the
speakers at the Labor Day dedica-
tion of the parks. It was his first
vigit to the Breaks; and he found
the view out over the canyons heau-
tiful and awe-inspiring.

The park is at the place where
the Russell Fork of the Big Sandy
River breaks through the Cumber-
Iand Mountains forming a gorge
that is ome of the most breath-tak-
inig sights in the whole mountain
Tegion.

Wild flowers poke their heads |
through erevices giving color at the
proper time of year and springs of
clear water are plentiful. Numer-
ous waterfalls are fromed as the
river takes its swift downward
course through the bolder-strewn
ravine.

For abouf as long as the oldest
old-timers living in the negighbor-
hood of the Breaks can remember
there has been agitation for some
sort of a part to take advantage of
this scenic wender. But only in re-
cent years has sanything ‘concrete
keen done about it.

Back in the fall of 1849 a Gover-
nor’s Tour sponsored by the State of
Kentucky and the State Chamber of
Commerce visited the:site and Earle
C. Clements, then governor, told lo-
cal residents that his administration
would build a road to the Breaks,
which was then practieally inac-
cessible from the Kentueky side.

Clements built the highway and
the present park became a practical
project.

The Commonwealths of Kenfucky
and Virginia agreed on the park as
suggested by the Breaks Park As-
sogiation, an organization of inter-
ested citizens living in hoth states.
Legislation approving a pact be-
tween the states—necessary under
the United States Constitution—was
sponsored in Congress in 18953 by
Senator Clements, Representative
Carl Perkins, of Kentucky's Seventh
District and parallel officials from

Virginia. Legislatures of both states

took action to create the park in
1£54.

At the dediecation both Barkley
and Clements praised
Wetherby and his administration in
working for the park. Singled out
were Wetherby and Ward. Wetherby
gave the commission $50,000 from
his emergency fund to match an
amount given by Virginia in order
to. get the park started. Ward and
the Kentucky Division of Parks did
much of the planning.

Today there is a paved highway
that takes visitors to both the Ken-
tucky and Virginia sides of the
Breaks. These are picnic and park-
ing areas and rest rooms and the
best vantage points for scenery are
set aside for lookouts.

The land which comprises the
present park area was donated to
the park commission by the Clinch-
field Coal Corporation which still
has large holdings in the area.

Ward and other dedication speak-
ers cited the efforts of Kelly J.
Day, Pikeville businessman; who has
been working for the park prebably
lonzer than any other individual,
and State Senator M. M. Long, of
Virginia who is also g long-time ad-
vocate of the park.

Day and State Representative
Goebel Newsome, Elkhorn City, are
other Kentucky members of the
Park Commission.
