HIGHER WAGE 
DEMAND HITS 
SMALL MI_NES 
Work At Over 300 Stops 
In This County; Shutdown 
Causes Production Drop 

Eastern Kentucky's flourishing 
truck mining industry virtually 
ground to a stop this week, and 
no more than a dozen of the esti­
mated 350 such operations going 
in this county continued work. 

The stoppage, which is biting 
deeply into the coal production of 
the area, is a result of the recent 
contract with the United iMine 
Workers and of union demands 
that the new higher pay rate ap­
ply strictly to truck-mine work­
ers. 

One report says the union is 
demanding 30 cents a ton pay in­
crease and that the operators of 
truck mines have received an in­
crease of only 20 cents a ton. 
Only mechanized mines employ­
ing younger men can stay in 
business while paying the new 
scale, another source said. 

Some mines were reported 1.0 
have closed when given not' the 
new rate will be demanded ile 
others closed in anticipation of 
such notice. 

The Kentucky Unemployment 
office here began feeling the ef­
fects of the shutdown as the num­
ber of applicants for unemploy­
ment benefits mounted during 
the week. 

Total production of truck mines 
was given this week as 21/z mil­
lion tons of coal a year. A produc­
tion almost equalling that of rail 
mines.

First Avenue Poolroom 
Object of Two Robberies 
In Week, Proprietor Says 

The poolroom operated on First 
avenue by Robert Hughes has 
been broken into twice since last 
Friday night, it was reported this 
week. The haul each time consist­
ed mainly of cigarettes. iMr. 
Hughes said only the better 
brands were taken, the thieves 
showing a dislike for the cheap­
er. 

Friday night's entry was ef­
fected by prying off the hasp of 
the front door. Monday night, the 
poolroom was entered by a rear 
window. Hughes said the first 
break, about a month ago, was 
aparently done in leisurely fash­
ion, since the screws holding the 
hasp on the front door had been 
removed, then carefuly rep laced 
after the break had been com­
pleted. 

Floyd Deputy Sheriff Green 
Johnson was shot and wounded

Air-Conditioned

(Thls is the second in a series of 
articles on the Stephens family 
compiled from data gathered by 
Henry Stephens and his son, Edgar 
P . Stephens). 

The years, between 1821 when 
Samuel Stephens and Florence Pat­
ton were married and the outbreak 
of the Civil War, was a period of 
time that historians designate as 
the log cabin development period 
in the Bi5· Sandy valley. 

The pole cabin of the pioneer set­
tlers disappeared and the more 
commodious hewed-log home ap­
peared in its place. There were a 
few added utilitarian comforts in 
these homes all produced with great 
labor. The Stephens home. typical 
of those built by the landed settlers, 
grew to large proportions to house 
the 16 children. 

Early, though, many of this big 
family began to marry and left 
the paternal hearthstone, but the 
younger grew and it is a fair in-

' ference that the Stephens Branch 
home was full for years. There was 
talk of war and the young men. 
some married, chose sides in the 
bitter sectional strife, imitating 
their elders who were vocal on the 
questions of the day.

stated, both men left Co. B, went 
over to Company F and remained 
in that group until the war end­
ed. Alexander, their brother was 
out west, in either Ohio or Illinois, 
and soon joined the Federal forces. 
Neither were to see each other un­
til after Lee surrendered when Alex­
ander came back to Stephens 
Branch, found his brothers, per­
haps others of the family, cool to 
his service as a Union soldier. He 
left again for the west and only 
vague rumors came back that 
he went to Indian Territory, mar­
ried an Indian chief's daughter, 
and lived out his life on the Okla­
homa prairie.

Frankfort, Oct. 22 (Spl.) -The 
proposed 100-million-dollar highway 
bond issue would cost the state 
"less than nothing" in interest and 
admiinstration expense, Dr. James 
W. Martin said last week. 

The Commissioner of Finance 
said roads built with the bond 
money would eliminate the cost of 
"stopgap construction" on the pres­
ent highway system.

Proposal For Bonds 
Is Vital To Areas 
Without U. S. Roards 

Frankfort, Oct. 22 (Spl.) - Coun­
ties not included in the federal in­
terstate highway system have a big 
stake in the proposal that Kentucky 
issue bonds worth 100 million dol­
lars to get money to match U. S. 
roadbuilding funds.

State officials and others cham­
pioning the bond proposal are 
pointing out that meeting all fed­
eral matching requirements with 
bond money would release 37 mil­
lion dollars in the next three years 
to build primary, rural or secondary 
and urban roads. 

Officials say Floyd county would 
share in these released funds. 

The 37 million would be regular 
state highway money. Without bond 
money, it would be necessary to 
dig into this sum to match federal 
funds. This would leave few, if 
any, dollars to build county and 
feeder highways, general and farm­
to-market roads across the state. 

Unless the bond issue is approved 
at the :polls Nov. 6, counties inter­
ested primarily in these roads are 
likely to see the 37 million dollars · 
spent on federal roads which per­
haps do not cross their boundaries. 

The importance to these counties 
of the bond proposal was cited re­
cently by Gov. A. B. Chandler at 
a press conference attended by a 
Statewide representation of news­
men.

Legal firearms will be rifles with 
center fire cart ridges of a calibre 
not less than .243, a bullet weight 
not less than 100 grains, and if a 
bullet smaller than 130 grains is 
used, the car tr idge must develop 
1,000 pounds of muzzle energy. This 
excludes the .25-20, and .32-20 and 
all less powerful cartridges.

Shotguns of any gauge may be 
used but shells must be loaded with 
a single slug.
