Repairs of Farm Lands
Planned; 17 Counties
To Share in $100,000

The State Agricultural Stabili-
zation committee has set aside $100,-
000 to be used for repair of flood-
damaged farm land in the 17 coun-
ties affected by the January flood,
it was said this week by Robert M.
Jones, county agent. Floyd county’s
share is $6,300, he added.

“Our soils were extensively dam-
aged by the flood although this isn’t
showing up now because weeds and
erops cover the land,” Jones pointed
out “Our major damages were caye-
ins of river banks, sand and silt
deposits, gullying, and removal of
top seils,” he continued.

J. 1. Lafferty, chairman of the
local ASC, urged farmers this week
to eonsult with the office manager,
Elder Goble, on the practices that

the government will pay for under

the program. “If given enough time
nature would probably heal most of
the damage but most of us don't
have time to wait on that,” Lafferty
said.

There are three practices covered
under the program, & check reveals.
One is very much similar to an ex-
isting A. S. C. practice, It is to be
used on land where damage occur-
red to existing vegetative cover, or
where a high degree of erosion or
silt deposits were made, The AS.C.
will cover approximately 80% of

the total cost of the seeding. This
will include land preparation such

as removing sand, filling gulleys,
smoothing banks and removing
brush and debris, also seedbed pre-

paration, liming, fertilizer and seed.’

The second practice will cover
land on which the cover has been
damaged but does not need a com-
plete reseeding. This could be on
land when most of the stand of
grass or legume have been destroy-
ed, or where possibly only the le-
gumes were killed ouf. The cost
sharing is'50% on this practice and

ACREAGE DIPS |
BUT YIELD UP

Is Story of Corn Crop
In County; Same Trend
Established in State

Floyd county grew 8,600 acres
of corn in 1954, averaging 29
bushels for a total of @ 249,000
bushels. Next year, the acreage
dropped to 7,800 acres but the
average yield ‘per acre rose to 34
and the total rose to 265,000 bush-
els.

This is statistically gathered in
a publication by the Kentucky
Crop and Livestock Service; titled
"Kentucky Agricultural Statis-
tics,” but the lessening acres and
rise in total produetion remained
to be explained by local farmers,
county agents and the Agricul-
tural Extension Committee.

“Farmers are using more fer-
tilizer, have discontinued a lot of
open-pollinated corn varieties and
are dr:llmg corn for greater pro-
duction,” according to Elder
Goble, office manager of the ASC
here. He added that the average
number of bushels will, in his
judgment, continue to rise as
farmers accept more scientific
practices. i A

Several counties in the state
had lower average acre returns
than Floyd, particularly Knott
which stood at the bottom with
a 27-bushel average and Letcher,
Perry, Powell and Wolfe which
averaged but 30 bushels, Fayette
and Clark topped the list with 60-
bushel averages for the year 1955.

The Floyd county trend was a
pattern all over the state in corn
production, the statistics noted.
Total acreage in 1954 was 2,079,-
000, the average was 31 bushels
the total crop amounting to 64,-
449,000 bushels, The next year
the acreage in corn was down to
1,993,000, the yield rose to 41
bushels per acre but total pro-
‘duction upped to 79,253,000 bush-
els,

Agricultural observers, = while
agreeing that this stepped up
acreage production was chiefly
attributable to more scientific
practices; better weather condi-
tions may have accounted for
some of it.

It will take the
heavier hydrocarbons from Co-
lumbia'’s rich natural-gas stream.

These will be transported fo the
Siloam fractionating plant by
pipeline. At Siloam, the liguid
hydrocarbons will be converted
into ethane, propane, butane, and
natural gasoline.

Columbia Gas officials made
their announcement jointly with
acting Governor Harry Lee Wa-
terfield at a news conference in
the Governor’s office.

George S. Young, president of
the Columbia Gas System, said
the Siloam project is a major part
of a plan to make greater eco-
nomic use of the rich Appalachian
natural-gas streams Columbia
operates.

Alan A, Cullman, New York,
Columbia vice-president, said the

duce annually more than 200,-
000,000 gallons of ethane, propane,
butane, and natural gasoline.

Contracts for construction  of
the two new plants have been
executed between Columbia and
J. F, Pritchard & Company of
Kansas City. Both plants are
scheduled to go into operation
about December, 1958.

John W. Partridge, United Fuel
president, said the natural-gas
supplies controlled by his firm
and other Columbia subsidiaries
in the East Kentucky-West Vir-
ginia area “are especially rich in
heavier hydrocarbons.”

“Extracted, these heavy hydro-
carbons have an intrinsic wvalue
far greater than their pure fuel
value,” he added,

Surveys by geological experts
indicate there will be sufficient
quantities of natural gas from
these Kentucky and West Vir-
ginia sources to supply the hydro-
carbon plants for many years.

The Kenova extraction plant is
| desighed to recover heavier hy-
| drocarbons which will be remov-
ed by a low-temperature oil ab-
sorption process, and the plant
will produce a mixed stream of
liquid hydrocarbons.

This mixed stream will contain
per year 104,000,000 gallons of
ethane, 68,000,000 gallens of pro-
| pane, 23,700,000 gallons of butane,
| and 10,460,000 gallons of natural
| gasoline.

The basic long-range aim, he
continued, would be the achieve-
ment of a standard of living for
all of the area’s people compara-
able to that available in most of
the United States.

The investigators, he said, dealt
with such things as the area’s|
basic economy and what can be
done about its undue dependence |
upon the mining industry; popu- |
lation trends and projections into |
the future; how the land is used |
transportation problems;
flood - damage-preverntion pro-
grams, and analyses of problems |
fated by cities of the area,

Most important of all, he said,
the eommission could conduct
thorough studies for industrial
sites and growth, working with
other State agencies for industrial
development.

It would give the area a con-
sistent program of systematic
progress, Blair said, eciting the
work of similar commisions in
other states.

Blair said he was formerly the
planning director for Rhode Is-
land, and “real progress can be
made here,” he added.

In Good Condition

Home freezers should be com-
pletely defrosted and cleaned once
or twice a year when the frost is
from 1/4 to %-ineh thick.

The advice comes from UK Ex-
tension home management specials [
ists, who urge that defrosting be
done before the peak time for
freezing foods, if possible.

Even if the freezer doesn't break
down, as well it may under such
conditions, the quailty of the food
in the freezer will quickly decline

efficient operation also runs up the
electric bill, warn the specialists.

To defrost, disconnett the freezer
and wrap the packages in ' several
layers of newspaper, stacking them
tightly in a box or eovering them
with a blanket. Scrape the ice off
the inside of the freezer, and hasten
the defrosting by 'the use of an
electric fan. Never use hot water,
or you may have frouble starfing
the compressor,

When all the frost is off, wash
the walls with warm soda water,
rinse ‘and dry. Connect the freezer,
cool to Zzero degrees, and replace
the food.

To keep the freezer free of frost,
unwrapped food must never, be
placed in the freezer. 'The fremen-
dous pull of the freezer removes the .
moisture from such foods, deposit-
ing it on the walls of the freezer
as frost.

ARE FORECAST

Fall Prices For Catile
Expected Steady to Weak
Improvement Over 1956

Lexington, Ky., July 29 (Spl.)—
Steady to weak prices are expect-
ed for well-fed cattle (choice and
prime grades) in August and Sep-
tember, the Kentucky Experiment
Station economics department
said in its bi-weekly outlook let-
ter this week.

Prices for better grades have
trended upward since February,
and market supplies have fallen
below those of a year earlier, the
letter said,

“Prices in July may have reach-
ed close to the peak of 1957 un-
less late fall prices move higher,”
the economists said. There are
eight per cent more fed cattle in
18 major cattle-feeding states than
a year ago. Marketing of fed cat-
tle did not increase during the
first three weeks of July, but may
increase in August and Septem-
ber.

“In fact,” says the letter, “num-
ber of grain fed cattle sent to

market is likely to be from 10 to |

20 percent higher in August and
September than for the same per-
iod of 1956.” The economists also
said a rising price trend for fed
cattle could develop in the late
fall and early winter months, due
to an expected decline by mid-
fall in marketings; a possible
decline of cattle being placed on
feed and a slight decline in short-
term feeding of heavy cattle for
late fall and winter markets.

Kentucky farmers who have
late-planted corn or sorghum
grain may consider short term
cattle-feeding this fall and winter.
“Such an operation may be a good
way to utilize this feed, particu-
larly where storage and drying
facilities are lacking.”

For feeder cattle, the letter says
further, prices may decline some-
what from present levels but like-
ly will remain well above the
1956 prices. Improved prices are
due to high fed-cattle prices and
improved pasture conditions. A
slightly smaller supply of feeder
and grass-fai cattle is expected
this fall, however; the calf crop
may be three to four per cent be-
low the 1958 crop; and western
states probably will retain more
heifer calves,

“Prices of feeder cattle might
tend to rise through the fall
months,” the letter states. “Such
a trend is most likely if fed cattle
prices show the expected rising
trend noted previously. As mark-
etings increase early in the fall
season, reduced supply of feeder
cattle may not make itself appar-
ent unfil later on.”

This plat may be seen on page 66,
Deed Book A, in the Floyd County Court
Clerk’s office.

When the Graham map was drawn
the site of Prestonsburg, originally call-
ed Preston’s Station,
county, Kentucky.

The First National Bank building was
erected upon a lot of the Graham sur-
vey. The structure, now the Muniecipal
building, served the bank for 50 years.

Livestock Losses
To Doge Sche&uljed
For Payment by Ky.

Frankfort, July, 29 (Spl) —
State Dog Law Administrator
Wavland Rhoads has announced
that $25,146 will be paid claimants
for livestock losses due to ,dogs
during the last three quarters of
the 1956-57 fiscal year.

This sum is made up of 707
different claims from 67 counties
for losses sustained during the
period, Oct. 1, 1956, to June 30,
1957.

Rhoads said the Kentucky Dog
| Law Advisory Committee had re-
| commended last September that
all claims’ be deferred until the
end of the fiscal year, so payment
of three quarters of indemnities
were certified at one @ time,
Rhoads added that no claims for
this fiscal year will be paid until
after next June 30.

Claims for losses due to dogs
are valid if the claimant licenses
all dogs he owns or harbors; his
county is complying with the
Kentucky dog law; indemnities
through private insurance do not
exceed the appraised value of the
animal; sufficient money is in the
state livestock fund to recover
the claim; and he does not know
who owns the dog or dogs that
destroyed his livestock.

Daviess county claimants are
receiving the largest sum of in-
demnity payments with a total of
$1,266. Trimble county receives
the least amount of indemnmities
with a $6 payment. Mercer coun-
ty has the most separate claims
with 48, The largest single claim-
ant was a Fulton county farmer
who received $300.

FARM NOTES
By Robert M. Jones
County Agent

Prepare now to seed your alfal-
fa in the last two weeks of Aug-
ust, If you haven’t already limed
the land it should be done as soon
as possible. Unles a soil test is
|made, use three tons per acre on
land that has not been limed for
the last eight years. Alfalfa re-
quires a' sweet soil, and it will be
impossible to establish and hold
a stand without liming.

The land should be plowed or
disked now and again just before
sowing, This will control weeds,
and allow the soil to soak up
moisture. A well prepared seed
bed probably will mean the dif-
ference between a good stand and
a poar one,
| Plan to wuse 1,000 pounds of
3-12-12 fertilizer or its equivalent
| per acre, unless a soil test 1is
made which would be a more ac-
curate way of determining fer-

tilizer needed.

Most of the alfalfa seed in the
county has been certified Atlantic.

| well in Eastern Kentucky:

SUMMER CARE OF
STRAWBERRIES
Do not damage your straw-
|berry fields by close and deep

cultivation or by pulling weeds
close to plants
periods.

Two of the greatest enemies of
good strawberry fields are the
double-shovel and rastus plows.
This is especially true in hot
weather. A much better tool is
the 14-tooth cultivator.

Cultivating the  strawberry
field is a job that needs to be
watched closely. First of all, do
not cultivate any more often than
necessary. Scratch the surface
just enough to root out the smail
weeds. Stay six inches away from
ary rooted strawberry plants.

Helping runner plants to take
root by covering the runner near
the new plant with moist sod is
a profitable practice. Once this
plant has started to take root it
should never be moved.

Rather than pull weeds close to
plants cut them off just under-
neath the surface. f weeds are
pul}ed do it when the ground is
moist and firm the soil where the
weed was pulled.
