B. I, Reed, treasurer of the Turn-
er-Elkhorn Coal Company, Drift,

\ing directions in making a soil test should enable any farmer or
rdener to correctly take a sample.”

bought.

The test is no better than the soil sample
taken from the field or area to be treated. The
accompanying illustrations show how to get
good soil samples.

4 The uniferm ecores from the 10 or more borings
should be placed in a clean puail or box. Be
siire -that no lime or fertilizer is sticking to the inside

of the container,. This will ruin an othérwise good
soil samiple. Goed samples cun be taken when the
soil is wet, but erumbling or pulverizing should be
delayed until the soil is partly dried.

5 If the soil crumbles easily, pulverize and thor-
oughly mix the collected borings as aboye; then
spread ‘on a clean paper to dry. The sample can be
dried in the barn, garage, heated basement or room.
Do not dry the sample in an oven, before an open
firc, on top of a fusnace, stove or radiator.

When the soil is air dried, thoroughly mix again, |

put one pint in a clean paper bag, Iabel the bag
with your name, address, and the field number. Deliver
the sample to your County Extension office, and fill out
the past treatment and cropping history form.

| EARLY HOUSEHOLD

Copied from a History of Cre-
edo (W. Va.), by C. W. Thomson,
is the following excerpt which
details many of the names and
uses of early household fixtures
and utensils.

“T haven't ever been inside a coal
mine” she said. “There’s a law |
against women mining coal.”

Mrs. Tackett is on the slight side
and is'no more equipped for the
muscular labors of a man than
any average woman, but her spirit
nakes her bigger than she actually
is.

“I can do anything to a ftruek,
ear or washing machine,” she says.
She has never lain in bed a whole
day since she can remember, al-
though she is the mother of 15
children, Mrs. Tackett proudly says.
But she admitted that the flu
almost got her down.

She said that she cannot read
but “can count anything I want
to.” The Tacketts do not own their
own home or any land. “We are
just trying to keep something for
the kids to eat,” Mrs. Tackett said.
These are not good days for the
Tackett family which has had only
two paydays since December 1.
Since coal is not selling well there
are many families dependent on
mining that are experiencing tough
times.

The best month the Tacketts—
husband, wife, son and Mr. Tack-
stt’s brother—have ever had with
their mine saw a gross return of
$700. When the net was divided the
men received no more than $100
sach for the month's work.

Mr. Tackett really isn’t able to
work but does. Their coal is so wet
it will not separate in shakers and
so must depend for sale on the need
for slack coal.

“B. F. Reed has been mighty
good to us—don’t know what we
would have done if he hadn’t help-
od,” the plucky woman said. But
he can’t create a market for their
coal; right now, Reed is having his
troubles finding a market for his
own. s
She said that she would have ac-
cepted a job in Allen as a mech-
anic but she couldn’t since there
is no one to stay at home in East
McDowell with her smaller child-
ren. Of the '15 children who have
been born to her, 12 are living. Nine
are living at home and of these
four are in school.

Mrs. Tackett said her older child-
ren who are yvet at home are boys
who cannot be expected to stay
home to care for the younger child-
Fen.

Although there is hardship in her
family, Mrs. Tackett is not without
a wonderful sense of humor. She
recalls how she became a mechanic.
She said that when she and her
husbhband were married in 1935 both
had cars of their own. The first
thing she fixed on a car was a Cross

“I1f he hadn’t gone to Virginia,”

she laughed, “I don’t reckon them
brakes would have ever got fixed.
I didn’t have the nerve to do it
while he was around.”
Take all the mechanical jargon
employed in any repair garage and
she is familar with it. Pressure
plates, transmission bands, plugs,
differentials, carburetors—she can
fix them all.

Referring to her present financial
plight, Mrs. Tackett said:

“I reckon I could have more than
I've got if I hadn't been accom-
modatin’. But I think by being
accommodatin’ that you can
get things that money won’t buy.”

Mrs. Tackett is not rich in the
| world of material things. She is a
mountain woman who is short on
formal education but knows the
wisdom of kindness and helpfulness.
And, any time she feels her tired
body faltering, her loyalty to child-
ren and husband bolsters her. So
she grabs a wrench or hammer or
whatever is needed—and goes back
to work.

! Now my thinking on this sub-
| ject may not go back any farth-
er than the spirit and the words
| and the music of these hymns or
| beyond the inspiration and com-
| fort found by all those who over
the years have sung them; cer-
tainly I am no authority in any
field of music, saered or secular.
But I would like for the Ameri-
can Hymn Society to enlight-
en me with answers to these
question:

To begin with, what is so wrong
with a gospel hymn that it isn’t
fit to be included in a hymn
book that presumably is publish-
red for use in churches where the
gospel is preached?

You say “The Old Rugged
Cross” is a medium-grade gos-
pel hymn. What constitutes a
high-grade hymn?

What is the purpose, anyhow,
of a hymn? You say that “nearly
all (the new ones, the acceptable
ones) are impersonal.”

Are hymns to be sung by
| evérybody or to be “rendered”

only by trained voices?
|  Would you say that a chureh
| congregation is merely to be a
‘group of spectators, not partici-
pants in the worship in song?

I can’t sing a lick, so to speak, |
but I am plumb put out by this
‘dec[aring two of my favorite
| hymns verboten. “The Old Rug-)
| ged Cross,” even in my darkest
days of wunawareness, reached
' where no other song reached.
 Others doubtless have had the|
| same experience, So it is that I
am wondering out Jloud here
what is wrong with a hymn that
speaks of “the emblem of suffer-
ing and shame” and what is
[ “medium-grade” about its expres-
sion of the assurance that one
;day the burden will be exchang-
ed for a crown.

Perhaps it is well that I wait-
ed till late to get started on this
subject; otherwise, this discus-
sion might have run far, far into
the night.

occupied by Kenton county.

Boyd county is the only Eastern
Kentucky county that stands in
rank with the highest per capita
income counties. Here the average
individual income was $1,754 to place
the county fourth in the state.

The national per capita income
is figured at $1,940 while Kentucky’s
is calculated at $1,313 or 68 percent
of the nation’s It was 64 percent
in 1950. “Thus, the state per capita
income is increasing proportionately
to the nation,” the study points out.

“Merely stating that the per cap-
tia income was $1,313 can be mis-
leading,” the authors of the study
remark, “for only 15 counties had
an income as high or higher than
this figure while there were 73 coun-
ties with per capita incomes be-
low $1,000. A tremendous range ex-
ists in the distribution of per capita |
income amoeng the counties . .'.”|

Seventy-five percent of Floyd)|
county’s total income was in wages,
only exceeded in Eastern Kentucky
by Harlan county with wages  tak-
ing 76 percent of the imcome. Only
two Kentucky counties, hoth in the
northern part of the state, have a |
ereater distribution of wages. Camp-
bell county distributes 779 percent
with Kenton the highest at 79 per-
cent.

“Unemployment in Kentucky,
which was about twice the national
averaze in 1956 should be given
serious consideration when compar- |
ing the personal income of the
state with that of the nation,” the
analysis staftes. “An unemployment |
lag reduces the price of labor in!
Kentucky and keeps it below the/|
national average.

“There are nect enough jobs
created each year to handle the
natural increase in the labor force.
. . . Thus, there is the problem of
what to do with this excess labor.
Out-migration somewhat reduces
the labor surplus which contributes
to depressed wages; but if a re-
cession occurs these people return
to their home state to become part
of its unemployed population.

“Furthermore, the group of labor-
ers leavinz the state to find employ-
ment would consist mainly of the
youhger people, causing a drain
from the more productive sector of
the labor force. Even though the
out-migration ean partially relieve
the labor surplius it can be detri-
mental to the state.”

.'Simon Kenton
Also Known As
Simon Butler

For almost nine years of his life,
Simon Kenton was known as.Simon
Butler. It was by that name that
he was first known by Daniel Boone
and George Rogers Clark,

He was Simon Butler when Black
Fish’s warriors cut off a party of
16 men led by Boone from the
Boonesborough fort. When EBoone
fell, his' leg was broken by an
Indian bullet, it was Butler who
carried him back to the safety of
the stockade.

Under his fictiticus name, Kenton
was captured by the Shawnees in
September, 1778, and made to suf-
indescribable tortures and in-
decencies, before finally being res-
cued by the British.

The story behind the alias had
its bezinning in Fauquier County,
Virginia, in 1771, when Simon Ken-
ton was barely 16 years of age. The
year before, Kenton had fallen in
love with attractive Ellen Cummins,
who shortly thereafter showed her
fickleness by becoming the bride
of William Leachman. Kenton, the
aggrieved, attacked the bridegroom
during the wedding festivities and
was soundly whipped by the older
| man. Young Simon plotted revenge.

The next year he attacked Leach-
man for the second time. Just as
it appeared that Kenton was to
receive another beating, the lad got
a good hold on Leachman’'s long,
braided hair and wound it so tightly
around a sapling that his foe fell
unconscious, bleeding copiously from
the nose and mouth. Kenton fled
to the pristine frontier. On the
way, he stayed with a man by the
name of Butler, who unwittingly
provided the surname by which
Kenton was first known in Ken-
tucky.

In 1779 following his famous cap-
tivity among the Indians, Kenton
learned that Leachman . had sur-
vived the fight. Soon the evidence
was conclusive, and Kenton began
to use his own name again.

As Simon Kenton once more, he
lived 56 years longer, dying in pov-
erty at Zanesville, Ohio, in 18386.
He was reinterred in Urbana in
1865, and nineteen years still later,
!t-he State of Ohio placed & mon-

SAVINGS BONDS CHAIN LETTER SCHEME

To All Agents in the Fourth Federal Reserve District

Qualified to Issue United States Savings Bonds:

Many Ohion bankers, and others with a sincere interest in the United States Savings Bond Program
have reported the revival of a chain letter scheme involving the purchase of savings bonds. In some

communities participation in the scheme seems to be flourishing.

THE PRESENT SITUATION HAS BEEN REPORTED TO PCSTAL AUTHORITIES. It is similar
to that which existed in 1955, when at the request of the Treasury Department, we sent a letter to all
issuing agents in this district. Portions of the letter, dated February

“Postmaster General Arthur E. Summerfield moved today to head off what purports to

another wave of chain letters sweeping through the nation.

“In making this announcement, Postmaster General Summerfield said that this new chain
letter scheme differs from those encountered in past years in that United States saving bonds
or, in some instances, receipts for the purchase
mails ‘'without the accompanying list of names.

“A typical endless chain ‘Chart’ being circulated in the conduct of these schemes is one
entitled ‘This is a give-away-your-wealth campaign (possible return of $38,400 or $51,200 if
you wait 10 years).” Participants in this scheme obtain the list by giving a receipt for purchase
of ‘a $25.00 savings bond to the person supplying the list. In the latter’s presence, the pur-
chaser is alse to mail to the individual whose name appears at the top of the list a receipt for

‘puchase of a second $25.00 bond. Two copies of the list are then to be made, eliminating the
first name and adding the name of the purchaser, who then endeavors to continue the chain
by selling the list to two others willing to comply with the same conditions of purchase.

“The Postmaster General has advised that each scheme of this character will be investigated
fully and submitted to the Department of Justice for its consideration of possible violation of
Federal criminal statutes. He also stated that the Internal Revenue Service is studying the
matter to determine whether this scheme involves a violation of the wagering tax statutes and

other interral revenue laws.

“The experience of the Post Office Department with such endless chain schemes over a
period of many years is that in some instances a few persons entering the scheme at the outset
receive more than they put in, but never receive the large sums promised; and that many
participants receive nothing at all, but lose their entire investment. Such an outcome is inevit-
able inasmuch as the supply of interested persons is soon exausted; and the

Forecast uoks Good
For Potato Crop

A cooler than normal spring
and early summer is the forecast
for Kentucky this year; conse-
quently, formers and gardeners
have a better chance for a good
potato crop.

Here are some things fo con-
sider if potatoes are to be plant-
ed, says Clyde Singletary, Ken-
tucky Experiment Station horti-
culturist:

VARIETY: Irish Cobbler is the
earliest and high in quality; Ken-
nebec produces a higher yield
than Cobbler, is high in guality
and will harvest about a week
later than Cohbler.

SEED Use Northern Certified
Potato Seed.

SEED-PIECE SIZE: An aver-
age of 1% ounces in weight; the
seed piece should have at least
one good eye.

SOIL: A good, rich well-fer-
tilized soil—such as that which
will produce a ton of tobacco—-
is most suitable.

PLANTING DATE: Get in be-
fore April if possible.

IRRIGATION: Potatoes need
an inch of water (rainfall or ir-
rigation) once a week after soils
begin to dry out. Keep potatoes
free of weeds, insects and di-
seases; cultivate and spray reg-
ularly.

The expected cool spring and
early summer may produce fa-
vorable conditions also for gar-
den peas, cabbage, broccoli, cau-
liflower and lettuce this year.
