Circuit Court Action

Would Enjoin Spending, .
Have Budget Amended

A suit filed in circuit court
here last week by two creditors
{of Floyd county attacks county
spending for non-governmental
and unnecessary purposes and
seeks to enjoin the fiscal court|
from spending from its funds un-
til the claims of the plaintiffs
are paid.

The suit was prepared by Atty.
W. W. Burchett for the Pittsburg
Steel & Tool Company and Arm-
co Drainage & Metal Products,
They seek collection of
claims for road machinery and
supplies used in highway con-
struction. Pittsburgh Steel's claim
is for $1,645.97; Armco’s, for $5,-
280.

Named defendants in the action
are Floyd county, its fiscal court
and budget commission members,
as members of the governmental
units and individually. The bud-
get commission is composed of
County Attorney Robert S. Well-
man, Paul E. Hayes and County
Judge Henry Stumbo. The fiscal
court is composed of the County
Judge and the four Magistrates.

The suit points out that the
new 1958-59 : budget anticipates
revenues tof@ling $205,078 but
that last year; when the assess-
ment of $39,960,181 was the same
as this year’s, the county’s rev-
enue income was only $172,925.55.
It also claims‘that because of the
negligence of the defendants the
Sheriff has for the years 1954,
1955, 1956 and 1957 failed to col-
leet ar ‘amount of money suffi-
cient to meet budget require-
ments.

“Our problems of law enforce-
ment do not center around car
thefts, fraudulent checks, grand
or petit larceny, as much as
around liquor and break-ins,”
Allen said.

Safety Commissioner Don
Sturgill said last week that the
crime rate is rising in Kentucky,
and particularly in Eastern Ken-
tucky.

State Police consider breaking
and entering, grand and petit |
larceny, robbery and car theft as |
“economic crimes.”

Sturgill blamed most of the
crime on a depressed economy
and said that areas of the state
hardest hit by crime are also
hardest hit by recession.

“It would appear that the areas
of the state hardest hit econom-
ically show a marked increase
in crimes of theft — or so-called
economic crimes,” sturgill said.

“Some of the more apparent in-
creases,” he said, “occurred in
areas where people returned
home from out of state when
they became unemployed.”

Sturgill © said, however, that
some rises in the crime rate can
be attributed to the natural pop-
ulation growth.

Is 7th In East Kentucky

Where Assistance Program
Heaviest, Figures Reveal

Public assistance recipients in
Floyd county received $68395 in
June, it was announced recently by
the Department of Economic Se-
curity, Frankfort. The amount went
for old age assistance, aid to de-
pendent children, to the needy
blind and partiallv and totally dis-
abled.

There Wwere 2,695 recipients in
Floyd county in June, according to
a study released by the Depart-
ment. Of these 826 persons receiv-
ed old age assistance, 394 adults
were given aid for dependent chil-
dren, 7 blind were helped and 171
partially and totally disabled were
aided.

With the exception of the heavily-
populated counties of Fayette and
Jefferson only six counties, all in
Bastern Kentucky, had a greater
number of recipients of public as-
sistance. These were Bell, Clay,
Harlan, Pike, Perry and Whifley,
The state expended $4,083.855 in the
public assistance program in June
on 141967 recipients.

The county in Eastern Kenfucky
having the greatest number of re-
cipients on the program in June
was Harlan eounty with 3,629 per-
sons assisted. Pike crowded Harlan
in taking second place with 3,476
persons. Bell had the third highest
Eastern Kentucky number with 3,-
219 receiving assistance. Other high
Eastern Kentucky counties ‘were
Perry, 2,993; Clay, 2,887, and Whit-
ley, 2,744.

Fayette’'s recipients numbered 3,-
428 persons, receiving @ $109,011,
which made it slightly under Pike
county in the number being aided.
Jefferson county had 13,153 recip-
ients to receive $397,604, the highest
in the state.

There are an estimated 264,791
persons in the state receiving com-
modities, the Department of Eco-
nomic Security reports.

The total of crime complaints
received by State Police in the
first four months of 1958 is 1,705
—an increase of 561 over the cor-
responding period of 1957.

Of that increase, 405 com-
plaints were reported by the
Eastern Kentucky posts of More-
head, Pikeville, Harlan, London,
Hazard, and Ashland.

It was noted that the trend of
crime in Floyd county generally
followed the state trend.

Statewide figures for the first
four months of this year showed
breaking and entering accounted
for 558 criminal complaints com-
pared with 343 for the same per-
iod last year. But crimes of the
same 1fype nearly doubled in
Eastern Kentucky. State Police
received 243 complaints in the
first four months compared with
128 in the same period of 1957.

The trend was the same for
grand larceny. Eastern Kentucky
accounted for almost half of
those complaints. The statewide
figure was 102 while 50 com-
plaints originated in Eastern
Kentucky. The figures for the
same period of 1957 were 73 for
the state and 30 for Eastern Ken-
tucky,

Petit larceny in the state more
than doubled—to 31 cases report-
ed — while Eastern XKentucky
jumped from one case in 1957
to 13 cases in the 1958 period.

In car theft, *only a minor
|statewide jump was noted — up
eight cases from the 1957 period.
But Eastern Kentucky car thefts
in the first four months of 1958
totaled 106 compared with 60 for
the same period a year ago.

Reported issuance of fraudu-
lent checks doubled in both the
state as a whole and in eastern
areas.

The figures showed a big jump
in complaints received about lig-
uor law violations, but Sturgill
said the increase was due to
stricter enforcement.

In contrast to the apparent up-|
turn in “economic crimes” as-|
sault cases, murder, manslaugh- |
ter, and sex crimes either were
about the same as 1957 levels or
were down.

Sturgill emphasized that the
figures do not take into account
every crime. Many are reported
to local authorities and in some
instances State Police have no
jurisdiction, as in Louisville and |
Northern Kentucky areas. |

To combat the crime rate the
department strength has risen toE
380 troopers and another 105 vwllr
be taken into the force by next |
June. Thirty-one are detectives.

Plaintiffs claim that at the time |

More than $32,000
in floating indebtedness has been
incurred since Jan. 1, and, says
the petition, defendants will con- |
tinue to make obligations and
incur indebtedness in excess of |
the revenue for the fiscal year
unless they are enjoined and re-
strained from doing so.

Plaintiffs ask that both the fis-
cal court and the budget com-
mission be restrained from ex-
pending any money from the |
county treasury for any non-gov-
ernmental expense until their
claims are paid, and they also|
ask the court to direct the budget |
commission to reassemble and
amend the budget so as to pro- |
vide for ‘the' payment of their
claims before any item is budget-
ed for purposes other than those
pertaining fo the operation of
county government.

Thomas E.Bramlette, Governor
of Kentucky, 1863-1867, went into
office a strong Abraham Lincoln
Unionist, but left his term a de-

fender of the ex-Confededate
Kentucky soldier.
In July, 1861, Bramlette ac-

cepted a commission in the Fed-
eral army and in defiance of the
principle of neutralism organized
the Third Kentucky Infantry to
fight against the Confederates.
Shortly thereafter, he resigned
his commission to become Abra-
ham Lincoln’s choice as United
States district attorney. As fed-
eral district attorney, he vigor-
ously prosecuted Southern sym-
pathizers in the Commonwealth.
’In 1863 with federal super-
| vision off the polls, he won the
gubernatorial election with ease
{over his opponent, Charles A.
Wickliffe.

Yet before the war was over,
Bramlette had become one of
Lincoln’s most vocal critics, even
going so far as to threaten to call
out' the militia if necessary to
prevent the enlistment of Negro|
troops in Kentueky on the Union
side. He quarrelled bitterly with
General Stephen C. Burbridge,
the commander of Union troops
in the state and was finally
successful -in 1865 in having Bur-
bridge removed from his com-
mand.
| In December, 1865, little more
'than eight months after Appo-
mattox, Governor Bramlette wel-
comed back the Confederate
soldiers to Kentucky and recom-
mended repeal of the laws which
had been enacted against them
during the war. On December
18 the legislature abrogated the
law which declared any citizen
of Kentucky who invaded the
state as a Confederate soldier,
guilty of felony to be punished
by a prison sentence of from one
to 10 years. On the following
day the Expatriation Act of)|
March 11, 1862, was repealed.

Governor Bramlette was born
in 1817 in Cumberland (now
Clinton) county Kentucky. He
died in 1875 at Louisville and
was buried there in Cave Hill
Cemetery.

In January, 1827, a bill ap-
propriating $15,000 in money and
$5,000 in articles from the pen-
itentiary for rebuilding the State
Capitol, passed both houses of
the General Assembly and there
was great joy in Frankfort.

rabbits. The department says
early checks this year indicate
the cottontail population should
be about the same as last season
and good hunting in favorite
areas is predicted.

The waterfowl hunting poten-
tial inereased last year with the
opening of the Ballard County
waterfowl management area for
shooting. It will open this veap
November 7. The goose and duck
season is November 7-Japuary 15,
with a bag limit of four and pos-
session limit of eight for ducks.
For geese, bag and possession
limits are five. Plantings by the
department at Kentucky Lake
are attracting miore pgecse and
ducks to the area. Western Ken-
tucky is on the Mississippi fly-
way and through the years has
offered geod duck and goose
hunting. )

For the third consecutive year,
Kentucky will have a deer hunt.
The four-day Season will open
November 27, and  econtinue
through November 30 in 31 coun-
ties this year, €ompared with 27
last season. Omly bucks may be
taken the first two days, with
the final twe being hunter’s
choice.

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Life in Cyprus is largely agricultural and pastoral. The
rural life follows that of the farming village type community.
In the east, houses are thickly clustered together, and often
nestled in a piecturesque setting as is shown in the mountain
village above. Easterners have long lived in closely huddled
communities for protective reasons. They till their outlying
fields by day, and return to their homes in the village at
night,

The Cyprus rural settlements differ from that of the vil-
lage in other eastern countries. Homes are not as closely con-
structed. Each house has its own enclosed, private grounds
where vineyards, trees, and flowerbeds make up the family
garden. The village church and community coffee shop are the
main public centers. Food and clothing are produced by the
