9,500 laying 'birds," Jones said. "Eacll 
poultryman was getting 1between 00 
and 85 rper .cent producti0111. They 
were expecting from 14 tJo 16 
months of pmfitable continuous 
prodluction from the birds at one of 
the farms." 

Jones noted that 'the Ashlamd area 
lhas increased egg production 54 
percent in the last ,f;ive years and 
a recent survey shows that still 
two percent more eggs are being 
imported than in 1954.

PICTURE OF WAYLAND TAKEN IN 1916 

W ayla11d was the third unit in the trio of towns built by the Elk Horn Coal Com­
pany, on .!light Beaver Creek, to develop the firm's extensive reserves of coal. 
The above picture was taken a short while after the tipple was put in operation. 
The view is up Steele Creek. 

The big development of the Elk Horn Coal Company in the Right .Beaver sec­
tion and the promotion of many other large mining operations in the Big Sandy 
valley \Vas the ushering of the period when mining would reach its zenith. 

The first attempt at commercial mining in Floyd county and perhaps the first 
in the valley was in 1841. Richard Deering, of the Little Sandy River section, quit 
mining ircn ore there and bought a tract of land from Samuel May, of Prestons­
burg. The deed notes the boundary "beginning at a large rock just below the ford 
of the river at Abbott Shoal where the State road crosses the same." The Deering 
venture failed but Samu el May entered into an agreement with others in 1848. This 
was dissolved the next year with little mining done. The firm of May and Griffith 
succeeded this venture and mining was carried on. May died in the California 
Gold Rush in 1851. Mining, though, was established by this time as a fledging in­
dustry of the valley.

Peyton Blaokhurn, leader of the 
pro-Unionists of Johns Creek, and 
Dr. Robert Jackson, head of the 
Confederate sympathizers, engaged 
in not only a strug>gle incident to 
·the internecine wa'l' but fought out 
a personal vendetta that resulted 
in the death of Blackburn by am­
blusih. 

However, Blackburn's adherents 
had t!he best of a battle wt the mouth 
of the River Branch in 1863. He and 
his friends stood under the shadow 
of great sycamores a.t the creek 
side and fiTed at Jackson men cov­
ered by the woodlands on the point 
'Jack of the ceremonial site. John 
McGuire, a Jackson lieutenant, was 
felled 'by a bullet and died on tihe 
point across from Eureka SPring. 

McGuire's body was intened, it 
is said, near the ceremonial site and 
is unmarked. Lore of tlhe section 
has i·t that the spot where he fell 
is bare of grass and has been since 
the day he fell and died. 

Today, the section is .a peacefu 
l·uralside, sprinkled with neat homes 
of the descendants of the early 
Blackburn, Jackson, James, and 
Spears families. Tihe savage acti­
vities of the ohase, religious festi­
vals, and of ancient battles are un­
remembered prehistory. The old 
Civil War trouble is but a memory. 

Even •though the Indian war­
v.'lhoops, the flickering red flames 
of their ceremonial fires and the 
muoh later dread shots of a family 
vende-tta are now no more, each 
year for decades tl1e plowman will 
tm·n over :the black earth and pick 
up artifacts of a dead race. 

The pieces of stone are all they 
bequeathed to history.

tion to apologize for being a teacher; 
if people did not like me for mw be­
ing just me, they oould tmn el<>e­
where for friends and :wquaintances. 
But I realize that not all people can 
get as much satisfaction out of 
having only a partial means of 
livelihood; maybe we people Who 
have loved to teach and htave ;risk-j 
ed starva;tion have been pru:tly to 
blame for mankind's long neglect of 
tlhe teacher as a person who oos to 1 

eat and wear clo.tlhes and drive cars 
like other people. 

But enoutgh of those who left the 
schoolroom for something more re­
munemtive. This article is to praise 
some of my own teachers---.typical 
ones for that time - who taught 
briefly but threw themselves into 
those few years and left many great 
mwressions. Only one teacher that 
I ever had at Fidelity, so far as I 
can recall, remained a teacher runtil 
he retired because of old age. He, 
however, like so many teache•rs of 
that and other times, left the state 
for g1•eener pastm·es and retired away • 
down in sou th Texas, not down in 
the Jaokson Purchase. A very few of 
our Fidelity teachers truught more 
bhan one school; some stopped wit."1 
just one. I am sure that our teach­
ers were starting like those every­
w-here in those times. Suppose we 
run a list of them. My first teach­
er, a young widow, was already far 
gone in buberculosis and died be­
fore tlhe next school year began. Un­
fortunately, there were !1 great man~· I 

Sll()h teachers in our part of th e J 

world, then and for a lon9 time 
afterwards. Our second teacher was 1 

one of lbhe few men tea chers in our 
little school; he was the one who 
remained in the profess ion until 
he was fa!!' past seventy and died 
at a very advaoced age just a !half 
dozen years ago. Another young wo­
man taught us as her first school. 
taught a neiglhboring district two 
years, and then settled dov.n to a 
very long career as a housewife. 
Another one came almost being a 
professional tea;Clher, for she re­
mained a teacher until she was in 
the forties and tihen married and 
moved away to the West. One of 
our m en teachers was teaching to 
make money enoug'h to finish his 
medical course; he became a local 
physicia n 'I:Yut also succumbed to 
buberoulosis, our regional disease. 
Another man soon tired of teacihing 
and became a Methodist preacher of 
note in the Jackson Purchase. Only 
one teacher tihaJt I had at Fidelity 
was approaching a mature age; 
nearly all had been youngsters only 
a few years older tihan ohe largest 
pupils. But I want to pay oa tribute

Invariably this mdlVidual drinks 
more than his associates on any 
given occasion, gets a little "'high­
he;~· or "tighter" than is normal. 
This is the first indlCation that he 
suffers from either a physical or

psychclogical quirk which sets rum 
a.part from the average or moderate 
drinker. 

Aftzr a time, he realizes that he 
ts.kt?s a few more dlinks than his 
secial companions. He is afraid it is 
noticed and perhaps causing com­
ment. To conform, if going to a 
party where two or three drinks is 
the pattern, he fortifies himself with 
a few drinks before he starts. This 
is a definite pre-alcoholic symptom.

Landscape Notes

ETTER SPRING FLOWERS 
Careful garden management dm:­

ing late fall and early winter will 
go a long way toward insuring a 
successful flower garden next spring. 

StaJ·t by pulling up by •tJhe mot 
the dead stalk.s of the annual flow­
ers. such as zinnias, and marig10lds. 
Tllis will destroy some insects and 
diseases which might have lived 
over winter i!Il the plants. 

The perennials, such as colum­
bines, etc. should have tlheir dead 
stems out off about 2 inches koni 
the ground, and t.he old out away r 
tops destroyed. Applications of well 
rotted manme around and in be­
tween tJhe plants, and on the garden 
of <ali!nuals will supply necessary 
nutnients for next spring. 

Cut the chryanthemums off about 
6 inches above the grotmd and 
spread a single layer of old burlap 
over the stems. Poultry dmppings 
are especially valuable as a fe1<tilizer 
for ;tJhem and sh{)u!d be scattered 
over the b.urlap to leach dw·.ing the 
winter. 

WINTER CARE OF ROSES 
Hybrid tea and floribunda roses 

p!'uned at a height of alxut 2 feet 
from tJhe ground will prevent the 
long bmnches swaying in wiruter 
winds. The dead leaves that have 
~allen from the bushes should be 
raked up and destroyed, as tbhey 
are a source of black spot infection 
which will ruttack the bushes next 
year. Protect the roses wHh about 
10 inches of soil heaped a:bout the 
bushes, and covered with .a 'lll!Ulch 
of sbraw.
