| linas and Geeorgia. Up out of the
| Kentucky - River communities
| snaked trails that would take a
settler or drover to the far-off
markets. '

Drovers camped along the way,
usually near some small settle-
ment or prominent farmer’s
home, moved slowly toward the
faraway markets in order to pre-
serve the poundage of their ani-
mals. James S. Layne, of Floyd
county, and his assistant drovers,
were 60 days from the Big Sandy
to Lynchburg with a herd of hogs
in 1842, They aliowed the animals
to feed themselves on the oak
mast and arrived in Lynchburg
in early December. They had left
{ the Sandy Country in October for
i the acorns had started to fall that
month.

In 1846 William W. Boyd, of
Bath county, married Arminta
Layne, of Floyd county. She was
a daughter of James S. Layne,
pioneer founder of Betsy Layne:
The Boyds were traders, travel-
led over the mountain trails in
search of livestock to drive. On
one of these trips William met
Arminta Layne. Many marital al-
liances between mountain houses
were the result of these trips by
livestock buyers and drovers.
It is from many of the letters,
notes, due bills and other me-
| morabilia of the traders that we
| learn much of their lives and the
| hardships of the trails. Young
| traders wrote their parents, mar-

as you wished to sell all and one
yoke of oxen and the small heif-
er that I made beef of I intended
on keeping; also Nancy’s, then
there would be but three to sell,
the little brindle cow and the
black oxen. I sent fifty dollars by
Nancy P. Honaker. (Later his sis-
ter-in-law). She is to take seven
dollars out of the above amount
and the balance is to go towards
the price of your ecattle. T will
get some one to judge what the
cattle is worth and will send the
balance as soon as I can collect
some and meet with an oppor-
tunity of sending it. So no more
at present but remain your af-|
fectionate son, Williamn P. Boyd.”

Evidently Boyd had driven his
mother’s cattle to the Layne farm
on Big Sandy to sell them. The
letter is a bit of evidence of the
moving around of the traders in|
Eastern Kentucky.

Ancther bit of memorabilia
1s “A list of Layne’s Hogs, Lynch-
burg, 9th Dec. 1842" It is a
statement of numbers, weights
and prices of 225 hogs driven for |
others by Lawyne to Lynchburg.l
The list of owners is headed by
Wm, Morris who had four hogs in
the drove. They weighed 636|
pounds and Layne was paid as|
aegnt for Morris the sum of $19.08 |
or three cents per pound. This |
price held true for all 31 owners. |

The driving of those hogs by |
James S. Layne to Lynchburg
115 years ago was a bit of his-
tory that afterward became a le-
gend in the Layne family. A
great-grandson of James S.'Layne
in telling of the story of the drive,
which he heard from his father,
Moses Santford Layne, one of the
drovers, related bits of adventure
the drovers encountered. The hogs
were allowed to feed.on the mast
as they were steadily worked to-
ward Virgifiia. At one time the
whole drove collided with a hor-
net’s nest and scattered. It took
lots of hard work and much hog-
calling to get the herd together
again.

Largest number of hogs con-
signed to the agency of Layne
was 20 head by Thos. Early. Sev-
eral sent only one. The old set-
lement paper lists the exact
amount due each man, and the
charge for butchering was de-
ducted at the end. The 225 head
brought $1,021.78, the amount of
$28.12, titled, “By Killing 225
hogs,” "was deducted, as was 86

Not only did prominent East
Kentuckians engage in the busi-
ness of driving livestock to far
away markets but the Bluegrass |
gentry did also.

Isaac Shel-
by, first to occupy the position as
executive head of the state, de-
serted his office an indeterminate
number of times to take mules to
the Carolinas. The business was
much older in the central part of
the state than in the mountains.
Back in the hills “Devil” John
Wright of Elkhorn Creek began

his career as a driver of horse
droves southward to the Caro-
linas.

We are indebted to “Recollec-

tions of Breathitt,” by J. Green

Trimble for a bit of history o_n-!
livestock driving in the moun=
tains. He wrote about Simon

Cockrill, early Breathitt county
settler, who raised great herds
of cattle.

“He handled a good many cat-
tle which he raised at little ex-
pense. He had no grass but de-
pended on the peavine for sum-
mer and the hundreds of acres he
owned covered with cane and:

sufficient to take his

through the winter without addi-
tional feed.

“The only market for all the
cattle raised in the mountain part
of Eastern Kentucky was in Vir-
ginia, principally Loudon and ad-
joining counties in the Shenan-
doah Valley, where the bluegrass
for grazing purposes was said to
equal Kentucky. Every year up
to the beginning of the war many |
thousand head of cattle were driv- |
en from this state to Virginia; |
there being no stock scales in
the country they were sold by the
head, averaging $10 pem head for
three-year-old steers. Since the
close of the war Mt. Sterling has
been the great cattle market for
all this section of Kentucky, as

well as part of Tennessee and
Virginia.”

The “sick man” of the nation’s
economy—the coal bBusiness—appar-
ently was “on the mend” last year,
but with closing months of 1957 and
now in 1958 a relapse from what-
ever ails the industry has set in.

Although production at present
is at a new low, 1957 ended with a
slight increase over 1956 for the op-
’erators represented by the Big
Sandy-Elkhorn Coal Operators As- |
Isocmtlon Production for last year
was 14,822.930 tons, or 808460 tons
over the 1956 production of 14,014.-
470 tons.

This slight increase of 5-plus per-

production as the industry entered
the new year. Tonnage skidded 46
percent the first week of January,
compared to last year, and only
rezained enough to hold a 22 per-
cent decrease for the week ending
Jan. 11 as compared with the cor-

Production dropped 85,700 tons
the first week in January and was
down 107,080 tons the following
week. The average days worked
skidded materially, the report of
the operators association showed.

In 1957 the mines in the Big
Sandy-Elkhorn field loaded 296,458.6
cars of an average 50 tons each.
Production the previous year was
280,289.4 cars. The operators worked

Thompson said that an individual
filing for old-age benefits should
bring with him and have ready for
the receptionist:

1. Social Security card

2. Proof of age

3. Statement from last year’s em-
ployer showing wages for the pre-
vious year. (Form W-2 is accept-
able.) If self-employed, the previous
vear's tax return with “Schedule
|C" should be furnished. The “Sch-
|edule C” (or “Schedule F” if the
| self-employed individual is a farm-
ler) is the social security portion of
the tax return and must be in-
cluded. If self-eniployed, a receipt
for the previous years taxes must
also be presented. (This may be in
the form of a cancelled check or
Internal Revenue's receipt for pay-
ment.)
