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His great grandfather, George
Masen, it is said, was one of the
Cavalier immigrants to Virginia
under the rule of Oliver Crom-
well.

He was born in 1725. His father
died when he was ten years old,
but the boy remembered all his
life the trips which the two had
made to the then western fron-
tier in Virginia. He married Anne
Eilbeck in 1750. They had sev-
eral children, but she died in
1775. George Mason remarried in
1760 to Sarah Brent.

In 1759 he and George Wash-
ington served together in the
House of Burgesses, but Mason
withdrew at the end of his first
term because of the low opinion
|he held at that time of some of
his associates.

In 1775 Mason emerged from
retirement to become a member
of the Committee of Safety, which
was formed to administer Vir-
ginia following the flight of Gov-
| ernor Dunmore.

| It was in 1776 as a member of
the May Convention that George
Mason made his greatest contri-
|bution as a constitutionalist. It
was in that year he drew up a
Virginia Bill of Rights and the
major part of the constitution of
Virginia. These documents were
drawn upon by Thomas Jeffer-
son for the first part of the De-
claration of Independence and
became the basis of the first ten
amendments to the Constitution
of the United States.

In 1780, we find the very able
[pen of George Mason called on
to draw up the plan out of which
Virginia gave up her claim to
| the western lands in favor of the
| Federal government.

| He'was a member of the Consti-

{ tutional Convention which met |

in Philadelphia in 1787. In the
following year, he publicly op-
posed the adoption of the Fed-
eral Constitution because of his
| strong anti-slavery sentiment.

| George Mason died at his home
in Fairfax county, Virginia, Octo-
ber 7, 1792, a little more than
four months after the establish-
ment of Kentucky as the fife
teenth state of the Union.

curred in by all members, and that
the group was “impressed with both
teacher and studeni morale.” Con-
duet of students and absence of
‘oistering pupils were described as
“rather remarkable.” “Of Course,”
he added, “everybody could have
been on their good behavior, but
I doubt that with a student body of
more than 700 such fine deportment
could be staged.”

The school building itself, the re-
port as given by Dr. Ciercley point-
ad out, offers great opportunity
for program development and ex-
pansion, The cafeteria works well.
The school library impressed com-
mittee members. “A very fine li-
brary. It should be used more,”
Ciercley commented.

Commenting on the splendid new
gymnasinm which makes the Pres-
tonsburg school plant one of the
largest and finest in the state, Dr.
Ciercley expressed the hope that
its facilities will be used by the
entire school, all the county and
by Eastern Kentucky. “Its use for
basketball only could not be jus-
tified,” he sai dhe was joined in
this sentiment by two other com-
mittee members who spoke briefly
later—H. M. Wesley, principal of
Hazard high school, and D. C. An-
derson, superintendent of Mont-
gomery county schools.

After presenting the satisfying as-
pects of the school, the report offer-
ed suggestions for improvement
and advancement. The committee
pointed out that:

1. It is concerned with the num-
ber of pupils dropping out of high

school, pointing out that the pres-
ent senior class numbers 129 as|
compared with 192 two years ago |
and 165 last year. ,
2. More guidance is needed. “We
saw some ‘fast’ students who were
probably misplaced. Through a
guidance program they might be
persuaded to do things that chal-
lenge them?”
3. The school has only one sec-
fion in geometry, two in algebra.
In a school of Prestonsburg’s size
thare should be more.
4. More students should be study-
ing music, art, home economics,
agriculture, business. (The report
[ commented that the one class in
Latin is a rather small offering,
and that home economics perhaps
should be abandoned if more pupils
cannot be enrolled in it.)

5. Differentiation in the curric-
ulum is needed. It was pointed out
that 35% of the seniors have ex-
pressed a desire to enter college—
fairly high percentage; so they
should have pretty solid training in
English.

6. Commercial and . vocational
j(raining are needed fprithose who
0 not plan to attend college.

Of Education Needs

Morehead State College and 42
school systems in the Morehead
service region are working in a
cooperative effort to solve many
of the present-day problems
found in public education.

Is A Memeorial

| To Statehood

Reproduced in Danville is Ken-
tucky’s first court square, where
the Commonwealth’s first constitu-
tion was framed and adopted in
1792.

Here are replicas of the log court
house, the church and the first jali
and post office built west of the
Alleghenies. The spot is a state
shrine now, one of Kentucky’s most
historical, known as Constitution
Square.

Kentuckians first met at Danville
in 1784 to discuss the matter of be-
coming an independent state. Many
reasons for separation from Vir-
ginia were discussed in the 10 con-
ventions that preceded the actual
framing of the constitution.

There were objections to high
Virginia taxes, inability to adapt
Virginia laws to local situations, the
refusal of Virginia to allow Ken-
tuckians to pursue Indians beyond
the Ohio River and the fact that
all cases appealed to higher courts
had to be carried back to Rich-
mond, Va., for trial.

At that time many Kentuckians
favored creation of an indepenent
state, some wished to become part
of the Spanish empire, and some to
remain with Virginia.

The long and bitter struggle fi-
nally mame to an end in 1792 when
Kentucky was admitted as a state
into the Union with a constitution
modeled to some extent upon the
federal one.

Today, as a memorial to this his-
toric occasion, the shrine and park
are located in the heart of Dan-
ville’s business section. The city,
situated in the rich Blue Grass sec-
tion, is near Herrington Lake, 60-
mile-long body of water prominent
as a resort and fishing center,
